                                CHAPTER 2

                      THE SAMMS CTDF ONLINE SYSTEM

SECTION I - GENERAL

205101 - PURPOSE

  This chapter sets forth uniform requirements and procedures for using the online system when processing inputs to and outputs from the Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF).  It prescribes the detailed criteria, procedures and responsibilities related to the operation and maintenance of the CTDF using the online system.

205102 - SCOPE

  a.  These procedures cover the following basic areas of operation:

    (1) Online establishment and maintenance of data in the file.

    (2) Online interrogation of the file.

    (3) Online processing of MDWLS and PRs.

  b.  These procedures are applicable to the Directorate of Technical Operations and provide support to Contracting (DPP).  The OPM and Data Systems, Directorate of Supply Operations (DSO) have supporting responsibilities.

205104 - POLICY - SPECIFIC PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

  a.  The requirements for online interrogating, establishing, and maintaining the CTDF, are based upon the prompts and positions for entering data which are contained in the screen layouts.

  b.  All transactions are transmitted to the CTDF via SAMMSTEL for processing in SAMMS in accordance with criteria specified in USLOH4-111, R1, R2, and R3.

205105 - CAPABILITIES/CONSTRAINTS

  a.  The SAMMSTEL teleprocessing system provides the online data entry to the CTDF.

  b.  Data are entered via the Cathode Ray Tube (CRT) keyboard in established, numbered field locations defined in the program, utilizing a series of sequential input screens (menus), arranged in data field/ data element format.

  c.  The cursor, initially positioned at the first location (data field), will advance automatically, in accordance with the prompts and positions for entering required data, or manually at the option of the operator when no mandatory elements are present.

  d.  Records are to be called up by NSN/PGC.

  e.  Transactions are to be subjected to edit/validation at the time of input.

  f.  Any data element that is input erroneously will result in an audible beep.

  g.  A new CTDF record can be established online by input of the mandatory data element(s)/data field(s) as applicable.

  h.  Entry is accomplished by depressing ENTER.  Data which passes entry edit and validation will be processed online.

  i.  When an Option is selected and ENTER is depressed, the selected option will be displayed on the CRT screen, containing no data for the NSN/PGC to be established (blank fields except NSN), or containing the existing recorded data for the NSN/PGC to be updated.

  j.  To establish, add, change, or delete data, the new data is keyed in under the existing data in the applicable data field.  This is called the Underlay Method and records are established, changed, or deleted as applicable, online.  Options B, C, D, L, M, and N lines of data can be changed using the underlay method or the overlay method.  To insert characters in the overlay method, spaces must be deleted at the end of the line.   
  k.  There are two levels of establish, add, or change capabilities offered in this online system.

    (1) Establish, add, or change by data element.

    (2) Establish, add, or change by lines of data.

  l.  There are three levels of delete capabilities offered in this online system.

    (1) Delete by data element.

    (2) Delete by line.

    (3) Delete by groups of data.

  m.  Upon completion of required input for establishment, or update of CTDF, the ENTER is depressed.  If all transactions are valid, correct and/or complete, the system will display the updated screen with a message at the bottom left corner of the screen CTDF UPDATED.

  n.  A hard copy printout of screen content can be obtained upon request through use of the local mode.

  o.  Online interrogations will be limited to DIC YPH-C (Option J), allowing operator to request entire single NSN/PGC record through overnight (batch) processing, in F-72 format (DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12).

  p.  All mass updates/interrogations and DIC YQE (record delete) transactions will continue to be processed through the batch mode.  No online capability is provided.

  q.  Each screen has messages/instructions that appear at the bottom of the screen.  These messages/instructions should be read and followed by the operator as they appear.  They will assist the operator during the data entry process and provide guidance when inputting transactions to the online file.

  r.  If CRT goes down before a transaction is completed, when it becomes operational, a verb must be entered to start over.

  s.  General statistics to be made available as required through existing standard program.

  t.  Security to be accomplished at the Center level.  Some security measures that may be employed are:  Screen assignments for users of the system, assignment of ID numbers and passwords, location of terminals and user assignments to same.

205106 - SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS

  a.  If CRT goes down, or malfunctions before input transactions are completed and entered, and unfamiliar screens of data appear on the CRT, key in the Verb SPTD, and depress ENTER.  This will take operator back to the CTDF Files (menu) screen where they will start over.  All data, or codes keyed in and not entered prior to the malfunction is lost and must be keyed in again, if applicable.

  b.  An audible beep indicates an operator error and requires operator to depress RESET and move cursor to correct position in the data field, key in correct data/code(s) and depress ENTER.

  c.  To add, or change data element(s)/code(s), move cursor to data element(s)/code(s) to be added/changed.  Key in the additional/replacing data element(s)/code(s) under the existing data element(s)/code(s) and depress ENTER.

  d.  To delete data element(s)/code(s), move cursor under the data element(s)/code(s) to be deleted.  Key in the data element(s)/code(s) to be deleted exactly as they are recorded and depress ENTER.

  e.  To establish/add line(s) of data, move the cursor to bottom left corner of the PID screen reflecting 001, the PGI screen reflecting A00, the Technical History screen reflecting C00, the Synopsis/Description screen reflecting S00, or the Contracting Guidance screen reflecting P00.  Key in the Line Number(s) of the line(s) being added and the descriptive data and depress ENTER.  Only two lines of data can be added at a time.

  f.  To insert and renumber line(s) of data, move the cursor to bottom left corner of applicable screen.  Key in the Line Number of the line in the record that precedes the line where the data is to be inserted.  Key in the descriptive data and depress ENTER.  Only two lines of data can be inserted at a time.

  g.  To change line(s) of data, move cursor to line of data to be changed.  Key in the replacing line of data under the existing line of data and depress ENTER.

  h.  To delete line(s) of data, move cursor under the first position of the line of data to be deleted.  Key in X and depress ENTER.

  i.  To delete groups of data move cursor to the delete field provided on the applicable screen, key in Y and depress ENTER.

