             GUIDANCE DATA MAINTENANCE TRANSACTION:  DIC YQF



1.  DLA Form 734, Procurement Technical Data File Establishment Transcript, or DLA Form 735, Procurement Identification Description Data Transcript, is used to establish/maintain the descriptive data of an NSN or Procurement Group Code (PGC) in the CTDF.  Either form may be used, at the technician's discretion depending on the number of lines required.  



2.  DIC YQF is a multipurpose DIC used to input six different sections of Procurement Data.  Each section is identified by a unique line number series as follows:



  Procurement Identification Description    (001-030) maximum 30 lines

  Technical Guidance Information            (A00-A49) maximum 50 lines

  Technical History Data                    (C00-C99) maximum 100 lines

  Weapon System Data                        (D00*) one line

  Synopsis/Description Data                 (S00-S99) maximum 100 lines

  (Commerce Business Daily Data)

  Contracting Guidance Data                 (P00-P19) maximum 20 lines

  Quality Guidance Data                     (Q00-Q29) maximum 30 lines



*Line number D00 is an automated input from the Requirements Subsystem using DIC YQF.



3.  Each line contains 51 positions.  The first three positions of each line contain the line number.  The data must be input as a full line.  Each line added will completely replace data on that numbered line by overprinting.  When deletion of the entire section is desired, enter 000 as the line number.  There is no limit to the number of DIC YQF transactions acceptable daily by the computer providing the total number of lines to be recorded does not exceed the specified number(s) for each NSN or PGC.
