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     PREPARATION OF PACKAGING DETERMINATION/DIMENSIONS TRANSACTIONS

1.  PURPOSE 

  This appendix provides instructions to establish, change, or delete the Packaging Determination Table Number (PDTN) or the Weight, Cube and dimensions (length/width/depth) of the packaging unit container.

  a.  Packaging Determination Transaction:  

    (1) The Packaging Determination Table permits the Contracting Subsystem to make decisions related to the proper Preservation, Packaging, Marking and Palletization data required for the buy from the data stored in the record.  

      In order for the computer to make a decision, it will interrogate the data forwarded with the Recommended Buy for each determination as follows:

    (2) If RB is a Stock Replenishment, the Code contained in Decision No. 9 will be selected.  

    (3) If RB is a Direct Vendor Delivery to an overseas destination, the code contained in Decision No. 8 or 9 will be selected IAW RB priority.  

    (4) If RB is a Direct Vendor Delivery to a CONUS destination, the code contained in Decision No. 7 will be selected.

  b.  Packaging Unit Container Weight, Cube, and Dimensions:  The packaging unit container weight, cube, and dimensions (length/width/depth) are measurement data of the unit container for the highest level of Preservation for which technical requirements have been developed.  These data will be used by the Directorate of Contracting for printing on the RFQ Transmittal Trailer and the PR Listing.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 

  Technical Service (TS) Division, Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO), is responsible for establishing and maintaining the Packaging Determination Table Number (PDTN) and the Weight, Cube and Dimensions data of the Packaging Unit Container (DIC YNA) as prescribed in paragraph 4 of this appendix.

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 

  Packaging Specialist, TS Division will:  

  a.  Establish or change the Packaging Determination Table Number and/or the Packaging Unit Container Weight, Cube and Dimensions data as required upon receipt of notification of a new National Stock Number (NSN) or a change in technical requirements or DoD/DLA packaging policy.

  b.  Prepare DLA Form 743 documents in accordance with appendix B-501 and the following:  

    DLA Form 743:  Used to establish/maintain the Packaging Determination Table Number (PDTN) for each new NSN or FSC received.  Each Packaging Element Decision Number 1-9 must contain a Packaging Print Routine (PPR) code or a zero.  Maintenance Codes 1, 2, 3 will be used for NSN inputs to establish, change or delete data, respectively.  Maintenance Codes A, B, C will be used for FSC inputs to establish, change or delete data respectively.  

  c.  Forward DLA Form 743 to input preparation facility.  

  d.  If a reject is received, process in accordance with instructions contained in appendix E-523 V.  (See appendix F-1, Validation Error List, or appendix F-2, Update Reject List, for applicable report format.)
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
