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      PREPARATION OF MASS TRANSACTIONS OF PACKAGING DATA RECORD

                         (FIELDS A, B, C, D, AND E)

1.  PURPOSE 

  This appendix provides instructions to mass revise or delete data currently recorded in the Packaging Data Record.  These data are in the form of MIL-STD-2073 coded data or narrative data.  The action may apply to a selected FSC or all NSNs.  

2.  APPENDICES USED IN THIS PROCESS 

  a.  Appendix A-34A, Packaging Field Codes, MIL-STD-2073-1D, and Part 5.

  b.  Appendix B-505, Mass Transactions of Packaging Data Record, (Fields A, B, C, D, and E) (DIC YNG). 

  c.  Appendix E-523 V, Processing Contracting Subsystem Violations.  

  d.  Appendix E-903 P, Preparation of Contracting Subsystem Field Interroga​tion Requests:  DICs YPH and YPL.  

  e.  Appendix F-1, Validation Error List.  

  f.  Appendix F-2, Update Reject Listing.  

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 

  a.  The Technical Services (TS) Division, Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO), is responsible for preparing Mass Transactions of Packaging Data Record, Fields A, B, C, D, and E as prescribed in paragraph 4.  

  b.  Management Support Office (MSO), DTO, is responsible for performing a format review of the Input Source Document.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  Packaging Specialist, TS Division, will:  

    (1) Receive notification of a change in technical requirements or DoD/DLA packaging policy.

    (2) Select several NSNs that are affected by the change and interrogate in accordance with appendix E-903 P.  

    (3) Review the CTDF Interrogation Reply to ascertain the configuration or format of the recorded data.  

    (4) Prepare input source document by preparing DLA Form 1000 in accordance with the format provided in appendix B-505 (DIC YNG).  

    (5) Forward the completed input source document to the MSO and DTO.  (DSC may augment these general instructions by issuing supplemental instructions which detail their procedures in this area.

    (6) Verify, when desired, that the required mass revision has been accomplished by:

      (a) Determining in which cycle the initial update action occurred.

      (b) Selecting a representative number of NSNs that were affected by the revision and interrogating those NSNs in accordance with appendix E-903 P.

      (c) Reviewing the interrogation reply to ascertain that the revision has been accomplished as requested.

    (7) If a reject is received, process in accordance with instruction contained in appendix E-523 V.  (See appendix F-1, Validation Error List, and appendix F-2, Update Reject Listing, for applicable format.)

  b.  MSO personnel will:

    (1) Receive and review the input source document for correct format.

    (2) Forward input source document to input preparation facility for processing.

  c.  General Instructions.

    (1) There will be no reply to mass packaging data changes or deletions.  The maximum number of packaging data changes and deletions accepted by the computer per cycle for DIC YNG is 13 each.

NOTE 1:  One of each type of transaction for each element in each field A, B, C, and D is the maximum.

NOTE 2:  One mass delete or mass revision of field E information is permitted per cycle.  The computer will not provide a printout of NSNs affected by a Field E transaction.

    (2) When the computer receives an excessive quantity of transactions in the same cycle for the same data field or element, the excess will be rejected and printed on the Update Reject Listing.  It may be resubmitted in the next cycle.
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
