   PREPARATION OF CTDF TABLE LOOK UP FILE MAINTENANCE TRANSACTIONS





1.  PURPOSE 





  This appendix provides instructions for preparing transactions to establish or delete look up table control numbers and table text; to add, change, or delete text of an established table record; or to interrogate by table control number for a printout of the table text (DIC YQP).

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 





  a.  The Technical Services Division, Directorate of Technical Opera-tions (DTO) is responsible for preparing and processing transactions for maintaining the CTDF Table Look Up records related to PID data.  





  b.  The Quality Assurance Division, Directorate of Technical Operations is responsible for preparing and processing transactions for maintaining the table records related to Preservation, Packaging, Packing Data.  





4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 





  Technicians, in accordance with paragraph 3 above, will:  





  a.  Receive notification of a change in technical requirements or inadequate procurement description.  





  b.  Prepare DLA Form 1000, in accordance with appendix B-508, using the following maintenance codes:  





    (1) Use maintenance code 1 to establish a new look up table number and table text only (see appendix A-114).  Care should be exercised to number the lines correctly.  Each line must be left-justified, position 13 cannot be blank.

NOTE:  Once a record (table) is established, maintenance code 2 must be used to add, revise, or insert new line(s).  





    (2) Use maintenance code 2 to revise a line(s) of data or to insert or add line(s) to an established table as follows:  





      (a) This code in pos. 9 of the input transcript must be used to replace the old data on a designated line.  Care should be exercised to select the appropriate line number because the program selects the line number cited on the transcript and overlays whatever is in the field with the replacing data.  





      (b) To insert or add one or more additional lines of data to a record already several lines in length, the line number and the line sequence number must be employed.  The new line(s) will be inserted or added in the sequence specified by the line sequence number (pos. 61-63) following the data on the line identified by the line number (pos. 10-12) on the transcript.  When all the inserts and adds have been processed the program will renumber all the lines.  





    (3) Use maintenance code 3 to delete specific line(s) of table text or to delete an entire table number and table text as follows:  





      (a) This code in pos. 9 of the input transcript will result in the deletion of the text on the line identified by the line number in pos. 10-12 on the input transcript.  The lines are automatically renumbered after a line deletion action.  





      (b) This code in pos. 9 of the transcript will result in the deletion of the table control number and all text associated with the control number when line number (pos. 10-12) 000 is used.  Extreme caution should be exercised when deleting as this will cause delete of the applicable table number from the PID, PGI, TECH, STDP or PPP CTDF record from every NSN/PGC where recorded.  There is a limit of 20 table deletes per cycle.  





      (c) F-330 Report will be output each cycle when a CTDF Look-Up Table is deleted.  Verification should be made that the correct Table Number was deleted.  If an incorrect Table Number was deleted, inputs must be made to re-add the Table Number to each NSN/PGC reflected opposite the Table Number on F-330 Report.  The total table text must be re-added to the CTDF Look-Up Table with DIC YQP.





    (4) Leave maintenance code field blank (pos. 9) to interrogate the file for a printout of the table text for a specific look up table control number identified in pos. 4-8 of the transcript.  





NOTE:  There will be no mass interrogation of the tables file.  





  c.  Forward the completed DLA Form 1000 to input preparation facility.  





  d.  Receive F-17 Report (output each update cycle) and verify that the maintenance actions have been accomplished.  





  e.  Process rejects in accordance with instructions contained in appendix E-523 V.

NOTE 1:  All table control numbers are limited to 200 lines of data each.





NOTE 2:  CTDF Look-Up Tables will be established when it is considered advantageous for data that are constant or standard.  Input of these look-up table control numbers in DICs YQF, YQS, and YNP (DPSC only) will generate input of data from the table to the next line after the applicable descriptive, PPP, or S/T/D/P line in the CTDF record.





NOTE 3:  To establish or maintain a table record, each line must be identified with a Table Control Number, Maintenance Code, Line Number, Line Sequence Number (when applicable), and Source Code (ORC, appendix A-49).  When establishing a table, the table number must start with a letter or number that has been allocated for that DSC (see Appendix A-114).  Each line must be left-justified, position 13 must not be blank.  However, the entire 48 positions of each line need not be used and unused positions will be left blank.  





NOTE 4:  Care must be exercised to assure accurate preparation of DIC YQP transcript (appendix B-508).  Incorrect reference to the line numbers in pos. 10-12 or any other invalid condition will result in the recording of improper data or loss of data.  The system is designed to accept valid lines without regard to the total package.  For example:  





  a.  A ten-line table has been established and later it is desired to add a new line of text between lines number 003 and 004.  





  b.  The transcript identified the new line insert by citing line number 003 in pos. 10-12.  However, Line Sequence Number (pos. 61-63) was inadvertently omitted from the transcript (required when inserting line(s)).  The other required fields were properly filled.  





  c.  As far as the program is concerned this constituted a valid transaction.  Data on line 003 are overlayed with data from the transcript.  Data on old line 003 are lost.  





  d.  As a result of normal update processing, Report No. F-17, CTDF Table Look Up Update Notifications/Interrogation Replies will be output to the originator. It is imperative the F-17 be reviewed and action is taken to ensure that the desired results are attained.  





NOTE 5:  In addition to the F-17 output each cycle for normal update and interrogations, the system will output the total Table Look Up File semiannually on Report No. F-17.  
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
