                  PROCESSING MISSING DATA WORK LISTS


                   (PREPLANNED AND RECOMMENDED BUY)





1.  PURPOSE  





  This appendix describes the procedures for processing the Missing Data Work Lists (MDWL).





  a.  Preplanned Missing Data Work List appendix F-90 - A computer generated listing of stock replenishment items that are anticipated to move into a buy position in the fiscal quarter following the quarter in which it is prepared.  This listing is produced as a result of all NSNs/PGCs being subjected to a Technical Data Review and lists all NSNs/PGCs which do not have required data necessary for the preparation of a PR.  It is forwarded for advance action to input the missing data which will preclude the generation of a MDWL when the items become Recommended Buys.  





  b.  Missing Data Work List, appendix F-9 - A computer generated listing of Recommended Buys being withheld in the Contracting Subsystem because required data elements, which are required to prepare a Purchase Request, are not available in the CTDF.

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  





  a.  Technicians, DTO, will receive MDWLs, review for message, and take corrective action as indicated below:

  b.  The F-90 may contain an NSN and a Catalog Change Code as an entry under the heading "DATA ELEMENT MESSAGE".  This indicates that the NSN listed under heading NSN/PGC was forwarded under the Stratification By-Product and has been replaced by the NSN listed under Data Element Message.  All data printed and required will be applicable to the NSN listed under DATA ELEMENT MESSAGE heading.  The Catalog Change Codes are:  DL - Cancel Use; RA - Cancel Dupe; and RB - FSC Change.  





  c.  In addition to the Preplanned Missing Data Work List (F-90), the Contracting Subsystem will provide the DTO-TIR data (F-311 or F-304 report identified with ORC ZPA) and a CTDF record (F-72 report) for each item on the listing.  "NO PTDF DATA AVAILABLE" will be printed on the F-72 when a NSN record is not established in the CTDF.  Operating elements will use these data to assist in processing messages output on the F-90.  





  d.  In addition to the Missing Data Work List (F-9), the Contracting Subsystem will provide the DTO-TIR data (F-311 or F-304 report identified with ORC ZP1), a CTDF record (F-72 report) and three each Missing Data Notification Cards (F-7A) for each item on the listing.  "NO PTDF DATA AVAILABLE" will be printed on the F-72 when an NSN record is not established in the CTDF.  Operating elements will use these data to assist in processing the F-9 report.  





  e.  All reports (except the F-7A) are forwarded to the responsible operating element for review and preparation of necessary inputs.  Control Cards are re�tained by the Control Clerk to be used  as a record of  distribution of the F-9, so that followup on tardy responses can be readily applied.  After completion, the cards may then be used to prepare required cost accounting and work load reports.  





  f.  Operating elements will prepare input transactions as indicated by the above messages.  In addition to messages, the MDWL will contain as many as twelve definitive references from the Technical Subsystem (when available) to assist in the preparation of the transcripts.  If the Catalog Total Item Record contained more Reference Numbers, the computer will add the MORE DATA IN TIR-YES message to work list. 





  g.  One or more transcript forms and one or more Document Identifier Codes as listed in appendix A-1 may be required to input the required responses and to release the Suspended Recommended Buy.  Transactions prepared will be as complete as data available will permit and, as desired, to be stored in the CTDF.





  h.  Completed transactions will be released to the update process within the authorized processing timeframes.  Buy Groups 1 and 2 items require preparation and release of transcripts within seven calendar days of the date on the MDWL.  Buy Group 3 items are authorized 15 calendar days.  Transcripts requiring more than the authorized preparation time will be declared overage and the items will appear on Report No. F-8, Delinquent Missing Data Overage Report.  Upon completion of the transactions, the transcript may be used to notify the control element that the response has been completed.  


�
  i.  When all necessary input transactions have updated the file, the Recommended Buy will be released to the next process.  





  j.  When DTO review results in a recommendation for cancellation, forward completed DLA Form 1152 Technical Guidance for Stock Management, to DSO annotated with a request for cancellation of the Recommended Buy.  





NOTE:  Recommended Buys containing PGC in the 90000 series requiring the generation of a Missing Data Work List will cause a CTDF record (F-72) to be output only for the PGC or NSN(s) that have missing data.  However the PGC and all NSNs associated with it will be suspended.  





  CTDF Masters with Tech Ops Review Code E will cause a MDWL to be printed for all Recommended Buys.  Any other missing data elements encountered during the Data Review will also be listed.  The MDWL will be released when input of DIC(s) are submitted to update the given CTDF.
