1.  PURPOSE

  b.  The following data elements are passed automatically from the Distribution Subsystem via YQ2 when DLT and DLX transactions are received.  These data elements may also be established or updated:

    (1) Government Furnished Tooling Indicator (DLX).

    (2) Foreign Military Sales Indicator (DLX).

    (3) Price Evaluation Code Indicator (DLX).

    (4) Diminishing Manufacturing Sources Indicator (DLT).

  c.  The following YQ2 data elements are maintained automatically from FLIS transactions and can not be updated:

    (1) DLA Reparable Characteristics Indicator Code (KAT, KIF, KAD, KCD, KDD).

    (2) Army Recoverability Code (KIE, KNI).

    (3) Marine Corps Recoverability Code (KIE, KNI).

    (4) Navy Special Material Identification Code (KIE, KNI). 

    (5) Navy Material Control Code (KIE, KNI).

    (6) Air Force Expendability-Recoverability-Reparability Category Code (KIE, KNI).

    (7) Air Force Materiel Management Aggregation Code (KIE, KNI).

    (8) Item Management Code (KIE, KIR) (former manager’s IMC). 

    (9) Hazardous Characteristics Code (KAT, KCD). 

   (10) Environmental Attribute Codes (KAT, KCD). 

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS

  Technicians, DTO, in accordance with paragraph 3 above, will:

  a.  Receive a notification of a change in technical requirements or an inadequate purchase description.

  b.  Prepare a YQ2 transaction in accordance with appendix B-522.

    (1) Data Element fields not being maintained will be left blank.

    (2) Use Maintenance Code 1 to establish.

    (3) Use maintenance Code 2 to update.

    (4) Use Maintenance Code 3 to delete.

NOTE:  These update transactions will not generate a report.

  c.  Verify when desired that the Contracting Subsystem has updated applicable data in the CTDF, and ensure that the maintenance action has been accomplished by:

    (1) Viewing online the second screen of the CTDF Option A. 

    (2) Interrogating in accordance with appendix E-903 P (DIC YPH, File Code C).

    (3) Reviewing Report F-72 to ascertain the maintenance transaction has been accomplished as required.

  d.  Process rejects in accordance with instructions contained in appendix E-523 V.
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
