                PROCESSING CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM VIOLATIONS

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 



  a.  The Office of Data Systems (ODS) is responsible for sorting and distributing reports F-1 and F-2 based on the first position of the Source Code.  



  b.  The Directorate Document Control personnel are responsible for sorting and distributing the reports within the directorate to the units/individuals indicated by the Source Code.  (See appendix A-49.) 



  c.  The individual who originated the invalid input transaction is respon�sible for initiating the necessary corrective action in accordance with instructions outlined in paragraph 4.  

�4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 



  The assigned technicians within DTO operating element(s) will research the record and  initiate required corrective action.  



  a.  Validation Error List (appendix F-1).  



    (1) This list covers all Document Identifier Codes (DICs) input transactions in the YN_, YP_, YQ_, and YR_ Series.  Any input transaction which is invalid in format and/or contains omitted or erroneous data will be rejected on this listing.  



    (2) All data entered on the invalid transaction will be printed with invalid fields identified by an asterisk (*) over the field, except for the DIC.  If the DIC is invalid, no asterisks will appear above the data pertaining to that transaction and indicates the third position of the DIC is the only invalid position.  



    (3) Correction of errors will be accomplished by submission of a new corrected transaction.  



NOTE:  If there are any mandatory associated transactions to the invalid input, they will be rejected to the Update Reject List.  Reinput of these associated transactions is necessary when correcting the invalid transactions.

      (d) Maximum allowable changes/limits/updates/interrogations are exceeded. 



      (e) Mandatory "associated" transactions are not all present.  



      (f) Duplicate input transaction.  



    (3) Reject messages applicable to DTO maintenance and interrogation transactions are listed on attachment 1 to this appendix.  A general explanation and guidance for corrective actions are also provided.  Corrective actions will vary dependent upon the circumstances involved and the error message indicated on the listing.
