            QUALITY CONTROL CLAUSE NUMBER TABLE MAINTENANCE



1.  PURPOSE 



  a.  This appendix provides instructions for preparing maintenance transactions for the Quality Control Clause Number Table, DIC YQU.  



  b.  The Quality Control Clause Number Table provides a decision-making capability within the computer to interpret single character alpha Quality Control Codes (QCCs) to applicable Quality Control Clause Numbers.  The QC Clause Numbers, in turn, equate to established quality control statements.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 



  The Quality Assurance Division, Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) is responsible for maintaining the Quality Control Clause Number Table.  



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 



  Specialist, Quality Assurance Division, will:  



  a.  Establish and maintain a Quality Control Clause Number Table in accordance with appendix B-530.  The size of the table will depend upon the quantity of alpha QCCs, from the list in appendix A-46, each DSC desires to use.  In some instances the QC Clause Number may be the codes IAM or QAP or similar alpha coded values.   Therefore, one or more alpha QCCs as shown in appendix A-46 may be assigned from one to three quality control clause numbers 

�or codes or combination of numbers and codes.   The maximum size of each QC Clause Number field assigned to a QCC is five characters.   Entries in each field must be left-justified.  If the table contains an IAM or a QAP value, the identification (four digit numeric cut sheets) must be entered in the IAM/QAP field and the date of the publication (4-position Julian date) entered in the IAM/QAP date field.  



  b.  The table will accommodate a maximum of three 5-position fields per each QCC.  IAM and QAP are considered fields for table purposes.  (See appendix     B-530 for applicable data elements and fields.)  The action is on a QCC basis and will affect every NSN to which the QCC is assigned.  DIC YQL is used to maintain the IAM/QAP Numbers and dates in the S/D/T/P Data Record on a NSN basis. (See appendix B-523.)  DIC YPH (CTDF interrogation transaction) will furnish the QCC on the CTDF Interrogation Reply - Technical Data (appendix      F-72).



  c.  In performing table maintenance, the number(s) not affected by the transaction MUST BE REINPUT each time a transaction is made in order to retain the data.  The maintenance action completely overlays all three fields of the QCC.  



  d.  If deleting data in a field, leave the field blank.  If the transaction does not apply to all fields, reinput the data currently on file in those fields in order to retain the data.  



NOTE 1:    The quality control instructions, IAM/QAP Numbers, and the IAM/QAP Date will print on the PR Trailer (appendix F-27).  



NOTE 2:    Alpha QCCs, left-justified, should not be used unless the character has been assigned value(s) in the QC Clause Number Table.  



NOTE 3:    In addition to the QC Clause Number Table with one or more alpha QCCs, a DSC may elect to use DSC-developed 1- to 3-position codes without table values, as shown in the alternate coding in appendix A-46.  When this provision is selected, these QCCs will be entered in the QCC field, right-justified.  This code, as entered, will print on the PR Trailer.  DSC-developed Quality Control Codes relating to Quality Assurance Provisions will be maintained outside the Contracting Subsystem, i.e., Cut Sheets.  DTO will furnish these numbered QAPs documents to DPP for inclusion in Invitations for Bid and Contract Documents.  



NOTE 4:    The Quality Control Table has an established limit of 22 QCC alpha codes (see appendix A-45).  If an additional code is added, the transaction will reject on F-2 Report with message EXCESS PTDF UPDATE.  In order to add a new code, an established code must first be deleted, then the new code will be added to the table.  
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
