               PREPARATION OF S/D/T/P MAINTENANCE TRANSACTIONS



1.  PURPOSE 



  This appendix provides instructions for preparing transactions to add S/D/T/P Number, or add, change, or delete miscellaneous S/D/T/P data applicable to an NSN or PGC (DIC YQS).

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 



  a.  The Technical Data Division, DTO, is responsible for maintenance of Rights-in-Data Code.  



  b.  The Quality Assurance Division, DTO, is responsible for preparing and processing maintenance transactions to Quality Assurance Provisions Numbers and Shelf-Life Data recorded in the S/D/T/P File.  



  c.  The Technical Services Division, DTO, is responsible for preparing and processing maintenance transactions to the S/D/T/P Number. 



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 



  Technicians, in accordance with paragraph 3 above, will:  



  a.  Receive a notification of a change in technical requirements, inadequate procurement description, or a revised S/D/T/P Number. 



  b.  To add a complete S/D/T/P Number, or change miscellaneous data elements related to an S/D/T/P Number, prepare a DLA Form 734 in accordance with appendix B-527, inserting new/replacing data in the applicable positions of the transcript.  There is no Maintenance Code in this transaction.  The computer will overlay the old data with the new data.  To delete data, insert the letter X in the applicable positions of the transcript.   The computer will delete the data reflected in the specified field.  

�    (1) The following data elements may be added or changed:  



      (a) Basic/Reference (B/R).  



      (b) S/D/T/P Date.  



      (c) Specification Validation Date (VAL).  



      (d) S/D/T/P Amendment Number (AMN) and Date (AMD).  



      (e) Rights-in-Data/QPL Coding.  



      (f) DSC Drawing.  



    (2) The following data elements may be deleted:  



      (a) S/D/T/P Amendment Number (AMN) and Date (AMD).  



      (b) Rights-in Data/QPL Coding.  



      (c) DSC Drawing.  



      (d) Specification Validation Date.  



  c.  Forward the completed DLA Form 734 to input preparation facility.  



NOTE:  Update actions will not generate an output.  



  d.  Verify that the Contracting Subsystem has updated applicable data in the S/D/T/P File and ensure that maintenance action has been accomplished by:  



    (1) Interrogating in accordance with appendix E-903 P (DIC YPH, File    Code C).  



    (2) Reviewing F-72 Report to ascertain the maintenance transaction has been accomplished as  requested. 



  e.  Process rejects in accordance with instructions contained in appendix    E-523 V.  



NOTE 1:  An S/D/T/P Number in the CTDF cannot be changed with DIC YQS as there are no data to match (old number) on the transcript DLA Form 734.  Such an action, if used, will add the S/D/T/P Number to the NSN or PGC.  To change an S/D/T/P Number, it must first be deleted using the DIC YQE (appendix E-538 P) and then be reinput correctly with a new DIC YQS.  



NOTE 2:  When a S/D/T/P Number is deleted, the associated data in the YQT field are also deleted, e.g., class A, grade 2.   When the new S/D/T/P Number is reinput, any applicable YQT associated with the S/D/T/P must also be reinput.  (See appendix E-537 P.) 

�NOTE 3:  To change an S/D/T/P Number affecting multiple NSNs, use procedures for Preparation of Mass S/D/T/P transactions, appendix E-541 P.



NOTE 4:  To add or revise miscellaneous S/D/T/P data elements related to an S/D/T/P Number affecting multiple NSNs, use procedures for preparation of Mass S/D/T/P Transactions, appendix E-542 P.  



NOTE 5:  The S/D/T/P Number can be deleted on an NSN basis with DIC YQE.  (See appendix E-538 P.) 



NOTE 6:  Mass interrogations of certain data stored in the S/D/T/P Record can be obtained with use of DIC YPL.  (See appendix E-903 P.) 



NOTE 7:  The following data elements must be reflected in each YQS transaction when S/D/T/P field represents a Specification (S), Drawing (D) or Standard (T) and the B/R field is coded B or R.  



  S/D/T/P Date - pos. 52-56 



  Specification Validation Date (VAL) - pos. 67-71 



Transactions will be rejected and printed on the F-1 report when these fields are blank and pos. 51 contains a B or R.  



NOTE 8:  Input of a valid Look Up Table Control Number in pos. 73-77 of the input transaction will generate input of data from a table (see Report Number F-17) to the next line after the applicable S/D/T/P line.  Accordingly, delete of the Look-Up Table Control Number and data from the file will cause delete of the applicable Look-Up Table Control Number from the S/D/T/P record.  
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
