        PREPARATION OF MASS S/D/T/P TRANSACTIONS ADDING* REVISING*

         OR DELETING MISCELLANEOUS ELEMENTS OF THE S/D/T/P NUMBERS



1.  PURPOSE 



  This appendix provides instructions for preparing transactions to mass add, revise, or delete miscellaneous S/D/T/P data elements related to an S/D/T/P number but not the S/D/T/P number.  The following miscellaneous data elements can be mass maintained, using DIC YQW:  



  a.  Basic/Reference Code (B/R).  



  b.  S/D/T/P Date.  



  c.  Specification Validation Date (VAL).  



  d.  S/D/T/P Amendment Number (AMN) and Date (AMD).  



  e.  Rights-in-Data/QPL Coding.  



  f.  Item Review Codes:  



    (1) Catalog (CAT).  



    (2) Provisioning (PROV).  



    (3) Engineering (ENG).  



    (4) Quality Assurance (QAC).  



    (5) Technical Operations (TOR).

�3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENTS 



  a.  The Technical Services Division, DTO, is responsible for mass updating or deleting the following data elements related to a particular S/D/T/P Number.



    (1) Basic/Reference Code (B/R).  



    (2) QPL Coding.  



    (3) S/D/T/P Date.  



    (4) Specification Validation Date (VAL).  



    (5) S/D/T/P Amendment Number (AMN) Date (AMD).  



    (6) ITEM REVIEW CODES 



      (a) Catalog (CAT).  



      (b) Engineering (Eng).  



      (c) Technical Operations (TOR).  



  b.  The Quality Assurance Division, DTO, is responsible for mass updating or deleting the Quality Assurance (QAC), related to a particular S/D/T/P Number.



  c.  The Provisioning Coordination Office, DTO, is responsible for mass updating or deleting the Provisioning Review Code (PROV) related to a particular S/D/T/P Number.



  d.  The Technical Data Division, DTO, is responsible for mass updating or deleting the Rights-in-Data related to a particular S/D/T/P Number.



  e.  Management Support Office (MSO), DTO, is responsible for performing a format review of the Input Source Document (ISD) (DIC YQW).  



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 



  a.  Technicians, DTO, in accordance with paragraph 3, will:  



    (1) Receive a revised Specification, Standard, Drawing, Publication or any other notification that indicates miscellaneous elements listed in paragraph 1, requires addition, revision, or deletion.  



    (2) Select several NSNs/PGCs that are affected by the revision and interrogate in accordance with appendix E-903 P (DIC YPH File Code C).  



    (3) Review the Report No. F-72, CTDF Interrogation Reply-Technical Data, to ascertain the configuration or format of the S/D/T/P number.  

�    (4) Add or revise by preparing a DLA Form 737 in accordance with appendix B-542, using Maintenance Code 2.  The S/D/T/P number on DLA Form 737 must be in exact format as shown on the Report No. F-72, since the computer will match the S/D/T/P number and overlay the miscellaneous elements with new or revised data as indicated on transcript.  



    (5) Delete by preparing a DLA Form 737 as stated above using Maintenance Code 3.  In order for the computer to take the required action, the miscellaneous elements must be identified with the existing data.  



    (6) Forward the completed DLA Form 737 to the MSO, DTO (DSCs may augment these general instructions by issuance of supplemental instructions which detail their procedures in this area).  



    (7) Verify, when desired, that miscellaneous element mass transactions have been accomplished by:  



      (a) Determining in which cycle the initial update action occurred.  



      (b) Selecting several NSNs that were affected by the revision.  



      (c) Interrogating  each NSN/PGC selected in accordance with appendix E-903 P (DIC YPH, File Code C).  



      (d) Reviewing Report No. F-72, to ascertain the transaction has been accomplished as initially requested.  



    (8) Process rejects in accordance with instructions contained in appendix E-523 V.  



    (9) When requiring a listing citing all the NSNs in sequence applicable to a particular S/D/T/P number, (appendix F-11) prepare a mass interrogation in accordance  with instructions  contained in  appendix  E-903 P (DIC YPL, File Code A).  



  b.  Personnel, MSO, will:  



    (1) Receive and review DLA Form 737 for correct format.  



    (2) Forward approved DLA Form 737 to the input preparation facility.  



NOTE:  The Contracting Subsystem will accept sixty mass changes and sixty mass delete transactions per cycle.  Excess transactions will appear on Report No. F-2 with the message "EXCESS PTDF MASS UPDATE".  
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
