     The Standard Automated Materiel Management Systems (SAMMS) Technical Operations Procedures manual contains the operating policies, rules, and procedures covering the maintenance of the SAMMS Technical and Logistics Subsystem with support for Acquisition Management, Requirements Determination, and Asset Management Subsystems.  This manual is prepared and maintained by the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Systems Integration Office, DSIO-MS, and published under the direction of the Defense Logistics Agency, Executive Director, Logistics Policy and Acquisition Management (J-33). 

     The manual is published in twelve parts.  The purpose of this part is to provide uniform general support for contracting procedures for SAMMS.

     Each part of the manual is mandatory for use by all Defense Supply Centers (DSCs) participating in SAMMS.  The DSCs may, where required, issue supplementary instructions related to and consistent with the policies and procedures established by J-33.  One copy of each supplementary instruction will be furnished to HQ DLA, ATTN:  J-33, and DLA Systems Integration Office, ATTN:  DSIO-MS.

     This revision incorporates the latest procedural changes caused by implementation of various System Change Requests (SCRs) to the SAMMS and incorporates them in the April 2002 publication of the Defense Logistics Agency Publication System (DLAPS) as follows:

       A.  SCR USL0H5-101, Overlay Method CTDF, adds an overlay method for updating/adding data on an existing line in the Supplemental Descriptive Data Tables (SDDT) and the Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF) Options B, C, D, L, M, and N.  There is no change to the existing underlay method for the initial input of data, deleting lines of data, or adding/changing new lines of data.  The current underlay edits will remain the same for the overlay method.
       B.  Updates to this manual also reflect name changes to organizations and/or operational systems.
