ESTABLISHING AND MAINTAINING AN ITEM

STANDARDIZATION RECORD (ISR) WITHIN THE ISF

1.  PURPOSE 

  This appendix provides instructions for establishing and maintaining an ISR within the ISF.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENTS 

  The Standardization Division (SD), DTO, is responsible for accomplishing the procedures described in this appendix.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 

  Personnel of the SD, DTO, will:  

  a.  Establish an ISR within the ISF only by preparation of one of the following types of inquiries:  

    (1) Type A with TDC 2 or 3.  (See DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 9, Appendix E-913 P.) 

    (2) Type S with TDC 2, 3 or 4.  (See DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 9, Appendix E-913 P.) 

  b.  Prepare an inquiry Type A with TDC 2 or 3 when the need exists to build a nonprocurable NSN into the ISF.  This action must be accomplished prior to the release of an EIRSL.  Should its replacement not be recorded within the ISF, it must also be built into ISF by inputting an inquiry Type A with TDC 2 or 3.  

  c.  Prepare an inquiry Type S with TDC 2, 3 or 4 when the need exists to build NSNs as result of an IRS and/or implementation of a new or revised MILSPEC or MILSTD for standardization coding as explained in appendices E-805 P and E-813 P.  

  d.  Ensure that the ISA Item/Item Name Code Table (table No. 95) includes the IRS Serial Number cross-reference to the IN/INC, with ISC 6 indicator, if applicable, for the inquiry's INC and FSC.  Refer to appendix E-803 P and part 10, appendix E-1022 P for updating of this table.  

  e.  Ensure that an IRS Publication Request, DIC YAY is timely, prepared and released as outlined in appendices E-815 P, E-816 P, and  E-817 P which result in purging of ISRs from the ISF.  

  f.  Monitor the record size of the ISF to retain only NSNs and MPNs that are being reviewed, awaiting Service/Agency coordination, NSN assignment of the final purge date.  The maximum number of ISRs accepted by the mechanized program is 400,000.  No new NSNs or MPNs can be added to the ISF which will cause the ISF to exceed the maximum quantity.  The excess records on any ISA FM cycle will be rejected and listed on LF-381 Report, appendix F-381.  The record size may be monitored by reviewing the total ISRs within ISF as reflected on LR-398 Report, appendix F-398, each ISA FM cycle in conjunction with scheduled ISRs and/or implementation of new or revised MILSPEC or standards for standardization coding.  

  g.  Advise the Systems and Procedures Specialist, OPM, should more record size be required to meet the goals of the Standardization Program.  Advise DECC when adding more than 15,000 NSNs to the ISF that will be downloaded to the mid-tier for review using IR Study. 

  h.  Receive and review LF-380 Report, Head of Family/Subgroup List, and initiate action as follows:  

    (1) To reestablish a new family head and reconstruct the family in the ISF in accordance with appendices E-800 P, E-805 P, and E-813 P.  Rejects resulting from above appendices will be printed on LF-344 and/or LF-381 Reports.  

    (2) In the event a head of family is transferred to another FSC, initiate cataloging action to transfer the family members to the gaining FSC in accordance with DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 10.  

    (3) In the event of invalid Subgroup/Jump To Coding within a family, initiate appropriate IAS inputs to align coding in accordance with appendix E-800 P.

  i.  In the event a coordinated (DLSC Indicator Code 1 or 2) head of family (ISC 1 or B) is deleted from the ISF or a coordinated NAP (ISC 3 or E) is deleted from a family, advise DSO via DLA Form 1152 (block 6).  
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
