                             APPENDIX E-813 P

                     PROCEDURES FOR UPDATING MILITARY

               SPECIFICATION/STANDARD STANDARDIZATION CODING

1.  PURPOSE 

  a.  This procedure implements DoD 4120.24-M, Appendix 8, paragraph AP8.4.1 and provides instructions for the updating of the ISA File required as the result of a revision of an existing MILSPEC-MILSTD or the issuance of a new MILSPEC/MILSTD.  (Includes ER Specifications in FSCs 5305, 5306, 5310, and all of FSG 59 except 5940, 5970, 5975, and 5995.) 

  b.  Associated actions such as, revisions to the related FIIG(s), section II, Interchangeability and Substitution and changes to the TIR, are necessary in order to eliminate the procurement and consequent entry into the supply system of items that have been superseded.  

2.  APPENDICES USED IN THIS PROCEDURE 

  a.  Appendix E-800 P, part 8, Updating of Item Standardization Status Codes and Other Data Elements.  

  b.  Appendix E-548 P, part 5, Procedures for Review of Qualified Products Lists (QPLs).  

  c.  Appendix E-913 P, part 9, Procedures for Routine and Item Reduction Study Inquiries.  

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENTS 

  The Standardization Division (SD) and the Cataloging Division, DTO, are responsible for accomplishing the procedures described by this appendix.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  The Standardization Division (SD), DTO, will:  

    (1) Receive on regular distribution and establish a file, copies of all new or revised superseding MILSPECs/MILSTDs/QPLs documents related to assigned DSC Federal Supply Classes.  

    (2) Receive from the Preparing Activities, for a new or revised superseding document, notifications to take necessary action(s) to implement standardization decisions made in engineering.  

    (3) Review the new/revised specification/standard/QPL documents to determine whether it involves superseding items that will require item standardization code changes.  Also determine whether changes are required in the Data Range Criteria (section II) of the published FIIG, or in the I&S criteria.  

    (4) In conducting the review of the documents, the following work products may be required:  

      (a) Total Item Record.  

      (b) Current MILSPEC/MILSTD/QPL Files 

      (c) ISF Inquiries from ISA i.e., Type D NSN/MPN, and Type K Specification Standard Number.  (Request ISF products in accordance with appendix E-913 P, part 9.)  Use ISAQUERY PC Program for these inquiries.  

    (5) Screen new/revised/superseding documents and determine whether or not a QPL is required.  

      (a) For documents that do not require a QPL and no cross-reference information has been included (commercial to mil or mil to mil), no standardization update action is required.  File the document in the MILSPEC/MILSTD/QPL File for possible future use when conducting an IRS.  

      (b) For documents that do not require a QPL and the cross-reference in the documents reflects new mil items replacing commercial items, then:  

        1.  If commercial item is not stock listed, no further action is required. 

        2.  If commercial item is NSN, update the ISC to E and replace by MPN, ISC B. 

        3.  If commercial item is incorrectly cross-referenced in the specification, notify the PA by correspondence and request revision/amendment to the document. 

        4.  If old (replaced) military item is assigned a NSN, update ISCs to reflect MILSPEC replacement. 

        5.  If old military item is established in ISF to reflect new MPNI HOF, update ISF to reflect new MPNI HOF. 

        6.  If old military item is nonstock listed and is not an MPNI, no standardization update is required. 

        7.  If only the MPN(s) is/are changed (no change in item of supply), request Cataloging Division to submit changes to update the TIR in accordance with DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 2 to reflect the new MPN(s) cited in the specification. 

NOTE:  The new reference numbers will be recorded in the TIR as primary references with RNCC2.  The replaced reference numbers are to be changed to secondary reference (RNCC5).  (Changes in this category, if related to items in an IRS coordination cycle, will be withheld until the CIRL is published.)

      (c) For documents that require a QPL, review the replaced item against the new revised item for potential update of ISCs as described in subparagraphs 4a(5)(b) 1 through 7, this appendix.  

      (d) For conventional (not established reliability) documents requiring a QPL and there are one, two, or three approved sources:  

        1.  Review the replaced item against the new/revised item for potential update of ISCs as described in paragraphs 4a(5)(b)1 through 7, this appendix.  

        2.  Whenever the QPL reflects less than three approved sources,

advise TSD by correspondence in order that the PA may be notified in accordance with QPL procedures contained in appendix E-548 P, part 5.  

NOTE:  Not applicable to ER type specifications.  

      (e) Established Reliability (ER) documents will be reviewed for update in the same manner as conventional documents (paragraphs 4a(5)(b)1 through 7.  The ER specification must be Service coordinated, with an approved date, and published.  Use the highest reliability level covered by the specification and meet at least one of the following conditions before update action can be initiated.  

        1.  Two or more sources have been qualified.  

        2.  One source has been qualified and the PA/Agent of the specification has given verbal assurance that approval is imminent for an additional source.  

        3.  When a single source was established for the conventional specification item, then a single qualified source is acceptable for the ER item.  

        4.  When the conventional specification item is no longer in production by any qualified manufacturer, in connection with nonpro-curable purchase request, a single qualified source is acceptable for the ER item.  

      (f) QPL(s) pertaining to ER specifications must be reviewed no less than annually to ensure that standardization update actions between the different failure rates are taken as appropriate.  Any update actions must meet the same QPL criteria as new/revised specification items must meet (reference paragraph 4(e)).  

      (g) Prepare changes as required in the individual characteristics, tables, etc., of section II (Data Range Criteria) of the published FIIG.  Submit recommended changes to the FIIG Operations Branch, Cataloging Division, DTO, for inclusion in the next update of the FIIG.  When there is no published FIIG, revise the applicable I&S criteria as appropriate.  If a FIIG document is in process of development, forward a copy of recommended I&S changes to the FIIG Operations Branch for inclusion in the FIIG document.  

      (h) Update the ISCs as applicable in accordance with appendix

E-800 P, this chapter.  

      (i) Complete the update of the ISF as expeditiously as possible (normally within 15 work days).  

      (j) Prepare a letter to the PA for resolution of any superseded items (having assigned NSNs) that cannot be replaced by items in the updated or new specification/standard.  

      (k) Attachment Nos. 1 through 4, Procedures for Updating MILSPEC/ MILSTD Standardization Coding, have been included as part of this appendix to assist in determining update actions required.  

    (6) Submit request(s) for assignment of PSCN for each new MPNI esta-blished within the ISF.  Requests will be submitted to the cataloging Division, DTO, in accordance with DLAM 4130.3, volume II, part 2.  

  b.  Personnel in the FIIG Operations Branch, Cataloging Division, DTO, will:  (NOTE:  This responsibility is now located at Battle Creek, DLSC.) 

    (1) Receive from the SD a list of the changes required in section II of the published FIIG.  

    (2) Submit proposed changes to DLSC for necessary collaboration in accordance with DoD 4100.39-M, chapter 6, Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS) Procedures Manual.  

    (3) Refer any nonconcurrence to the SD immediately upon receipt.  

    (4) Inform the SD of any differences between the proposed changes and those approved for publication in the FIIG.  

  c.  Personnel in the Cataloging Data Branch, Cataloging Division, DTO, will:  (NOTE:  All PSCNs have been canceled.  No processes are required with Permanent System Control Numbers.)

    (1) Receive SD Requests for assignment of PSCN(s) and process to DLSC for necessary assignment in accordance with DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 2.  

    (2) Inform SD of PSCN assignments or other action taken.
