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                        USE OF TECHNICAL CRITERIA





1.  PURPOSE  





  a.  This appendix is applicable to part 8 and provides instructions on the use of technical criteria related to the achievement of item standardization by establishing or selecting technical criteria for a standard design or item in a group or category.  





  b.  The evaluation of items requires the establishment or selection of technical criteria essential for determining the ISC for the items in each group or category.  The technical criteria will be based on available Federal/Military Specifications, Standards, and other applicable source documents.  The technical criteria should be the minimum required to differentiate between the items with respect to physical and functional interchangeability, end use application, design, and to:  





    (1) Ensure that the item selected has the required performance characteristics. 





    (2) Ensure that the successful performance of the military mission will not be compromised by substituting or eliminating the proposed item.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT





  The Standardization Division (SD) and the Technical Services Division (TSD), DTO, are responsible for accomplishing the procedures described in this appendix.  





4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  





  a.  Technicians, TSD, DTO, will:  





    (1) Ensure that the Interchangeability/Substitution technical criteria contained in the FIIG, section II (when available), is applied when performing a technical evaluation in support of any of the following DSC assigned missions:  





      (a) Review of SSRs.  





      (b) Preprocurement review of items on PRs.  





      (c) Utilization of secondary assets program.  





      (d) Evaluation of alternate/equivalent bid proposals.

      (e) Recommendations from other directorates including large substitution family projects.  





    (2) In the absence of FIIG, section II, Interchangeability and Substitutability technical criteria, establish the need for technical criteria to cover a standard design or item in a group or category and request approval for use from the Supply Standardization Division.  





  b.  Personnel of the SD will:  





    (1) Maintain liaison with the Military Service and obtain coordination copy of any uncoordinated (non-FIIG) technical criteria prior to actual use by the DSC.  





    (2) Ensure that the Interchangeability/Substitutability technical criteria contained in the FIIG, section II (when available) are applied when performing a technical evaluation in support of any of the following DSC assigned functions:  





      (a) Accomplishment of Item Reduction Studies.  





      (b) Recommendations from other directorates regarding interchangeability and substitution.  





    (3) In the absence of FIIG, section II, Interchangeability and Sub�stitution technical criteria, establish the need for technical criteria to cover a standard design or item in a group or category and request (if required) technical assistance from the ESA for the FSC concerned.  Request assistance from ESAs in accordance with appendix E-809 P.  





    (4) Provide reference to the technical criteria document utilized in performance of the IRS in the PIRSL transmittal letter.  In event Service coordinated technical criteria were not available, copies of the criteria will be provided to all custodians and review activities.  





    (5) Initiate action to revise technical criteria if found to be deficient as result of nonconcurrences to the PIRSL and subsequent evaluation.  





    (6) Furnish technical criteria with technical backup data to the initiating FIIG activity for preparation of section II of the FIIG when applicable.  Service coordination of the technical criteria may be accomplished as an integral part of the FIIG.  





    (7) Ensure that technical criteria for a standard design or item in a group or category will be the only authority for making standardization decisions or substitution decisions for input to the ISA or I&S systems.  
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
