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CHAPTER 1

INTERROGATIONS

SECTION I - GENERAL 

209101 - PURPOSE 

  This chapter prescribes the policies, responsibilities, and procedures governing the preparation, control, and processing of manual Interro-gation Requests directed to the SAMMS/FLIS computer files or data repositories.  Additionally, procedures allied to the processing of Provisioning and Other Preprocurement Screening are prescribed herein.  

209102 - SCOPE 

  a.  These procedures are applicable to the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO).  The Offices of Planning and Management and Data Systems, and the Directorates of Supply Operations and Contracting have supporting responsibilities as defined in paragraph 209106.  

  b.  Procedures prescribed herein cover interrogation capabilities or processes related to the following SAMMS/FLIS files or records:  

    (1) FLIS Data Bank.  

    (2) Technical Subsystem Files.  

    (3) Contracting Subsystem Files.  

    (4) Supply Operations Files.  

    (5) Processing and Control of Mass/Special Interrogations.  

    (6) Provisioning and Other Preprocurement Screening.  

    (7) Mechanically Generated Interrogation Replies.

209104 - BACKGROUND 

  a.  The data records contained in each of the SAMMS/FLIS files cited in paragraph 209102 are computer maintained either on magnetic tape or other storage media.  During the cyclic processing of data in the files, there are certain actions or processes which cause the output of file record content.  These outputs are not intended for maintaining manually established files.  

  b.  System design has provided methods whereby the content or status of file records can be ascertained by the input of certain control data which directs the output, in a visible format, of a specific file record or group of file records.  These inputs are manually prepared and input is accomplished by several methods which include, but are not restricted to, online mainframe/PC entry input, or Remote Inquiry Devices.  

209105 - POLICY 

  a.  Manually prepared requests for file records will be accepted and processed in accordance with established program criteria.  Generally, interrogation/search requests forwarded to FLIS will be processed in accordance with the Priority Indicator Code reflected in the input.  Processing of interrogations forwarded to the SAMMS subsystem files will be accomplished during the cyclic run of the subsystem to which the request was directed.  FLIS/DSC Mass interrogation requests produces a mass record output which requires extended computer run time and excess printing requirements (or download processing and data base loads).  Therefore, Mass interrogation results must be processed outside normal cyclic runs.  

  b.  Output products produced as a result of Interrogation Requests are sorted and printed in Output Routing Code (ORC) or Source Code Sequence.  The ORC is a three position A/N code, which is applied IAW, appendix 

A-49.  Source Code, rather than ORC, is used in the Contracting Subsystem input formats.  Individuals submitting interrogations to the Contracting Subsystem will input their assigned ORC when Source Code is reflected.  It is suggested that the DSCs assure that each individual be assigned a code, as distribution of the output products to the individual is based upon these codes.  

209106 - RESPONSIBILITIES 

  a.  The Director, Office of Planning and Management is responsible for:  

    (1) Reviewing and coordinating internal operating procedures and ensuring policy content as established herein, is being complied with.  

    (2) Submitting recommended changes or program improvements to HQ DLA when applicable.  

    (3) Directing and coordinating the DSCs effort in the assignment of the Output Routing Codes to each individual at the DSC who utilizes the interrogation process to obtain required file record.  

    (4) Controlling and Scheduling with Office of Data Systems (ODS) the processing of the special interrogation requests directed to the DLIS FLIS Data Bank or the DSC TIR.  

  b.  The Chief, Management Support Office, DTO is responsible for:  

    (1) Furnishing guidance to DTO operating elements in complying with the procedures established herein.  

    (2) Controlling and scheduling with ODS the processing of the special Interrogation Requests directed to the Contracting Subsystem files.  

    (3) Establishing a central pickup and distribution point for computer input and output products.  

    (4) Participating in the DSCs efforts in Output Routing Code assignments.  The MSO is designated as office of primary responsibility in this effort as related to operating elements within the scope of DTO jurisdiction.  

  c.  The Chiefs, Operating Elements, DTO are responsible for:  

    (1) Establishing designated pickup and distribution points for computer input and output products.  

