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                 PREPARING AND PROCESSING INTERROGATION

1.  PURPOSE 

  This appendix provides instructions for preparing and processing:  

  a.  Search by NIIN requests, DLA Form 1329, DIC LSF:  Used to validate NIIN and obtain selected data records from the FLIS TIR in support of Provisioning and Preprocurement requirements.  

  b.  Search by Reference Number requests, DLA Form 1335, DIC LSN, LSR:  Used to determine if a NIIN has been assigned and extract requested data from the FLIS TIR.  

  c.  Search by Characteristics Data requests, DLA Form 1330, DIC LSC:  Used to determine if submitted MRC replies relate to an assigned NIIN and extract requested data from the FLIS TIR.  

  d.  Interrogate by NIIN or NSN requests, DLA Form 1399, DIC YA8 with LTI:  Used to interrogate the FLIS/DSC TIR to obtain segment data, combinations of segment data, or value of a specific data element.  

  e.  Followup Interrogation requests, DLA Form 1336, DIC LFU:  Used to interro​gate the status of an original transaction submitted to FLIS for which notification has not been received.  

  f.  Interrogate for Segment V data by NSN, DLA Form 1325, DIC LVE:  Used to interrogate the FLIS TIR to obtain data required to upgrade a description from partial to full (only missing mandatory MRCs are output).

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT  

  The Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) is responsible for:  

  a.  Preparing and submitting interrogation/search requests.  

  b.  Receiving replies (listings) output in response to requests and utilizing them for the purpose requested.  Correcting and resubmitting transactions returned as errors in accordance with appendix E-900 V.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  

  a.  Technicians, DTO, will:  

    (1) Prepare input transcripts in accordance with instructions outlined in the following appendices:  

      (a) Appendix B-900:  DIC LSF, DLA Form 1329.  

      (b) Appendix B-901:  DIC LSN, LSR, DLA Form 1335.  

      (c) Appendix B-902:  DIC LSC, DLA Form 1330.  

      (d) Appendix B-906:  DIC YA8 with LTI, DLA Form 1399.  

      (e) Appendix B-908:  DIC LFU, DLA Form 1336.  

      (f) Appendix B-914:  DIC LVE, DLA Form 1325.  

    (2) Forward completed forms to the computer input preparation facility.  

  b.  Input Preparation Facility will:  

    (1) Receive DLA Forms 1325, 1329, 1335, 1330, 1336, and 1399 from originator.  

    (2) Prepare for system input and forward to the Office of Data Systems.  

    (3) Forward completed DLA Forms to the originator.  

  c.  Distribution Clerk, Management Support Office (MSO), will:  

    (1) Receive output products produced as a result of the interrogation/ search request.  

NOTE:  F-304/F-311 reports received with ORC UE3 reflected in the      F-Report Header Line with no Document Number and no Manual Input Control Data in the Transaction Header contain replies to YA8-LTI (with Manual Input Control Data) which were not matched to a suspense record.  

  Before transmittal to FLIS, the system overlays the originator's ORC with UE3 (retaining the originator's ORC and Control Data in suspense file).  FLIS output containing UE3 is routed to Closed Loop to match up data with the retained suspense record.  If a match is made, the originator's ORC is reinserted in the Document No., control data added, reports printed and routed to the originator.  When FLIS output is unmatched, it indicates the suspense record was deleted (listed on     F-323, Overage Suspense Record) and the results are printed out as outlined above.  Reports may be destroyed, as originators cannot be determined and LTIs should have been resubmitted upon receipt of the   F-323.  

    (2) Sort and distribute the output products to the originators.  

  d.  Technicians, DTO, will receive and process output products as follows:  

    (1) Appendix F-300, FLIS Input Error Listing, and appendix F-305, Ser​vice/Agency Originated EAM Format:  Review, correct, and reenter rejected actions in accordance with appendix E-900 V.  

    (2) Appendix F-304, FLIS File Maintenance Reject Listing:  Review, cor​rect, and resubmit rejected action in accordance with DoD 4100.39-M, volume 10, chapter 2.  

NOTE:  DIC KEC is notification that output will be forwarded by mail.  No action is required by technician.  

    (3) Appendix F-308, Additions to In-Process Suspense:  Retain listings pend​ing receipt of FLIS processing action which will appear on report numbers F-304, F-311, F-313 or F-325.  

    (4) Appendix F-311, NIIN Interrogation Search Replies:  

      (a) Reports containing DICs KIR, KTN, KFS, KFE, are FLIS replies to LTI transactions submitted under appendix B-906.  The TIR File data will be used for the purpose for which requested.  

      (b) Reports containing DIC KFU are FLIS Followup interrogation replies to manually generated LFUs submitted under appendix B-908.  Refer to DoD 4100.39-M, volume 10, chapter 3, section 6 for definition of status codes contained in the fourth segment R record.  These codes are for information only unless it is certain that the system failed to create an LFU.  If this is the case, process the Followup Status Code as outlined in appendix E-914 P.  

    (5) Appendix F-313, Replies to Part Number/Characteristics Screening Re​quests:  The FLIS TIR file data will be used for the purpose for which requested.  

    (6) Appendix F-325, DSC Rejects of FLIS Notifications and all Unidentifiable Transactions:  Review the listing to determine if the data received is adequate for intended purposes.  Utilize the data if adequate and notify immediate supervisor if reject indicates a need for review of systems processing of FLIS output.  If inadequate, submit a new transaction in accordance with appendices B-900, B-901, B-902,     B-906, or B-908, as applicable.  

NOTE:  When the DSC reject is DRN 0167 VRC 2G and the Demilitarization Code is P, coordination with Supply Operations Logistics Reassignment (LR) Monitor and the Military Service is required.  The service is required to change the P Demilitarization Code to another DEMIL Code if they wish to pass the item to DLA for management.
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
