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    PREPARATION OF CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM FILE INTERROGATION REQUESTS

1.  PURPOSE 

  a.  This appendix provides instructions for the manual preparation of Interrogation Requests, DIC YPH (appendix B-903) and DIC YPL (appendix B-904) to obtain selected data records from the Contracting Subsystem files.  

  b.  DIC YPH (and the appropriate File Code entry) will provide access to the 13 major files of the Contracting Subsystem.  Part 9, section IV, chapter 9 identifies these files, and attachment 1 to appendix B-903 presents the files in a table format and provides cross-reference to pertinent data elements necessary for interrogation.  

  c.  DIC YPL (and the appropriate File Code entry) will provide mass interrogation capability of the Specification, Drawing, or Standard (S/D/T/P) and the Packaging Data record portions of the CTDF.  Attachment 1 to appendix B-904 provides a cross-reference of File Codes to data elements available and required input formats for each File Code.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT  

  The Management Support Office (MSO) and operating elements, Director​ate of Technical Operations (DTO), are responsible for complying with paragraph 4 below, Procedures/Instructions.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  

  a.  Technicians, DTO, will:  

    (1) Prepare DIC YPH Interrogation Requests in accordance with format provided by appendix B-903.  

    (2) Release the completed transcripts to the designated pickup point for subsequent processing.  

    (3) Prepare DIC YPL Interrogation Requests in accordance with formats provided by appendix B-904 and attachment 1 thereto.  Transcripts will be prepared in duplicate with one copy to be retained by the Technician.  Reasons for duplicate preparation and retention of copy are explained in subparagraph d below.  

    (4) Release the original copy of the DIC YPL transcript to MSO.  

  b.  Technicians, MSO, will:  

    (1) Receive the DIC YPL Interrogation Request transcripts.  

    (2) Process in accordance with instructions provided by appendix   E-911 P (Processing and Control of Special Interrogation Requests).  

  c.  Distribution Clerk, MSO, will:  

    (1) Receive output product listings prepared in response to the DIC YPH and YPL Interrogation Requests as follows:  

      (a) F-1 and F-2 Reports for those inputs rejected from computer processing.  

      (b) F-66, F-70, F-71, F-72, F-73, F-76, F-77, F-78, F-105, F-106, F-107, and F-115 Reports for inputs accepted and processed for DIC YPH Interrogation Requests.  

      (c) F-11 Report for inputs accepted and processed for DIC YPL Interrogation Requests.  

    (2) Distribute above reports in accordance with the Source Code identi​fication.  

  d.  Technicians, DTO, will:  

    (1) Receive output product listings as cited in subparagraph c above.  

    (2) Utilize the retained copy of the input transcript (DIC YPL inputs) to verify degree of processing as follows:  

      (a) Ascertain which of the inputs were matched to file records by comparing input with the F-11 Report which reflect file records.

      (b) Ascertain which of the inputs were not accepted (rejected) by comparing input with the F-1 Report.  

      (c) Ascertain which of the inputs were unmatched to file records by comparing input with the F-11 Report which contains message NEGATIVE REPLY.  

NOTE 1:  This determination will be a process of elimination.  Input not matching either the F-11 Report reflecting file records or the F-1 Report rejects can be equated to the NEGATIVE REPLY messages reflected on the F-11 Report.  

NOTE 2:  The F-1 Report will also contain a record of those DIC YPH inputs which were rejected.  F-2 Report will be restricted to DIC YPH rejects and those DIC YPL inputs which exceeded the quantitative limitations for a specific processing cycle.  

    (3) Review, correct, and reenter rejected actions on the F-1 or F-2 Report in accordance with appendix E-523 V.  

    (4) Utilize output listings for purpose which requested and destroy when no longer needed.  (The retained copy of the input transcript will be destroyed after processing determination in accordance with subparagraph d(2) above has been accomplished.) 
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
