        PREPARATION OF TYPE J REMOTE INQUIRY ACTIVE REQUISITION

                     CONTROL AND STATUS FILE (ARCSF)

1.  PURPOSE  

  The purpose of this appendix is to provide DTO personnel the detailed instructions for interrogating the Supply Operations files to obtain current ARCSF status of a specific requisition or a suffix coded supply action when required.  (See paragraph 209501.) 

2.  FORMS USED IN THIS PROCESS  

  a.  DLA Form 1000, ADP Design Layout Sheet.  

  b.  ARCSF Remote Printout Overlay.  

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT  

  Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) personnel and Operator, Remote Station, are responsible for complying with paragraph 4, Procedures/Instructions.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  

  a.  Using transcript for Type J Remote inquiry, originating personnel will:  

    (1) Enter the following mandatory data:  

POSITION           EXPLANATIONS/INSTRUCTIONS 

1                  Enter Code J.  

2                  Leave Blank.  

3-16               Enter Document Number for which status is desired.

    (2) Enter the following optional data, if required:

POSITION           EXPLANATION/INSTRUCTIONS 

17                 Leave Blank.  

18                 Enter the specific Suffix Code for supply action, if 

                   desired.

    (3) Enter signature and office symbol. 

    (4) Forward completed form to Operator, Remote Station.  

NOTE:  Remote Stations may be dispersed in work areas within the Directorate of Supply Operations (DSO) jurisdiction.  DTO will make arrangements with DSO for processing of DTO originated Type J Remote inquiries.  

  b.  Operator, Remote Station, will:  

    (1) Receive the transcripts for Type J Remote inquiries from DTO.  

    (2) Accomplish the Remote Station Terminal setup in accordance with DLAM 4140.2, volume II, appendix E-270 P.  

    (3) Enter (Key-in) the data.  

    (4) Remove the printed reply from the Remote Station printer.  Attach to the original transcript and forward to the requester.

  c.  Originator of the request will:  

    (1) Receive the printed reply and original transcript from the Remote Station operator.  

NOTE:  If reply is furnished on plain paper, utilize ARCSF Remote Printout Overlay to interpret the reply data.  

    (2) The following data will be returned:

RDD                Required Delivery Date on original requisition or 

                   modifier. 

ADV                Advice Code on original requisition.  

RECD               Date of receipt of original requisition.

                   Control File.  

NS                 Next Suffix Code to be assigned.

NOTE:  The code SS indicates that all shipments against the printed Suffix Code have been completed.  The code C indicates that a Direct Delivery Procurement Action is in progress and award action has not been accomplished to date.  BD status will be provided to the customer with the recorded ESD. 

MRO DTE/ST DTE     Date MRO was initiated or date status was posted to

EAD/SHIP DTE       Estimated Availability Date if MRO is unconfirmed 

                   (lack of TCN/shipped quantity:  Date of shipment of 

                   first shipment against a specific MRO.  Entry will be 

                   made in this column when there is a firm contract for 

                   an item in BV status and when confirmation is 

                   received for an item in BA status).  

NOTE:  In addition to a Julian date, this field may also reflect an X followed by two digits.  The X indicates an ESD in the following calendar year and the two digits represent the number of months from the date contained in the document number.  Example:  FB2059 3316 0001 and ESD of X04.  Date 3316 = 12 Nov 73 and X04 = 12 Mar 74.

PR/CONTRACT/TCN    Document Number of applicable Purchase Request (PR), 

                   Contract Number or TCN (if shipment has been con-

                   firmed).  When a TCN is shown, it will represent the 

                   first shipment against a specific MRO.  If Contract 

                   Number is present, the last digit in the field 

CAPTION            IDENTIFICATION 

                   represents contract year and is provided for informa-

                   tion purposes only.  If TCN is present and there is a 

                   Port of  Embarkation, the last three digits in the 

                   field represent the Point of Embarkation.  If 

                   Recommended Buy Number is present, the last four 

                   digits in the field will be blank.  

TOTAL CONF         The total number of shipments confirmations (i.e., 

                   DIC AR0) against a specific MRO and by suffix if 

                   there are split actions.  

TOTAL SHIP QTY     The total number of units shipped (confirmed) against 

                   a specific MRO.  

NOTE:  A maximum of six ARCSF Supply Sections will be printed in reply to Type J Inquiry.  If there are more than six Supply Sections available, the first five Supply Section Records will be printed and the notification MORE SUP SEC will be printed in line 6 of the Inquiry Form.  If the Supply Section of ARCSF has a Cancellation Pending Code, line 7 will reflect message CAN PEND.  If desired, a complete ARCSF reply may be obtained by card inquiry in accordance with DLAM 4140.2, volume II, appendix B-155.  

    (3) When an ERROR CONDITION reply is provided (top line of printed reply), Remote Operator will respond (check) and reinput under certain conditions.  If Remote Operator cannot resolve error, reply will be returned to originator for correction and reinput.  Following are the Error Conditions which will be returned:

INVALID DOC NO      Input Document Number, on inquiry, is other than 6 

                    alphanumeric, 4 numeric, and 4 alphanumeric; check 

                    for typographical error; if found, correct and 

                    reinput.  When typographical error is not found, 

                    return to originator.  

NO RECORD           Input Document Number does not match an ARCSF 

                    record; check for typographical error; if found, 

                    correct and reinput.  When typographical error is 

                    not found, return to originator.  

NOTE:  No record could indicate the document has migrated to the Inactive RCSF.  If desired, the IRCSF may be interrogated by card inquiry IAW DLAM 4140.2, volume II, appendix E-155 P.  

NO RECORD SUFFIX    Input Suffix Code does not match an ARCSF record; 

                    check for typographical error; if found, correct and 

                    reinput.  When typographical error is not found, 

                    return to originator.  

TECH ERROR IN       The ARCSF cannot be printed at time of inquiry; hold 

ARCSF               15 minutes and reinput.

    (4) Originating personnel will use the computer generated answer to inquiry for the purpose intended.  Inquiry reply will be destroyed when no longer needed.  
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
