                  PREPARATION OF TYPE L REMOTE INQUIRY


                              (DUE-IN FILE)





1.  PURPOSE  





  The purpose of this appendix is to provide DTO personnel the detailed instructions for interrogating the Supply Operations files to obtain current Due-In records for a specific NSN and location or a specific NSN, location, and document number when required.  (See paragraph 209501.) 





2.  FORMS USED IN THIS PROCESS  





  a.  DLA Form 1000, ADP Design Layout Sheet.





  b.  Due-In File Remote Printout Overlay.  





3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT  





  Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) personnel and Operator, Remote Station are responsible for complying with paragraph 4, Procedures/Instruc�tions.  





4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  





  a.  Using transcript for Type L or K Remote Inquiry (DLA Form 1071), originating personnel will:  





    (1) Enter the following mandatory data:

 3-15          Enter the NSN for which Due-In data is desired.

    (2) Enter the following optional data, if required.

20             Leave blank.  





21-37          Enter Document Number for which specific Due-In data is 


               desired.  





38-80          Leave blank.

    (3) Enter signature and office symbol in the block captioned PREPARED BY.





    (4) Forward completed form to Operator, Remote Station.  





NOTE:  Remote Stations are generally dispersed in work areas within the Directorate of Supply (DSO) jurisdiction.  DTO will make arrangements with DSO for processing of DTO originated Type L Remote Inquiries.  





  b.  Operator, Remote Station, will:  





    (1) Receive the transcripts for Type L Remote Inquiries from DTO.  





    (2) Accomplish the Remote Station Terminal setup in accordance with DLAM 4140.2, volume II, appendix E-272 P.  





    (3) Enter (Key-in) the data.





    (4) Remove the printed reply from the Remote Station printer.  Attach to the original transcript and forward to the requester.





  c.  Originator of the request will:  





    (1) Receive the printed Reply and original transcript from the Remote Station Operator.  





    (2) The following data will be returned:

If desired, the additional balance records may be obtained by card inquiry in accordance with DLAM 4140.2, volume II, appendix B-117.  





    (3) When ERROR CONDITION reply is provided (top line of printed reply), Remote Operator will respond (check) and reinput under certain conditions.  If Remote Operator cannot resolve error, reply will be returned to originator for correction and reinput.  Following are the Error Conditions which will be returned:

BAD NSN             NSN field contains alpha, blanks, or special 


                    characters; correct and reinput.  





BAD LOC             Locate field contains embedded blanks; correct and 


                    reinput.  





NO REC NSN          NSN does not match a record in Due-In File; check 


                    for typographical error; if found, correct and 


                    reinput.





                    When typographical error is not found, return to 


                    originator.  





NO REC LOC          Location does not match an RIC for NSN in Due-In 


                    File; check for typographical error; if found, 


                    correct and reinput.  When typographical error is 


                    not found, return to originator.  





NO STK DI           No matching replenishment Type Due-In (TDIC S--,


                    T--, L--, or Z--), return to originator.  





NO REC DOC          Document Number input does not match Document Number 


                    in Due-In File; check for typographical error; if 


                    found, correct and reinput.  When typographical 


                    error is not found, return to originator.  





BAD DI REC          The Due-In record contains an error which precludes 


                    its use at the time of inquiry; hold 15 minutes and 


                    reinput.

NO ISS CON          The matching Due-In record does not reflect any 


                    dues-in under an issuable condition code, i.e., 


                    Condition Codes A, B, or C, NOR under Condition Code 


                    L.  Return to originator.  





TECH ERROR          The Due-In record cannot be printed at the time of 


                    inquiry; hold 15 minutes and reinput.  





    (4) Originating personnel will use the computer generated answer to inquiry for the purpose intended.  Inquiry reply will be destroyed when no longer needed.  
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
