      PROCESSING AND CONTROL OF SPECIAL/MASS INTERROGATION REQUESTS

1.  PURPOSE  

  a.  This appendix provides instructions for the control and processing of:  

    (1) DSC/FLIS interrogation requests which produce mass record output.  Extended computer run time and excess printing requirements result when this type of interrogation is processed.  

    (2) Interrogation requests which do not necessarily produce mass output but require control and justification to the DLIS Program Manager to extract the data.  

  b.  Interrogation requests which meet this criteria are identified as follows:  

    (1) DSC Subsystem File Interrogations:  

      Mass Data Retrieval, Contracting Subsystem File (Interrogate the Contracting Technical Data File), DIC YPL.  

    (2) FLIS Total Item Record (TIR)/System  Support Record (SSR) Interrogations.  

      (a) Mass Data Retrieval TIR, FLIS Internal DIC LTM.  This interrogation extracts:  

        1.  Requested segment data from the TIR for each item recorded in the file which is applicable to a specified Key Data Element.  Example:  Segment A (Output Data Request Code - 9901) is required for all items in a specific FSC (Key Data Element - 3990).  The value of the FSC is used to select all the items in that class and segment A is extracted from each NSN record and returned to the requester.  (See Output Data Request Code/Key Data Element Grid for Mass Data Retrieval - TIR, DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 1.) 

        2.  Narrative Descriptive data related to a specified function or operation by a specific Item Name Code as designated by appendix D of the FIIG.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 5, for Output Data Request Codes/Key  Data Element Grid for Narrative Description Mass Data Retrieval (TIR).) 

      (b) Primary Address Code (PAC) Summary Detail Report, TIR, FLIS Internal DIC LHX.  This transaction extracts summary/detail output of characteristics from the characteristics description in the TIR related to requested conditions within an FIIG as follows:  

        1.  Summary Report - A quantity count listing of requested conditions in the characteristics file.  

        2.  Detail Report - A listing of requested conditions with the NSN of the items in which the requested conditions occur.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 2, for Output Data Request Codes/Key Data Elements Grid for PAC Summary/Detail - TIR.) 

      (c) The following interrogation transactions were primarily designed for DLIS internal use as aids in the processing of TIR data.  However, if the Service/Agency provides sufficient justification to the DLIS Program Manager, the requested TIR/SSR data will be furnished.  

        1.  Interrogation of the Master Error Suspense File, FLIS Internal DIC LTR:  Extracts data pertaining to new items or reinstatements that have been suspended in the file.  

        2.  Mass Data Retrieval, SSR, FLIS Internal DIC LTP:  The SSR is a file storage for mechanized publication of handbooks, manuals, etc., and consists of Item Name, FSC, Processing FIIG, edits, Decision Tables, etc.  The values of data elements (determined by the Output Data Request Codes) for a specific Key Data Element are returned to requester.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 3, for Output Data Request Code/Key Data Elements for Mass Data Retrieval - SSR.) 

        3.  SSR Tailored Interrogations (excluding OE):  FLIS Internal DIC LTT:  Extracts the values of a chain of data elements (determined by the Output Data Request Code) for a specific Key Data Element from the SSR.  (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 28, Part 4, for Output Data Request Codes/Key Data Elements for Tailored Interrogation SSR.) 

NOTE:  Output Data Request Codes/Key Data Element DRNs 9951/4140, 9985/4170, and 9986/9250 are reflected in this grid; however, they are not applicable to this procedure.  See appendix B-907 for submittal of interrogation transaction LHR, applicable to these DRNs.  

      (d) Reference Number Screening without CAGE/NATO CAGE Code:  

        1.  DIC LST is input by the DLIS Program Manager to search the TIR by Reference Number only.  A letter of request must be submitted to DLIS containing the following data:

        Originating Activity Code

        Document Control Number

        Output Data Request Code

        (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 30)

        Reference Number(s)

        Mode/Media of Output (See DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 4, 

        Table 10) 

        2.  The Reference Number(s) will be screened without regard to CAGE/ NATO, RNCC or RNVC.  

        3.  The output will contain all Reference Number matches to all NSNs, but will not reflect a degree of match.  Segments output will be limited to A, B, C, E, and Z if applicable.  

