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                          PROVISIONING PROCEDURES

SECTION I - GENERAL 

204101 - PURPOSE 

  This chapter prescribes uniform procedures for processing Provisioning and Nonprovisioning Supply Support Requests (SSRs) through receipt, editing, internal routing, control, review of initial input documents; and for recording decisions concerning acceptance or nonacceptance of Supply Support Requests and which introduce Supply Support requirements into the DLA System.  These procedures also include establishing requirements in the proper subsystem of SAMMS.  Additionally, procedures applicable to the Provisioning support of passing of Provisioning data for Individual Logistics Reassignment Items, FSC change for within a Defense Supply Centers.

204102 - SCOPE 

  These procedures are applicable to the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO).  The Office of Telecommunications and Information Systems (OTIS) has supporting responsibilities as defined in paragraph 204106.  The Directorate of Supply Operations (DSO) has supporting responsibilities as defined in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 39.

204104 - BACKGROUND 

  a.  Initial Provisioning is the process of determining the range and quantity of items required to support and maintain equipment during installation and for an initial period of services.  Included are the identification of items and the establishment of data for cataloging, technical manuals allowance tables, and the preparation of instructions.

  b.  The principal objective of Provisioning is to assure that the range and quantity of items required to support and maintain the equipment being introduced into service will be available in the appropriate segments of the supply system, and at maintenance echelons when needed during the initial period of operation.

  c.  A corresponding objective of major importance is to ensure a maximum practical use of stocks already on hand or on order in lieu of new procurement.

  d.  Logistics Reassignment Projects that involve the transfer of management responsibility for a Federal Supply Class from a Losing Item Manager (LIM) to a Gaining Item Manager (GIM) require provisioning support.  Specifically required is the automated transfer of Provision-ing Control History File (PCHF) records and Acquisition Advice Code (AAC) J suspense records from the LIM to the GIM.Also, required is the manual transfer of impacted technical data from the LIM to the GIM.  Additional provisioning L-R support is provided upon receipt of an Action Taken Code (ATC) YE action from the Item Management Coding (IMC) Application.  The YE action causes provisioning to generate mechanical notification of new/additional demands for an item of supply (ZRP and/or WS1) to the Requirements Subsystem and notification of support (CX1) to the submitting service.

204105 - POLICY 

  a.  All Provisioning/Nonprovisioning packages will be received by a designated Provisioning Coordination Office (PCO), Directorate of Technical Operations.  The PCO will be designated to receive, control and coordinate the processing of all requests for provisioning supply support, and return the completed advice data to the submitting Military Service Activity.

  b.  Supply Support Requests will be processed mechanically to determine the validity of data received, the availability of NSNs, and the status of all available NSNs.  SSRs will be manually reviewed on an exception basis whenever automated procedures do not accomplish the required review.  Non-NSN items accepted for supply support will be suspended in the Provisioning Control File until final advice is furnished to the SSR submitter.  Each NSN appearing in the Provisioning Application will establish through automated file maintenance in the Requirements Subsystem all data required to establish an additive liability for established items, or to establish a Quarterly Forecasted Demand (QFD) for new items and generate a purchase request.

  c.  Supply support will be accepted only for items that:

    (1) Have been previously coded to DLA for centralized management.

    (2) Are being coded to DLA for centralized management by the Supply Support Request.

  d.  Supply support will be rejected for items which do not meet the criteria established in DoD 4140.26-M, Volume I, Chapter 4, Defense Integrated Materiel Management Manual for Consumable Items, including the following:

    (1) Reference/part numbers not in the format required by DoD 4100.39-M.  

    (2) Obsolete/superseded items whether commercial or Military specification/standard items.  

    (3) Items where the CAGE and part number are in conflict.  

    (4) Reference/part numbers not formatted/constructed in accordance with the part number system used by the manufacturer indicated by the CAGE.  

