              PROCESSING PROVISIONING INPUT EXCEPTIONS LIST



1.  PURPOSE 



  a.  This appendix is applicable to chapter 4 and prescribes the precedures for processing Provisioning Input Exceptions List, appendix F-200, which results from the processing of Supply Support Requests (SSRs) containing invalid data.  



  b.  The following exceptions exist as a result of noncompliance with the mandatory data elements as defined in DoD 4140.26-M, Volume I, required for submission of Provisioning Program Data Supply Support Request (PDSSR) and Provisioning Line Item Supply Support Request (LISSR):  



    (1) PDSSRs and/or LISSRs for which mechanical records cannot be established due to invalid control data elements, i.e., Activity Code (AC) From, Provisioning Control Code (PCC), Date of Request (DOR), Item Serial Number (ISN) or other mandatory control data fields.  Omission or invalid data detected in any one of the fields will preclude the establishment of Provisioning Control File (PCF) records.  



    (2) CWA, CFR, CXF, CXG, CXK records cannot be established because they are not accompanied with a CXA, CXB or CXC record.  Will preclude the establishment of PCF records.



  c.  The unprocessed records are listed and forwarded to the Logistics Support Branch as the Provisioning Input Exceptions List, F-200 Report.  Each transaction (line) which fails to meet the edit criteria will appear on the     F-200 with an associated message and Action Taken/Advice Code indicating the condition for rejection (appendix A-5 defines/explains the Action Taken/Advice Codes).  



NOTE:    The term Provisioning as used in this appendix applies to both provisioning and nonprovisioning Supply Support Requests.

�3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 



  The Directorate of Technical Operations is the element of primary responsibility.  



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 



  Technicians, Logistics Support Branch will:



  a.  Receive two copies of Provisioning Input Exceptions List, F-200 Report.



  b.  Review the Provisioning Input Exceptions List, and, based on the content of the exception message and the Action Taken/Advice Code, determine those items excepted because of invalid control data elements.  



  c.  Obtain the correct control data, if available, by reference to   F-210 Report or from the submitting activity.  



    (1) Those items which can be reconstructed with correct control data will be reintroduced into the system (refer to appendices B-400 and    B-401).  



    (2) In instances where correct control data is not available or cannot be determined, contact the submitting activity for clarification.  



  d.  Reconstruct and reinput the corrected control data based on information furnished by the submitting activity.  



  e.  If control data is insufficient or not available from F-210 Report, return items (via the F-200 listing) for correction and resubmission to the DSC.



  f.  DICs CXG and/or CXK, excepted because of missing/invalid data other than control data elements will also be reviewed to determine reason for exception.  



    (1) If possible to correct from data on hand, reconstruct and reinput (refer to appendix B-401).  



    (2) If data on hand is insufficient to correct, coordinate with the submitting activity to obtain the desired data.  



      (a) If the submitting activity provides the desired data, reconstruct and reinput.  



      (b) If the submitting activity cannot provide the desired data, prepare and submit a YDA (appendix B-420) transaction using ATC 36, and providing the narrative explanation of the reason for reject.

�  g.  When CWA, CFR, CXF, CXG or CXK is received without a matching CXA, CXB or CXC record or when the Provisioning Controls on the CXT do not match an existing PCF/PCHF Record the provisioning application will generate ATC 51 (internal use only).  When ATC 51 is generated the Logistics Support Branch has the option to forward the F-200 Report, with an explanation, to the submitting activity.



  h.  When CWA with missing/invalid data (E/I NSN Name/PCC/CAGE/A/C From) will appear on the F-200 identified by A/C 52 (internal use only).  Those elements that can be corrected/changed will be reintroduced into the system (refer to appendix B-403).  If correct elements cannot be obtained (mail CWA back to the submitting A/C Form).
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
