               PROCESSING PROVISIONING CONTROL FILE AGING REPORT



1.  PURPOSE 



  This appendix provides instructions for processing the Provisioning Control File (PCF) Aging Report, appendix F-205, produced as a result of Line Item Supply Support Requests (LISSRs) remaining on file beyond the timeframes established for file maintenance.  The report is cumulative, generated each provisioning cycle until input of the proper file maintenance action.  The report contains four parts:  



  a.  PART I.  Contains items with reference to the 25-day advice as follows:  



    (1) P/N w/OF REG - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OF not acceptable - transaction has been regenerated.



    (2) P/N w/YM REG - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OL not acceptable - transaction has been generated.



    (3) INT REG - Reply to LVA interrogation other than YDH/OF/OL not acceptable - transaction has been regenerated.



    (4) P/N w/OF IMC - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OF passed to IMC/IMC classification.  (KNA received by Provisioning.)



    (5) P/N w/YM IMC - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OL passed to IMC/IMC classification.  (KNA received by Provisioning.)



    (6) PASS IMC - Reply to LVA interrogation other than YDH/OF/OL passed to IMC classification.  (KNA received by Provisioning.)



    (7) P/N w/OF TIR - Part Number (Provisioning File Maintenance input with ATC OF creating LVA for NSN).



    (8) P/N w/YM TIR - Part Number (Provisioning File Maintenance input with ATC OF creating LVA for NSN).



    (9) TIR/INT - Interrogation to DLSC.



    (10) P/N w/OF F-304 - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OF and the first followup is not acceptable F-304 output to PCO.



    (11) P/N w/YM F-304 - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OL and the first followup is not acceptable F-304 output to PCO.



    (12) REF F-304 - Reply to LVA interrogation other than YDH/OF/OL and the first followup is not acceptable F-304 output to PCO.

�    (13) P/N w/OF __ __ - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OF not acceptable, record suspended in the Provisioning Control File.  The last two positions indicate DLSC Return Action Code, DoD 4100.39M, Volume 10, Chapter 2.



    (14) P/N w/YM __ __ - Reply to LVA interrogation YDH/OL not acceptable, record suspended in the Provisioning Control File.  The last two positions indicate DLSC Return Action Code, DoD 4100.39M, Volume 10, Chapter 2.



    (15) SYS PROB REV - Reply to LVA interrogation received twice with Violation Reason Code 25.  Possible system problem.



    (16) PN-NSN CD - Generated an F-222 Provisioning File Maintenance List. 



    (17) NO. DAYS - The above items will appear with an entry under this column heading.  If data is prefixed with A, the number of days shown represents the number of days left before the item becomes delinquent (25-day advice).  If date is prefixed with D, the number of days shown represents the number of days the item is delinquent (25-day advice).



NOTE:  Some items prefixed with D, appearing on this list, are not actually delinquent in that initial advice had been forwarded to the submitter and NSN has subsequently been identified.



  b.  PART II.  Aging items which have not yet become delinquent.  These items are identified by the applicable Document Control Numbers and the number of days remaining before they become delinquent (NSN required date) is indicated in the NO. DAYS column.



  c.  PART III.  Delinquencies which indicate the Dates NSN Required have passed, but no NSNs have been received.  These items are identified by the applicable Document Control Numbers, and the number of days delinquent is indicated in the NO. DAYS column. 



  d.  PART IV.  Contains items, by DCN, for which segments B and H data have been suspended in the Technical Subsystem for at least 15 days and for which no cataloging action with matching DCN has been processed.

  The Directorate of Technical Operations is the office of primary responsibility.



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS



  a.  Technicians, Logisitics Support Branch, will:



    (1) Receive the PCF Aging Report Parts I, II, III and IV from the Office of Telecommunications and Information Systems after each provisioning cycle.  The PCF Aging Report F-205 is a daily report.  Each item appearing on the report will be printed on each report until released through the input of proper file maintenance.  The report therefore may be processed once each week, retaining other reports for information only.  If this procedures is adopted, the report should be processed the same day each week.



    (2) Review the items on the report and process as follows:



      (a) PART I.  Process items in accordance with the messages printed in the Remarks column as follows:

        2.  P/N w/YM REG

        4.  P/N w/OF IMC



          Maintenance Date + 25 days, Review; DLSC for backlog, F-304 and F-325.

          Maintenance Date + 25 days, Review; DLSC for backlog, F-304 and F-325.



        6.  PASS IMC



          Maintenance Date + 25 days, Review; DLSC for backlog, F-304 and F-325.

      (b) PART II.  When received, review items in part II immediately to determine whether items were submitted to DLSC or NSNs were identified through screening:



         1.   If items were identified through screening, locate applicable PIHE and process in accordance with appendix E-404 P.

�         2.   If NSN request has not been submitted to DLSC, depending on the number of days left (not to exceed 10 days), expedite transmittal to DLSC or obtain NSN through emergency procedures.  When emergency procedures are used, the Document Control Number used to input the NSN to the PCF must be the DCN assigned originally by the computer and contained in the Provisioning File Maintenance Transaction.



      (c) PART III.  When received, review items immediately to determine whether items were submitted to DLSC or NSNs were identified through 

screening.



         1.   If NSNs were identified through screening, locate applicable PIHE and process in accordance with appendix E-404 P.



         2.   If items cannot be identified or SSR has not been rejected, excluding those SSRs for which YL/YQ offers have been made and rejected, follow- up with Cataloging Division to expedite transmittal to DLSC.  (Excluding those SSRs for which YL/YQ offers have been made and rejected.)



  b.  Technicians, Logistics Data Division/Cataloging Division will:



    (1) Receive PART IV when segments B and H data have been suspended in the Technical Subsystem for at least 15 days awaiting cataloging action with matching DCN.



    (2) Take necessary action to process either an NSN request (LN_ or LCP), or delete suspended data (YDX) in accordance with appendix B-223 of DLAM 4130.3, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 2, if the SSR was rejected subsequent to initial acceptance.
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
