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                   SUPPORTING LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT PROJECTS





1.  PURPOSE





  This appendix describes the procedure required for provisioning support of Logistics Reassignment (L-R) projects.  Specifically, provisioning is responsible for the automated transfer of impacted Provisioning Control History File (PCHF) records and Acquisition Advise Code J suspense records from the Losing Item Manager (LIM) to the Gaining Item Manager (GIM).

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENTS





  The Directorate of Supply Operations, Logistics Reassignment Monitor, is the office of primary responsibility for Logistics Reassignment projects.  Provisioning support of L-R projects is the responsibility of the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) and the Directorate of Supply Operations (DSO).  DTO and DSO responsibilities are coordinated with the L-R monitor.





4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS





  Provisioning support of L-R projects is mostly automated.  The only manual task involved is the forwarding of technical data from the LIM to the GIM, which is accomplished by personnel within the DTO, Technical Data Management Division.  Following are both the automated and manual procedures required for provisioning support of L-R projects:





  a.  Office of Telecommunications and Information Systems:





    (1) Receives KUE actions from DLSC and checks each action against FSC Table 80 to determine KUE actions with FSC Integrated Material Manager (IMM) changes.  Forwards KUE actions with FSC IMM changes to the Provisioning Subsystem.  Updates FSC Table 80 to reflect FSC IMM changes.





    (2) Provisioning Subsystem receives KUE actions with FSC IMM changes and searches the Provisioning Control History File for impacted records.   Impacted PCHF records are recorded in the Logistics Reassignment Record Data File pending transfer to the GIM.  Also, searches the Provisioning Control File for impacted Acquisition Advice Code (AAC) J suspense records.  Impacted PCHF and AAC J suspense records are also recorded in the Logistics Reassignment 





Record Data File pending transfer to the GIM.

    (3) Retains a modified version of the transferred PCHF records in the LIMs PCHF.  The modifications are the addition of the Activity Code of the Gaining Item Manager and the changing of the Advice Code to YC or YK.  Purges impacted AAC J suspense records from the PCF.


    (4) Generates Report F-26 (Logistic Reassignment Losses) to the DSO, DTO and DC/P identifying items involved in Logistics Reassignments.





    (5) Upon receipt of an ATC YE from the IMC Application, Provisioning generates ZRP and/or WS1 notifications of new/additional demands to the Requirements Subsystem.  Also, generates a notification (CX1) to the submitting service informing them of the support action.





  b.  DTO, Technical Data Management Division:





    (1) Receives and reviews Report F-26 to identify items involved in a Logistic Reassignment, for which technical data must be forwarded to the GIM.





    (2) Forwards applicable technical data, by mail, to the GIM.  If applicable, retains copy of some or all technical data for use by LIM.





    (3) Retains Report F-26 indefinitely.
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
