              (Supplementation is permitted at all levels.)

     The Standard Automated Materiel Management Systems (SAMMS) Technical Operations Procedures manual contains the operating policies, rules and procedures covering the maintenance of the SAMMS Technical and Logistics Subsystem with support for Acquisition Management, Requirements Determination, and Asset Management Subsystems.  This manual is prepared and maintained by the Defense Logistics Support Command (DLSC) Systems Integration Office, DSIO-MS, and published under the direction of the Defense Logistics Support Command, Executive Director, Logistics Management Technical Services Group (DLSC-LE).

     The manual is published in twelve parts.  The purpose of this part is to provide uniform general support for maintaining the Provisioning Subsystem for SAMMS.

     Each part of the manual is mandatory for use by all Defense Supply Centers (DSCs) participating in SAMMS.  4The DSCs may, where required, issue supplementary instructions related to and consistent with the policies and procedures established by DLSC-LE.  One copy of each supplementary instruction will be furnished to HQ DLA, ATTN:  DLSC-LE, and DLSC Systems Integration Office, ATTN:  DSIO-MS.

     This revision contains the latest procedural changes caused by implementation of various System Change Requests (SCR) to the SAMMS and incorporates them in the January 2000 Publication of the Defense Logistics Agency Publications System (DLAPS).

     In 1988, DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 4 was created for the sole purpose of documenting the Provisioning (Supply Support Request) Subsystem.  At that time, not all appendices from DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix B, that applied to the Provisioning Subsystem were moved, or deleted.  With the movement of these appendices and the deletion of others, along with the updating of the appropriate Indexes, both manuals were update.

     Changes are indicated by bold/italicized type.