SECTION II - SAMMS CTDF ONLINE OPTIONS

205201 - SAMMS CTDF FILES (MENU)

  a.  General Accessing Procedures

    (1) The SAMMS CTDF Files Screen (menu) is accessed by initially keying in the Verb STAR, in the upper left-hand corner of the screen that reflects (NO OUTPUT QUEUED) and depress ENTER.  The SAMMSTEL Application Menu Description will appear on the screen.

    (2) Key in the Verb STLM and depress ENTER.  The SAMMSTEL Technical Logistics Application Menu will appear on the screen.

    (3) Key in the Verb SPTD, and depress ENTER.  The SAMMS CTDF Files (menu) as shown below, will be displayed on the screen.  This screen is used to sequentially access the Options (segments) for establishment, maintenance, and inquiry of the CTDF records.

  c.  Input Transactions/Instructions

    (1) Key in the following on the SAMMS CTDF Files (menu) screen above and depress ENTER.

      (a) Item 1 - NSN/PGC

      (b) Item 2 - ORC (3 positions).  Automatically filled if on the CTDF/SDDT ORC to User ID Table (Verb SUID).

      (c) Item 3 - Option (from menu above) may be A through N, P 

through S.

        1.  When establishing a new CTDF, must select Option A.  When the Option A screen is completed, Option B screen will automatically appear.

        2.  When interrogation only and F-72 (CTDF Interrogation Reply - Technical Data) required, select Option J and depress ENTER (see item 6).  A message will appear at the bottom of the SAMMS CTDF (menu) screen FILE INTERROGATION REQUEST SENT TO BATCH FOR PROCESSING.  Make the next NSN/PGC, or Option selection, or end transaction by depressing the CLEAR key and signing off from the terminal.

        3.  When interrogation of NSN/PN file required, select Option K and depress ENTER.  The NSN/PN file will appear on the screen with all the PNs recorded against the NSN.  When no PNs exist, an error message will appear on the screen indicating no PNs available for the NSN.  When interrogation completed, make the next NSN/PGC, or Option selection, or end transaction by depressing the CLEAR key and signing off from the terminal.  (Screen display for Option K is shown and defined in subparagraphs 20521C and D).

      (d) Item 4 - Establish new CTDF - (must be Y for establishment).

      (e) Item 5 - Table NR (two positions) - DSC developed packaging table number for use in building Option P data.  Fields 2, 3(R), and 5 must be entered to establish packaging table.

      (f) Item 6 - Option J ORC - ORC (three positions).  This ORC will override item 2 ORC for Option J requests.

    (2) When all of the data keyed in are valid, the selected Option screen will appear.

    (3) When any of the data keyed in are unmatched, invalid, or incor-rectly keyed in, an error message will appear at the bottom of the screen describing the entry which fails to match recorded file data, or the fields that are in error.  (Error messages are noted as they apply and are explained in detail with recommended resolutions in section III, paragraph 205302.)  The cursor will be positioned in the first position of the field to which an error applies.  Correct the erroneous field(s) and depress ENTER.  When all data fields are correct, the selected Option screen will appear with no data in data fields for the NSN/PGC to be established, or with all recorded data for NSN/PGC to be updated and/ or reviewed.

NOTE:  The current Julian date is displayed under DATE on this screen only.

205202 - OPTION A - HEADER/NEG-JUST/PR ROUTING

  a.  Purpose - To establish and maintain data elements which are essen-tial to preparation of a Purchase Request in the Data Review Record, Online.  The End-Item Application Data, SMCC, and PR Routing Code also to be processed Online.

  b.  Responsible Organizational Element - DTO - Technical Services, Quality Assurance and Provisioning Coordination Office Technicians.

  c.  Operating Instructions

    When Option A is selected and displayed on the screen as shown below, key in the applicable and all mandatory data/code(s) for this option and depress ENTER.  There are no mandatory data/code(s) for the second screen.  (See Input Transactions reflected in subparagraph 205202e below.)

    (1) When data keyed in and entered are valid/complete, the next screen to be displayed is determined by the type of transaction(s) processed and entered in Option A, i.e.,

      (a) When establishing a new CTDF, the Option B screen will auto-matically appear on the screen with no data in the data fields.  Enter a minimum of one line (line NR 001) and a maximum of 30 lines of data and depress ENTER.  The B screen will appear with message at the bottom of the screen CTDF UPDATED.  Again, depress ENTER and the CTDF Files (menu) screen will appear for the next Option, or NSN/PGC selection, or end transaction by depressing the CLEAR key and signing off from the terminal.

      (b) Option A updated, the Option A screen will appear with update data in place and with a message at the bottom of the screen:  CTDF UPDATED.  Again, depress ENTER and the CTDF Files (menu) screen will appear for the next Option, or NSN/PGC selection, or end transaction by depressing the CLEAR key and signing off from the terminal.

      (c) Option A interrogated only and no changes, adds, deletes made to Option A, again depress ENTER and the CTDF Files (menu) screen will appear on the screen for the next NSN/PGC, or Option selection;, or end transaction by depressing the CLEAR key and signing off the terminal.

    (2) When any of the data entered on Option A are invalid, incom-plete, or incorrectly input, an error message will appear at the bottom of the screen describing the entry which fails to match recorded file data, or the fields that are in error.  (Error messages are noted as they apply and are explained in detail with recommended resolution in section III, paragraph 205302.)  The cursor will be positioned in the first position of the field to which an error applies.  Correct the erroneous field(s) and depress ENTER in order to complete the establish-ment, or update transaction(s).