    (2) Ensuring that each individual is assigned an Output Routing Code for use in the interrogation process prescribed herein.  Further, these assignments will be maintained in a current status and utilized at each level of distribution to facilitate the timely distribution of the output products to the requester.  

  d.  The Directors of Supply Operations (DSO), Contracting and Production (DPP), and the Office of Data Systems will take necessary actions to support the DTO.  

SECTION II - FLIS DATA BANK 

209201 - TOTAL ITEM RECORD (TIR) 

  This file contains all records relating to the cataloging function and is maintained by Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS).  The interrogation/search process for this file provides for three distinct types of file outputs as follows:  

  a.  TIR Tailored Search/Interrogation.  These transactions will extract and output TIR File data based on the submitted DIC and the Output Data Request Code.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Tables 30, 34 and 35.)  The content of the file data extraction may include a reply to an individual data element, a complete segment or a combination of various segments.  (See appendices B-900, B-901, B-902, and B-906 for input formats.) 

  b.  TIR Mass Data Retrieval, FLIS Input DIC LTM.  This type of transaction is used to extract requested segment data from the TIR for each item applicable to a specified key data element/Output Data Request Code.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Parts 1 and 5.)  Input will be by DLIS Program Manager who will control the scheduling.  The content of the output data for each individual item extracted will be as designated by the Output Data Request Code.  (See appendix E-911 P for input procedure.)

  c.  PAC Summary/Detail, TIR FLIS Input DIC LHX.  This transaction is used to extract a summary or detail output of characteristics from the characteristics description in the TIR by Key Data Elements/Output Data Request Codes reflected in DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 2.  DSCs will forward a letter of request to the DLSC Program Manager, who will input the transaction and furnish output data to the requester as designated by the Output Data Request Code.  (See appendix E-911 P for input procedure.) 

209202 - SYSTEM SUPPORT RECORD (SSR) 

  The SSR is a file storage for mechanized publication of handbooks, manuals, etc., and consists of Item Name, FSC, FIIGs, Decision Tables, etc.  The interrogation process for this file provides for two distinct types of file outputs as follows:  

  a.  SSR Tailored Interrogations:  

    (1) SSR Tailored Interrogation, LHR.  This transaction will extract total Organizational Entity (OE) sector data related to Key Data Elements CAGE and NATO CAGE Code.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 4.)  The input is in card (fixed) format only.  The interrogation results will be output under DIC KHT and contain the values of chained data elements applicable to the Output Data Request Code submitted in the transaction.  (See appendix B-907 for input format.) 

    (2) SSR Tailored Interrogations (other than O.E.) FLIS input DIC LTT.  This transaction was designed for DLSC internal use to extract data related to key data elements for other than those above.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 4.)  However, if DSCs provide sufficient justification for the necessity of this data, it will be furnished through the DLSC Program Manager.  (See appendix E-911 P for input procedure.) 

  b.  SSR Mass Interrogations FLIS Input DIC LTP.  This transaction was designed for DLIS internal use to extract SSR File data by key data elements reflected in DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 3.  However, if DSCs provide sufficient justification for the necessity of this data, it will be furnished through the DLIC Program Manager.  (See appendix E-911 P for input procedure.) 

SECTION III - TECHNICAL SUBSYSTEM FILES 

209301 - GENERAL 

  a.  The Technical Subsystem provides an interface between the FLIS and other SAMMS subsystems and includes the following functions:  

    (1) Edits, Validates, Controls all input transactions.  

    (2) Applies Management Classification.  

    (3) Generates notifications of Supply Management Actions to Distribution and Requirements Subsystems, services, DSCs, DTO, and DSO.  

    (4) Prepares Management Reports.  

    (5) Maintains repositories of current cataloging and related data and provides interrogation replies to operating personnel when requested.  

  b.  Technical Subsystem files which may be interrogated are:  

    (1) DSC Total Item Record (TIR). 

    (2) Item Standardization File (ISF).  

    (3) Master Item Subgroup Code File (MISCF).

    (4) Supply Management Status File.  

    (5) Item Management Coding History (IMCH) File.  

    (6) System Suspense File.  

    (7) System Support Records (Policy Tables).  