2.  APPENDICES USED IN THIS PROCESS

    (5) F-11, S/D/T/P Mass Interrogation Reply/Packaging Data Mass Interrogation Reply.  

    (6) F-311, NIIN Interrogation Search Replies.  

  b.  The following tables of DoD 4100.39-M are applicable to this process:  

    (1) Table 28, Output Data Request Code/Access Keys.  

    (2) Volume 9, chapter 2, Mass Data Retrieval Results TIR, DIC KTA.  

    (3) Volume 5, chapter 6, SSR Tailored Interrogation Results, DIC KHT.  

    (4) Volume 5, chapter 9, PAC Summary/Detail Listings.  

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT  

  The Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO), Management Support Office, DTO, and Office of Planning and Management are responsible for complying with procedures/instructions outlined in paragraph 4.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS  

  a.  Technicians, DTO, will:  

    (1) Prepare input transcripts for DIC YPL in accordance with appendices B-904 and E-903 P.  

    (2) Prepare letter, Request for Mass Data Retrieval (original and three copies) in accordance with instructions contained in attachment 1 of this procedure.  

    (3) Compose letter of request or request for phone call to DLIS Program Manager - original and three copies with justification when interrogation of Master Error Suspense File is required.  

    (4) Forward the input transcripts, letters of request, and/or telephone requests (original and two copies each) to the Management Support Office, DTO.  Retain third copy.  

  b.  Personnel, Management Support Office, will:  

    (1) Receive input transcripts for DIC YPL and process as follows:  

      (a) Perform a format review of the transcripts.  

      (b) Return erroneously prepared transcripts to the originator with explanation of error.  

      (c) Forward valid input transcripts to the input preparation facility for conversion to appropriate input.  Direct that transactions be returned to MSO, DTO.  
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      (d) Receive the transactions from the input preparation facility and verify that data is correctly punched.  

      (e) Contact the OTIS and finalize arrangements for processing the DIC YPL interrogations.  When arrangements are complete, forward the transactions or original transcripts to OTIS.  

      (f) Receive output products for DIC YPL, Report Nos. F-1, F-2, or F-11, and distribute to the requester.  

    (2) Receive correspondence and/or telephone record request and process as follows:  

      (a) Review the correspondence/telephone record request using the following guidelines:  

        1.  Ensure that all data requirements are present for requested interrogation.  The justification must contain a statement as to how the output file records will be applied to assigned mission(s).  

        2.  Determine if requested interrogation will provide data records applicable to the assigned mission(s).  

        3.  Determine if required data records can be obtained from other available alternate sources.  

        4.  Determine if supplemental and/or different interrogation inputs are required to obtain requested data records.  

      (b) Based on findings and decisions, approve or disapprove request.   Requester will be contacted for any clarification required and, if request is disapproved, correspondence/telephone record request will be returned with full details related to reasons for disapproval.  

      (c) Forward the approved correspondence/telephone record request (original and one copy each) to the Office of Planning and Management.  The copy will indicate MSO approval.  The second copy will be retained by MSO as a file record and used to distribute output products when received.  

      (d) Contact DLIS Program Manager by telephone when directed by the Office of Planning and Management.  

      (e) Receive and distribute output products in the form of Report No.  F-311, O/P DIC KTA, or listings/punched cards as designated in the original request.  

  c.  Personnel, Office of Planning and Management, will:  

    (1) Receive correspondence/telephone record request.  

    (2) Review correspondence/telephone record request for validity.  (An in-depth review of interrogation requests received from directorate/offices other than DTO will be performed as outlined in paragraph 4b(2) above.) 

    (3) If interrogation request is disapproved, correspondence/telephone record request will be returned to requester through the MSO of directorate/office.  

    (4) Approved correspondence will be date stamped and mailed to the DLIS Program Manager.  The copy of correspondence will be returned to the MSO of the directorate/office as notification that interrogation request was approved and forwarded to DLSC.  

    (5) If telephone record request is approved, the Systems and Procedures Specialist will contact the DLIS Program Manager for requested Master Error Suspense File data, or authorized directorate/office MSO personnel to contact Program Manager.  In either case the telephone record request will be annotated as to the disposition and returned to the requester through the directorate/office MSO.