    (5) Data elements required on the Program Data Supply Support Request (PDSSR) or on the Line Item Supply Support Request (LISSR) transactions will not be corrected/modified by the processing DSC but will be rejected using one of the Action Taken/Advice Codes (ATC) reflected in appendix A-5.  

  e.  Advice as to acceptance and/or  rejection  of  supply support  will be transmitted to the submitting activity within 25 days after receipt of the SSR. When the 25-day timeframe cannot be met, the system will mechanically release the Advice with ATC YY and the decision to accept or reject the SSR will be transmitted no later than 15 days thereafter.

  f.  Supply support will be furnished in a timely manner to fill the Military Services initial support requirements for items already centrally managed, stocked, stored and issued, and items coded for DLA management during Provisioning which are classified to be centrally managed, stocked, stored and issued.

  g.  Federal item identifications required for stock number assignment will be prepared by the DSC accepting supply support responsibilities.  Service retail managers and cataloging agents will be properly registered in the DLSC records by the accepting DSC at the time the NSN is obtained for non-NSN items or when a Military Service becomes an add user on a DLA-managed item.

  h.  The range and net requirements of accepted supply support items to be stocked in the DLA distribution system for replenishment supply will be determined by the accepting DSC.

  i.  Newly assigned National Stock Numbers (NSN) will be provided to the submitting Inventory Control Point no later than 60 days after receipt of the SSR.  The 60-day timeframe is not applicable when a substitute/alternate offer has been made.

  j.  Part numbered SSRs may contain a Standard Interservice Agency Serial Control Number (SIASCN) when received.  The SIASCN will permit participating Services to identify notification of NSN assignment and the appropriate management data from the DLSC notification for all part numbered SSRs submitted during joint service provisioning.

  k.  Upon receipt of a KUE action the Provisioning Subsystem will; (1) mechanically scan the PCHF for impacted records and (2) mechanically scan the Provisioning Control File (PCF) for impacted AAC J suspense records.  Impacted records are mechanically built to magnetic tape and forwarded to the GIM.  The LIM retains a modified version of the transferred PCHF records.  AAC J records transferred to a GIM are not retained in the LIMs PCF.

  l.  Determination of an ATC YE, YX, YA requires the Provisioning Subsystem to mechanically notify the Requirements Subsystem (ZRP and/or WS1) of the new/additional demands.  Also, provisioning generates a notification (CX1) to the submitting service informing them of the support action.

  m.  Whenever a SSR contains a Weapon System Code on the SSR Header (CWA), a Weapon Item Data Transaction, DIC WS1, is generated.  This WS1, appendix B-421, is mechanically generated for processing to the Weapon System Data Base (WSDB) in the Requirements Subsystem.  The transaction will contain these specific data fields from the aforementioned SSR as follows:  Weapon System Code (becomes Weapon System Designator (WSD) on WS1), Essentiality Code (becomes Weapon System Essentiality Code (WSEC on WS1), Maintenance Code (becomes Weapon System Maintenance Code (WSMC) on WS1), and the Service Activity Code (becomes both Service Code (SVC) and Routing Identifier Code From).  The WS1 transactions from Provisioning only are always hardcoded with both an A0 Weapon System Advice Code (WSAC, DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Appendix A-57), and a P Trans-action Organization Code (TOC, DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Appendix A-22) to indicate the point of origination of the transaction and permit certain special processing when warranted in the Weapon System Data Base (WSDB) functions.

204106 - RESPONSIBILITIES 

  a.  The Chief, Provisioning Coordination Office, is responsible for:

    (1) Administering the Provisioning program including Logistics Reassignment Project as applicable to Provisioning, and assisting in the development of internal operating procedures.

    (2) Receiving Provisioning documents from the Military Services.

    (3) Maintaining a log of SSR receipts forwarded to the Office of Data Systems.  Establishing and maintaining a central activity historical file.

    (4) Coordinating acceptance of alternate/substitute items with submitting activities.

    (5) Return all data received with SSRs to the SSR submitters when those SSRs are subsequently rejected, or to provide SSR submitters with all required data in support of alternate/substitute offers.

    (6) Processing design changes which cannot be mechanically processed.

    (7) Controlling timeliness of 25-day and 60-day advice to the Military Services.