209302 - DSC TOTAL ITEM RECORD (TIR) INTERROGATIONS 

  a.  The DSC TIR is a temporary file, used primarily as a backup by the DSC in the event FLIS is unable to respond to interrogations in case of overload or breakdown of equipment.  The DSC TIR is used by Item Standardization Application to identify the NSNs in a particular FSC/INC group.  Then FLIS interrogations are generated from those NSNs. 

  b.  This file contains current and future II data on all items under the cognizance of the DSC.  The file does not contain characteristics data and does not reflect a total record of NSNs with more than 20 segment Bs, 184 segment Cs, 100 segment Es or 27 segment Hs.  The file is mechanically updated when approved FLIS File Maintenance or Directed Action Interrogations are processed through the system.  

  c.  The records of this file are accessed by NSN through input action YA8-LTI in accordance with appendix B-906.  However, DSC TIR interro-gations should not be submitted on a routine basis because of the 

segment limitations.  This capability is provided for instances when it is necessary to make a comparison check between the FLIS TIR and DSC TIR.  

  d.  Output will be equated to FLIS interrogation responses (see appendix E-900 P) and identified with an asterisk (*) printed immediately after the first output DIC.  

209303 - ITEM STANDARDIZATION APPLICATION (ISA) INQUIRIES 

  a.  The ISA file contains item standardization data for FSCs within the cognizance of the DSC.  Family memberships are maintained, Item Reduction Studies are produced, and I&S data are assigned.

  b.  To simplify and facilitate inquiry, the ISA provides for the use of one input transaction, DIC YAZ, to accomplish the following types of inquiries to the ISF, DSC, or FLIS TIR.  The Type Inquiry Code identifies the category of the interrogation.  

    (1) Type A - NSN Inquiry to ISF or NSN IRS Inquiry. 

    (2) Type A – E (EIRSL) NSN Inquiry to ISF for EIRSL input.  

    (3) Type S - Item Reduction Study Inquiry to ISF/TIR.  

  c.  Explanation and procedures for input of inquiries to the ISF are contained in appendix E-913 P.  Input format and instructions for preparation are contained in appendix B-913.  

209304 - SUPPLY MANAGEMENT STATUS FILE (SMSF) INTERROGATIONS 

  a.  All items managed by the DSC are established in the SMSF and are maintained upon receipt of specific FLIS File Maintenance output relative to management, standardization, IMC User, Price, cancellation and Log Reassignment transactions.  

  b.  The SMSF record may be obtained by submitting a YAH in accordance with appendix B-909.  All available data will be output if the submitted NIIN matches a SMSF record and the current status of the item will be reflected by the Supply Management Status Code.  An UNMATCHED message will be output if the NIIN is unmatched or the input is invalid.  All output will be in accordance with appendix F-440.  

209305 - ITEM MANAGEMENT CODING HISTORY (IMCH) FILE INTERROGATIONS 

  a.  Item Management Coding criteria is received by the DSC from the Military Services and other Agencies within the DoD.  IMC records are also extracted from Provisioning Supply Support Requests.  The DSC will establish and maintain an IMC History File which will reflect all IMC actions resulting from initial coding (including provisioning) and changes to the file.  The initial file record will contain all data elements reflected as mandatory for items coded for integrated management.  Change coding actions will be recorded in the same format as initial or additional IMC actions.  

  b.  The IMCH File can be interrogated by NSN only.  Input DIC is YC9 and the transaction will be submitted in accordance with appendix B-905.  

Output will contain all data elements recorded in the IMCH file in the format of appendix F-59.  Invalid transactions will be output in the format of appendix F-92.  

209306 - SYSTEM SUSPENSE FILE INTERROGATIONS 

  a.  The System Suspense File contains a record of all transactions submitted to FLIS.  The record remains in file until it is deleted by a 

valid response from DLSC or deleted by operating personnel or canceled by the system.  

  b.  This file may be interrogated to ascertain the status of a transaction by submitting a YBA in accordance with procedures outlined in appendix E-915 P in the format of appendix B-212.  

  c.  Output will be in the format of appendix F-322.  Transactions that do not match a suspense record will reflect Error Advice Code 8S, File Maintenance transaction unmatched.  