    (8) Reviewing delinquent stock number assignments.

    (9) Delineating initial routing of SSRs and associated technical documentation, cards, listings and reports generated by the Provisioning Application.

   (10) Processing return flow Procurement Documents when the SSR requirement cannot be completed with data submitted with the SSR.

   (11) Maintaining statistics and preparing the Technical Data Deficiency Reports (DLA(Q)1856(s)).

   (12) Maintaining SAMMS Selected Weapons Systems Table.

   (13) Performing High Dollar Review and Coordinating results with the submitting activity when requirements appear excessive.

   (14) Processing file maintenance actions returned by other operating elements.

  b.  The Chief, Technical Services Division, is responsible for:

    (1) Making all technical decisions on SSR items when required in support of item entry control performed by cataloging personnel.

    (2) Determining the availability of alternate/substitute items which can be offered to SSR submitters, and rejecting supply support for those items which can be coded only to DLA for management through the permissive coding procedures of DoD 4140.26-M, Defense Integrated Materiel Management Manual for Consumable Items, Volume I, Commodity Oriented Items.

  c.  The Chief, Logistics Data Division, is responsible for:

    (1) Screening part numbers for which stock numbers are not available, for validity/proper format.

    (2) Rejecting supply support for invalid part numbers, items having insufficient technical data for Type 2 item identification, items tentatively classified to an FSC not managed by the DSC, or containing superseded/obsolete manufacturer's part/drawing numbers or Military specification/standard references, and items with conflicting CAGE/part numbers.

    (3) Preparing all Federal Item Identifications (FIIs) required to obtain stock numbers for accepted nonstock numbered SSRs and submitting additional reference numbers received in accordance with DoD 4100.39-M.

    (4) Processing the report produced by the Technical Subsystem containing provisioning items which meet support decisions.  These reports consist of three separate Technical Subsystem products:

      (a) F-311 Report, TIR NSN Replies, appendix F-311, which contains the replies to NSN interrogations of the Total Item Record (TIR).

      (b) F-313 Report, Reference Number and CAGE Replies, appendix

F-313, which contains replies to Reference Number/CAGE interrogations of the TIR.

      (c) F-440 Report, replies to SMSF Interrogations, appendix F-440.  

    (5) Ensuring the quality of new FIIs for format and completeness prior to transmission to DLSC for NSN assignment.

    (6) Transmitting new FIIs to DLSC.

  d.  The Chief, Technical Data Management Division, is responsible for:

    Reviewing Report F-26 (Logistics Reassignment Losses) to determine items involved in Logistics Reassignment Projects and the subsequent manual transfer (mailing) of all related technical data to the GIM.

  e.  The Chief, Office of Telecommunications and Informations Systems (OTIS), is responsible for:

    (1) Preparing a list of each SSR package and forwarding the listing with the original SSRs and computer produced YD series EAM cards to the PCO.  

    (2) Converting Supply Support Request data (PDSSRs and LISSRs) to tape for computer processing.

    (3) Establishing and maintaining the prescribed provisioning subsystem files.

    (4) Processing manual input.

    (5) Providing mechanized outputs to the provisioning subsystem.  

    (6) Furnishing provisioning subsystem automated inputs and outputs to other SAMMS subsystems.

    (7) Mechanically checking all KUE actions against Federal Supply Class Table 80 to determine those KUE actions that reflect Integrated Material Manager (IMM) change.  Forwarding KUE actions reflecting IMM change to the Provisioning Subsystem.

    (8) Updating FSC management responsibility on FSC Table 80 for KUE actions reflecting FSC IMM change.

    (9) Mechanically changing the Advice Code on the retained applicable PCHF records to YC or YK.  Recording the activity code of the GIM on the retained PCHF record.  Retaining modified PCHF record in the PCHF.

   (10) Purging tranferred AAC J records from the PCF.

   (11) Accessing, by the Distribution Subsystem, of the Logistics Reassignment Record Data File (monthly) to obtain impacted PCHF and AAC J records.  These records are recorded on magnetic tape for transfer (mail) to the GIM.