209307 - SYSTEM SUPPORT RECORD (POLICY TABLES) INTERROGATIONS 

  a.  The System Support Record contains policy tables utilized by the Technical Subsystem to provide the flexibility of accepting certain changes of criteria, which do not affect program logic without having to make program modifications and recompilations.  Table numbers and titles are listed in chapter 10.  

  b.  The Office of Planning and Management is responsible for the maintenance of this file because the records contained therein are critical to the SAMMS operations.  Therefore, all input, including interrogations, will be submitted by that office only.  

  c.  SSR interrogations will be input in accordance with procedures outlined in part 10, chapter 10, section II, appendices B-1023 and 

E-1023 P.  Output will contain a current printout of table number(s) requested in the format of appendix F-378.  

SECTION IV - CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM FILES 

209401 - GENERAL 

  a.  Associated with the Contracting Subsystem are 14 master files or data repositories.  Interrogation capabilities exist for each with provisions provided, in some instances, for multiple access (i.e., different types of record content can be extracted from the same file).  

  b.  With the exception of the Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF) and the NSN/FSC Exception File, the data content of most of the files do not reflect DTO responsible data elements required in supporting procurement efforts.  However, procedures related to this chapter will provide instructions for preparation and processing Interrogation Requests directed to all of the Contracting files.  Total inclusion is provided for two basic reasons:  

    (1) To provide detailed instructions in the interrogation process for those instances where it is necessary for DTO personnel to know the record content of any specific file in order to complete the DTO mission.  

    (2) To provide continuity of procedural instructions (i.e., negate the necessity for preparation of exception type procedures and instructions).  

  c.  There will be some exceptions in documentation (i.e., some of the output formats will not be illustrated).  However, in these instances, 

specific identification and reference(s) to DLAM 4715.1, which contains an illustration of the applicable format, will be cited.  

209402 - IDENTIFICATION OF THE CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM MASTER FILES 

  a.  The 14 files discussed previously are identified as follows:  

    (1) Active Contract File.  

    (2) Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF).  

    (3) Active Purchase Request (PR) File.  

    (4) CAGE - Vendor File.  

    (5) Vendor Data Master File.  

    (6) NSN-CAGE File.  

    (7) Non-NSN Buy History File.  

    (8) DSC Local Vendor File (DLVF).  

    (9) Purchase Order Clause File.  

   (10) Recommended Buy File.  

   (11) Request for Quotation (RFQ) Suspense File.  

   (12) Branch/Buyer Assignment File.  

   (13) Direct Delivery Shipment Recommendation File.  

   (14) NSN/FSC Exception File.  

  b.  Access to the records maintained in Files (1) through (13) is provided by the application of a File Code Identification and File Control Number as input elements of the Interrogation Request.  Explanation and relationships of these elements to each of the files is contained in attachment 1 to appendix B-903.  Input will be prepared in accordance with appendix E-903 P and input format will be  in accordance with appendix B-903.  

  c.  Access to the records maintenance in the NSN/FSC Exception File is provided by input of DIC YRJ with Type of Action Code R.  See paragraph 209405 for detailed description.  

209403 - CONTRACTING TECHNICAL DATA FILE (CTDF) INTERROGATIONS 

  a.  This is the file of primary interest to DTO.  A detailed description and explanation of the data contents is provided in part 5, chapter 5.  

  b.  This file has the NSN as its primary control element.  CTDF records may be extracted by the submission of an NSN, utilizing DIC YPH (File Code C) and preparing the input document in accordance with the 

instructions provided by appendix E-903 P.  Replies will be in accordance with appendix F-72.  

209404 - MASS INTERROGATION OF THE CTDF 

  a.  A total of 16 input formats are available to allow selection and tailoring of output to the type of data or specific record portion of the CTDF desired.  One input format is provided to allow extraction of the total CTDF NSN records for a specific FSC.  Nine input formats are provided for extraction of mass data records associated with the S/D/T/P portion of the CTDF.  Six input formats are provided for extraction of mass data records associated with the Packaging Record of the CTDF. 

  b.  DIC YPL is used for all these mass interrogation inputs and appendix B-904 provides the input formats required.  Processing instructions are contained in  appendix E-903 P.  Replies will be in accordance with appendix F-11.  

  c.  DIC YPL inputs fall within the criteria of controlled interrogations (capable of producing mass output) and special control and processing (program) criteria must be applied.  Processing and control procedures/instructions are provided in appendix E-911 P.  

209405 - NSN/FSC EXCEPTION FILE 

  a.  This file contains all NSNs/FSCs which are not eligible for Automated Small Purchase System (ASPS) procurement criteria and have been excluded from the ASPS NSN/CAGE File.  

  b.  A printout of the entire file may be obtained by submitting a YRJ transaction in accordance with criteria outlined in appendix B-910.  

  c.  Replies will be in the format of appendix F-11 in NSN/FSC sequence.  

  d.  Although this interrogation provides the contents of an entire file, it does not fall within the criteria of controlled interrogations because the file does not contain a large volume of records.  This input may be submitted through normal channels and should only be submitted by operating elements which have a requirement for these records.  

SECTION V - SUPPLY RELATED FILES 

209501 - GENERAL 

  a.  There are certain procedural and instructional portions of the Technical Operations Procedures Manual which require or direct the operating elements of DTO to resolve problems of a technical nature - either as a result of direct contact with Military Services, Agencies, and Customers, or in response to requests for assistance from other operating elements of the DSC.  The nature of these inquiries, in some instances, requires knowledge of record content or status which is maintained in SAMMS files generally considered as containing Supply oriented records.  

  b.  Records contained in these Supply related files may be obtained by the interrogation process.  Procedures contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, provide detailed instructions in the interrogation process.  

However, in order to provide DTO personnel with ready access to the interrogation procedures, certain procedures related to interrogations have been extracted from DLAM 4140.2 and included in this manual.  Selection was based on DTO operations in the Supply related functions area and the frequency interrogations for record content might be required.  

  c.  Interrogation procedures applicable to three of the major Supply orientated files were selected for inclusion in this manual.  These files contain records needed most frequently by DTO personnel.  The procedures presented herein are for remote type inquiries which provide the file record on a realtime basis, normally available as printed data records within a matter of minutes.  Those supply related files not selected for inclusion in this manual but which may contain records of DTO interest (on a less frequent basis) are discussed in paragraph 209505.  

209502 - ACTIVE REQUISITION CONTROL AND STATUS FILE (ARCSF) 

  a.  This file records all transactions against a specific requisition type document.  A type J Remote Inquiry will provide the record content on a realtime basis.  The major data element required in the Remote Interrogation input transcript is a requisition type document number.  Appendix E-908 P provides instructions for preparing the Remote Inquiry.  

  b.  The ARCSF may also be interrogated by submission of an input transcript through normal input channels (i.e., other than through the Remote Station).  Procedural instructions for this interrogation method are contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix E-155 P.  

209503 - NATIONAL INVENTORY RECORD (NIR) 

  a.  The NIR is the basic record of accountability showing by item, the receipt, issue, adjustment and disposal actions, balances on hand and other identifying or supply management data, as required.  A type K Remote Inquiry will provide by NSN, such data as location of assets by Distribution Activity and the condition code of assets.  The major data element required in the Remote Interrogation input transcript is an NSN.  Appendix E-909 P provides instructions for preparing the Remote Inquiry.  

  b.  The NIR may also be interrogated by submission of an input transcript through normal input channels (i.e., other than through the Remote Station).  Procedural instructions for this interrogation method are contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix E-143 P.  

209504 - DUE-IN FILE 

  a.  This file will indicate all stocks due-in for a specific NSN (stock replenishment and direct delivery), customer Requisition Number, Contract Number, MILSTRIP Document Number or Purchase Request (PR) Number.  A type L Remote Inquiry will provide, by NSN and/or Document Number, the due-in records and related data.  Appendix E-910 P provides instructions for preparing the Remote Inquiry.  

  b.  The Due-In File may also be interrogated by submission of an input transcript through normal input channels (i.e., other than through the 

Remote Stations).  Procedural instructions for this interrogation method are contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix E-117 P.  

209505 - OTHER SUPPLY RELATED FILES 

  a.  There exist in the SAMMS other files or records which contain, basically, data records which are Supply oriented.  Generally, DTO personnel do not require knowledge of these records nor are they involved directly in the maintenance of the records during daily operations.  The possibility exists, however, that specific data records contained in these files may be required during the performance of DTO functions.  Interrogation capabilities exist for most of the files (through normal input channels).  Procedural instructions necessary to perform such interrogations are contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II.  A brief description of three additional files of DTO interest and references to procedural instructions necessary to perform interrogations are:  

    (1) Demands/Returns History File - This file accumulates NSN demands, Customer Returns, and Data Maintenance Documents daily.  Refer to DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Chapters 52 and 57, Appendix E-097 P, for detailed description and procedures for interrogating the records.  

    (2) Transaction History File (THF) - This file contains a composite record of input transactions received from customers, item managers, distribution activities, or other supply activities.  Refer to DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Chapter 2, Appendix E-104 P for detailed description and procedures for interrogating the records.  

    (3) Standard Supply Control Study (SSCS) - This report is the major consolidation of item characteristics, requirements and asset data in a standard format which provides sufficient detail for effective item management. Refer to DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Chapter 34, Appendix E-179 P, for detailed description and procedures for interrogating the records.  

  b.  The listing of the six Supply related files does not constitute complete coverage of the total Supply related files.  DTO personnel who have need for records not specifically detailed herein, or require advice as to the availability of such records should contact the DSO for guidance.  

SECTION VI - PROCESSING AND CONTROL OF SPECIAL INTERROGATIONS 

209601 - GENERAL 

  Certain  interrogations directed to the FLIS Data Bank and Contracting Subsystem Files are capable of extracting large volumes of records with the resultant mass of paper (listings) and tie-up of computer equipment for long periods of time.  These types of interrogations will be controlled with the MSO, DTO, and the Office of Planning and Management having certain responsibilities for these functions.  Normally, the computer equipment and program criteria are more than adequate to provide response to these mass interrogation inputs.  The controls are established for several reasons which include assuring that the 

requesting individual/operating element utilizes to the maximum extent possible the records furnished.  Special scheduling is required to 

preclude delay in return of the output records to the requester.  Data Managers of ODS need cognizance of the presence of such input in any particular processing cycle.  

209602 - INPUTS SUBJECT TO CONTROL 

  Interrogations utilized to extract various types of data which fall within the criteria of control are as follows:  

  a.  Mass Data Retrieval, TIR:  DLSC DIC LTM.  

  b.  Primary Address Code Summary Detail Report:  DLSC DIC LHX. 

  c.  Mass Data Retrieval, SSR:  DLSC DIC LTP.  

  d.  SSR Tailored Interrogation (excluding O.E.):  DLSC DIC LTT.  

  e.  Reference Number Screening w/o CAGE/NATO CAGE Code:  DLSC DIC LST.  

  f.  Interrogation of the Master Error Suspense File:  DLSC DIC LTR.  

  g.  CTDF Mass Interrogation:  DSC DIC YPL.  

209603 - METHOD(S) OF CONTROL 

  Two different methods of control are exercised for these Technical and Contracting related interrogations.  

  a.  The Technical related interrogation requires a letter of justification (prepared by the originator).  The MSO, DTO, has initial responsibility for receiving and reviewing the Technical related interrogation as prepared by DTO operating elements.  Approved inputs are forwarded to the Office of Planning and Management for subsequent control and process scheduling.  

  b.  The Contracting related interrogation does not require a special interrogation code nor is it necessary for a letter of justification to accompany the request.  This interrogation will be controlled by the MSO, DTO, who will review, control, and arrange for processing by ODS.  Special input scheduling is required because this interrogation must be run on special programs outside normal computer runs.  

  c.  Policy and procedural instructions contained in appendix E-911 P will be followed by the DSC in applying control concepts to the interrogations cited in this section.  

SECTION VII - PROVISIONING AND OTHER PREPROCUREMENT SCREENING 

209701 - GENERAL 

  TIR data records are available by searches and interrogations directed to the files maintained by the Defense Logistic Information Services (DLIS), Battle Creek, Michigan.  Generally, three types of input are 

available to all Service activities, Government agencies, industry and friendly foreign governments authorized to search the data bank by registration in the Provisioning Screening Results Destination Table Record.  These inputs are as follows:  

  a.  DIC LSC:  Search by Characteristic Data.  Used to submit charac-teristic data to be screened against the TIR to determine availability of an existing FII or group of FIIs having identical or similar characteristics.  When screening, the first Characteristic Data Group (DRN 3317) listed in segment V must contain the applicable MRC (PAC) NAME and the INC in the reply field.  MRCs (PACs) submitted must be associated with the FIIG recorded under DRN 4065.  All mandatory MRCs (PACs) as listed in the Applicability Key Index for the Guide Number (FIIG) must be entered in the Characteristic Data Group with appropriate reply.  (See appendix B-902 for input format.) 

  b.  DIC LSF:  Search by NIIN.  Used to validate the NIIN and extract data from the TIR.  Search by NIIN transactions will be limited to one NIIN per Submitter Control Number.  Output will be addressed to all addressees recorded in the Destination Activity Code or to the first recorded Receivers Address when single output is requested.  Interrogations by NIIN not requiring the Asset Availability Code may be input using DIC LTI.  (See appendix B-900 for input format.) 

  c.  DIC LSR:  Used to submit screening requests for reference number and CAGE to determine if the item is recorded in the TIR and to extract requested file data.  Search by reference number transactions will be limited to 25 reference numbers per submitter control number.  All the reference numbers must be item identifying and must represent the same item of supply or production.  Single or multiple Provisioning Screening Results Destinations may be requested.  (See appendix B-901 for input format.) 

NOTE:  The above searches and interrogations can be submitted to FLIS by Remote Terminal System, utilizing input DICs LW_.  These are Category 2 transaction DICs, which result in overnight responses from FLIS (DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 16).  The output segment responses (K series) are returned from FLIS via (AUTODIN) through SAMMS for processing and distribution and are output on applicable files and/or reports.

209702 - SCREENING CONCEPTS 

  a.  Provisioning Screening data are furnished in response to requests based upon either a NIIN or a Manufacturer's Code and item-identifying number.  File data for all NSNs matched, either exact or partial, will be furnished.  

  b.  Utilization of these screening services requires the submission of the Receivers Address Data to DLIS by the DSC at least 30 days prior to submitting the first request for screening.  Detailed procedural instructions for preparation and submission of this address data are the responsibility of DLIS-SA.  

SECTION VIII - MECHANICALLY GENERATED INTERROGATION REPLIES 

209801 - GENERAL 

  a.  During the cyclic processing of data in the various SAMMS Files, requests for file record content are mechanically generated and passed between the various files, i.e., Provisioning to/from Technical, Requirements to/from Technical, and Procurement to/from Technical.  

  b.  Generally, the replies are mechanically returned to the initiating Subsystem and utilized to continue a specific process and establish file records or conditions - based on the interrogation reply record content or status.  Requirements in some system processes, however, direct the suspension or termination of a process if the interrogation reply reflects a file record or status which does not meet the criteria of acceptance.  In these instances of nonacceptance, the requirements further direct that the interrogation reply be printed out (listed) and directed to the responsible operating element for review and adjustment of the record, as applicable, in order that the suspended or terminated process may be resumed.  Additionally, there are certain processes which finalize an action (establish/adjust a record) and utilize the interro-gation reply concept to notify the operating element of such action.  Procedures applicable to processing interrogation replies generated as a result of suspended processes are contained in part 2, appendix E-203 V.  These instructions are limited to processing those replies generated as a result of processing FLIS File Maintenance data to the TIR and other subsystem files.  

209802 - FOLLOWUP INTERROGATION RESULTS 

  a.  The system generates a followup interrogation to FLIS on all manually prepared and system generated File Maintenance actions which have not been responded to within the time period established by the Priority Indicator Code.  FLIS responses contain Followup Condition  Codes which cause the system to generate other actions to update the DSC TIR only.  Subsystem files which are updated by normal file maintenance output are not updated from the FLIS followup reply.  To accomplish the subsystem file update, a manual Directed Action Interrogation must be input by the operating personnel.  

  b.  There are other FLIS Followup Condition Code replies which require manual review and possible resubmission of the original transaction.  Procedures applicable to processing all DLSC Followup Interrogation replies are contained in appendix E-914 P.  
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
