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    PROCESSING CATALOG CHANGES TO THE REQUIREMENTS AND DISTRIBUTION 

                               SUBSYSTEMS

SECTION I - GENERAL

248101 - PURPOSE

  The purpose of this chapter is to prescribe procedures for the processing of catalog changes emanating from the DLSC Defense Logistics Information System (DLIS) and passed to the Distribution and Requirements Subsystems.

248102 - SCOPE

  These procedures are applicable to DSO and limited to the Distribution and Requirements Subsystems.  Other subsystems will provide separate documentation in their applicable publications.

248104 - BACKGROUND

  Catalog actions affecting the Requirements and Distribution Subsystems generally fall into three major categories:

  a.  Catalog actions which are coordinated with all recorded using activities, and submitted to Defense Logistics Services Center (DLSC) for update of the Total Item Record (TIR).  The DLSC outputs from these actions are passed to the DSCs for updating DSC files.  Some examples of these actions are:

    (1) NSN or FSC changes.

    (2) Changes in standardization codes based on fully coordinated Military Supply Standards (MSS).

    (3) New items entering the system as a result of provisioning.

    (4) New items entering the system as a result of NSN assignment to CAGE and Part Numbers determined to be Contractor Operated Parts Depot (COPAD) type items.

  a.  Cancellation of an NSN with or without a replacing NSN.

  b.  Catalog actions that are posted to the DSC Files, which are initiated by IMs, and other DSC personnel.  Actions which are passed to DLSC by the DSC for TIR update:

    (1) Supply Status Code Changes initiated IAW DLAR 4140.52.  See appendix E-413 P, this volume.

    (2) Fully coordinated logistics reassignments IAW chapter 8.

    (3) Establishment of DEMIL Codes for existing NSNs.

    (4) UI changes, including conversion factors initiated IAW DLAR 4140.59.  See appendix E-295 P, this volume.

    (5) Unit price changes initiated by pricing analysts IAW DLAM 7000.2.

    (6) Addition, changes, or deletion of Phrase Codes for DSC-managed items IAW DoD 4100.39-M, Appendix 3-E-2.76.

    (7) Changes to shelf-life (i.e., quantity per unit pack, reparability code and the like) initiated as a result of item review.

  c.  Changes in using activities as a result of processing IMC actions IAW chapter 46.  See appendix B-102.  Changes as a result of processing IMC actions are passed to DLSC for update of the TIR, DoD 4100.39-M.  Some examples are:

    (1) Change in management from a Service or other DoD activity to a DSC.

      (a) Initial establishment for DSC management.

      (b) Adding a user to an existing DSC-managed item.

    (2) An adopt or reactivate action in which the Service is requesting supply support.

      (a) Initial establishment for DSC management.

      (b) Adding a user to an existing DSC-managed item.

248105 - RESPONSIBILITY

  a.  FLIS is responsible for establishing, maintaining, and making available pertinent catalog changes to the Distribution and Requirements Subsystems.  

  b.  FLIS is also responsible for establishing, maintaining, and making available, logistics transfer data for use in the processing of logistics transfer as portrayed in chapter 8.

  c.  The Distribution and Requirements Subsystems, monitored by DSO, are responsible for accepting and processing catalog changes to appropriate files and records.  These subsystems will generate appropriate output for notification of immediate follow-on actions, as well as create appropriate financial transactions for output to the Financial and Procurement Subsystems.  Refer to chapter 28 for processing guidelines.

SECTION II - PROCESSING CATALOG CHANGE ACTIONS

248201 - CATALOG CHANGE NOTIFICATIONS

  a.  Notice of catalog changes is made to the Requirements and Distribution Subsystems with the Catalog Change Notification DIC ZRY (appendix B-241).

  b.  Changes in the data elements in the Catalog Management Segment (Segment H) of the Total Item Record will be accomplished by processing Catalog Management Document IAW appendix E-413 P.  

  c.  Changes of selected data elements will result in internal notification to the Requirements and Distribution Subsystems, via DIC ZRY transactions.

248202 - CATALOG CHANGE PROCESSING DATES: GENERAL CRITERIA 

  a.  Generally, changes to the catalog Management Data Segment (Segment H) of the TIR will be posted to the Requirements and Distribution Subsystems 45-75 days prior to the catalog effective publication date.

  b.  Catalog Change Notification, DIC ZRY, will be processed to update the following files:

    (1) NIR.

    (2) Due-In File.

    (3) Backorder File.

    (4) Logistics Reassignment Gain File (LRGF).

    (5) SCF.

    (6) Stratification History File.

    (7) Standard Pricing File.

    (8) Active Contract File.

    (9) Active Purchase Request File.

   (10) Weapon System Data Base (WSDB).

  c.  Forty-five days prior to Catalog Publication Effective Date.

    Catalog Notifications, DIC ZRY, with Type of Change Codes CC, RA, RB, DD, DW, DM, DP, and DQ will be processed to the NIR in order to identify any conflicts.  These conflicting data will printout as a listing of Selected Catalog Changes Requiring Family Group Review IAW appendix F-88.

  d.  On the Catalog Publication Effective Date, all applicable files are updated to include:

    (1) Posting of Type of Change/NIR Key Code and effective date.

    (2) Posting of NIR Key Code D_ to LRGF for those NSNs with a Type LR Code.

    (3) Initiation of Item closeout action, if appropriate.

    (4) Initiation assignment of data elements and recomputation of quantitative levels, as appropriate.

  e.  NIR Key Code D_ NSNs (other than DL, DM, DP, DQ, and DR) retained on the record after the effective date of deletion, will be subject to a mechanical purge 365 days (one year) from date of the Key Code D_ assignment.  Deleted NSNs with assets, backorders or dues-in recorded 

will be retained on the record but status advice will be mechanically provided MSO, DSO in the form of applicable F-109 NIR Printouts, F-184 Due-In File Printouts or  F-997 Backorder Inquiry Printout for review, approval and/or corrective action as required.  Printouts from this mechanical NIR purge will be identified by ORC 89 (appendix A-56).

        1.  The existing NIR Key Code is PN or PG (which will be changed to C_).  Note C_ = space.  C_ indicates a new item in the system for which no catalog changes have been made and in the instance of Key Code PN, indicates the Catalog Effective Date has not been reached.

        2.  The existing NIR Key Code is PF (which will be changed to CF).  Applicable to DCSP only.

NOTE 1:  Where quantity fields do not convert evenly, regardless of type of change code, the following criteria will apply:  (1) Downward adjustments will be made to assets and backorders.  Backorders will not be adjusted to less than 1; (2)  Upward adjustments will be made to recorded requirements, computed levels of the SCF, the stratification history records and due-in. Whenever the Due-In File reflects a quantity to be converted in Condition Code L, the additional unit will be recorded in Condition Code A.

NOTE 2:  When the Distribution Due-In File record is updated with a SUP change, the ACF and the APRF will be updated directly.  If the DIF indicates an open purchase request record for the following Type Due-In Code (TDIC) combination, a DIC YUA financial adjustment transaction will be created for the Financial Subsystem:

      (a) Post applicable Type of Change Code and Effective Date in the Catalog Change Code/Effective Date fields in the header portion of the SCF.

      (b) The applicable DIC ZRY transactions will be processed in Weapon System Data Base (WSDB) Processing, for those catalog changes applicable to deleted items having Weapon System applications.

      (c) Produce Standard Supply Control Study, appendix F-167, Reason Code DD and furnish to the DSO.

    (2) Processing Actions - 30/45 days prior to Catalog Publication Effective Date.

      Determine if any conflicts remain in the Stock Management Family Membership and remove the involved NSNs from the records.  Any cross-references to be reestablished will be reinput by the IM, IAW chapter 27, part I.

    (3) Processing Action - On the Catalog Effective Date:

      (a) Update the following data elements in the NIR:

        1.  Post applicable NIR Key Code (same as Type of Change Code) and Catalog Effective Date in the respective fields of the Catalog Section.

        2.  Post a Future Supply Status Code of N in the FSSC field of the Catalog Section.

        3.  Post applicable MILSTRIP Status Code (appendix A-12) corresponding to Type of Change Code (appendix A-94) in the Catalog Status field of the Catalog Section.

        4.  Overlay an N in the Manager Review Code field in the Catalog Section.

        5.  For DPSC-C&T, overlay a constant 10000 in the Procurement Group Code (PGC) field of the Management Section.

      (b) Post NIR Key Code in the Logistics Reassignment Gain File (LRGF).

      (c) Determine if there are on-hand assets (other than Condition L or Service/Agency-owned Stock) and if there are backorders (MILSTRIP Status Code BB).  If there are, assets and backorders will be retained until the backorders are filled or canceled.  Produce NIR print, appendix F-109, and Requisition Control/Status File Print, appendix    F-114, with Reason for Inquiry KC D_ W/STK O H&B O.  Furnish the F-109 and F-114 to ORC 92, Inventory Management Division, DSO, for processing IAW chapter 42, part 1.

      (d) If there are backorders (MILSTRIP Status Code BB) with no assets on hand (other than Condition L or Service-owned Stock), cancel the backorders.  Furnish Supply Status, DIC AE_, appendix B-11 to the appropriate status recipient(s) with applicable Status Code as follows:

      (e) If there are on-hand assets (other than Condition L or Service/Agency-Owned Stock) and no BB backorders, mechanically create a DIC ZLC, Recommended Disposal Directive, appendix B-31.  Process the DIC ZLC, which includes generation of DIC D7J, Issue Transaction, appendix   B-2, to issue materiel to the Reutilization and Marketing Office (RMO) and DIC A5J, Disposal Release Order, appendix B-32, to transfer materiel to DRMO.

      (f) If there is Condition L or Service/Agency-owned Stock, the materiel will remain recorded in the Asset Balance Section of the NIR.  Assets will remain visible until all on-hand quantities are depleted.

      (g) When a due-in exists, the Due-In Record and NIR will remain on file until receipt transactions are received.  Upon receipt, assets will mechanically process to accountable records and simultaneous disposal action will be taken.

      (h) The System Entry Date will be removed from SCF.

      (i) When all of the above conditions for record closeout have been met:

        1.  Supply Control with all trailers are initially coded for closeout; and then purged when the CED is greater than 60 days in the past.

        2.  NIRs with Key Code of DM, DP and DQ posted will be retained and the NIR will reflect data in the Catalog and Management Sections.

        3.  NIRs with Key Code of DD posted will be purged from the NIR when CED is greater than 365 days in the past.

        4.  NIRs with Key Code of DW posted will be deleted from the NIR and written onto the NIR DELETED ITEM SUSPENSE TAPE when the CED is greater than 365 days in the past.  The records are purged from the Suspense Tape when the CED is in excess of three years in the past.

        5.  Stratification History and Supply Management History are purged.

  c.  TYPE OF CHANGE CODE DL - Cancel Use (superseded by).

    (1) Processing Action - 180 days prior to the Catalog Publication Effective Date:

      (a) Post Type of Change Code DL and the effective date in the Catalog Change Code/Effective Date fields in the header portion of the SCF.

      (b) Determine if there are Weapon Systems recorded in the SCF, and if so, generate Weapon Item Data Status Transactions, DIC WS3 (appendix B-148) with Status Code CD (appendix A-57) and furnish to the Service; post Status Code in the Weapon System Item File.  When generating the Status Transaction, the superseding NSN will be entered in pos. 8-20 rather than the NSN submitted in the original Weapon Item Data Transaction, DIC WS1.  (This is necessary for compatibility with Status Code being furnished.)

      (c) Produce Standard Supply Control Study, appendix F-167, Reason for Study Code DD and furnish to the DSO.

    (2) Processing Action - 45 days prior to the Catalog Publication Effective Date.

      Determine if any conflicts remain in the Stock Management Family Membership and remove the involved NSNs from the records.  Any cross-references to be reestablished will be reinput by the IM, IAW chapter 27, part 1.

    (3) Processing Action - On the Catalog Effective Date:

      (a) For DPSC-C&T, overlay a constant 10000 in the NIR PGC field.

      (b) Post NIR Key Code DL, Catalog Effective Date, and superseding NSN in the applicable fields of the Catalog Section of the NIR.  Post a Future SSC of N in the FSSC field of the NIR Catalog Section.

      (c) Post NIR Key Code DL in the LRGF for those NSNs with a Type LR Code.

      (d) Post Status Code CJ in the Catalog Status Code field, Catalog Section of the NIR.

      (e) Overlay Manager Review Code field of NIR with Code N.

      (f) Determine if there are on-hand assets (other than Condition L or Service/Agency-Owned Stock) and if there are backorders (MILSTRIP Status Code BB).  If there are, assets and backorders will be retained until the backorders are filled or canceled.  Produce NIR print, appendix F-109, and Requisition Control/Status File Print, appendix    F-114 with Reason for Inquiry KC DL W/STK O H & B O.  Furnish the F-109 and F-114 to ORC 92, Inventory Management Division, DSO, for processing IAW appendix F-170 P.

      (g) If there are backorders (MILSTRIP Status Code BB) with no assets on hand (other than Condition L or Service-owned Stock) cancel the backorders.  Furnish Supply Status, DIC AE_, appendix B-11 with Status Code CJ to the appropriate status recipient(s).

      (h) If there are on-hand assets (other than Condition L or Service/Agency-Owned Stock) and no BB backorders, mechanically create a DIC ZLC, Recommended Disposal Directive, appendix B-31.  Process the ZLC which includes generation of DIC D7J, Issue Transaction, appendix B-2, to issue materiel to the Reutilization and Marketing Office (RMO) and DIC A5J, Disposal Release Order, appendix B-32, to transfer materiel to DRMO.

      (i) If there is Condition L or Service/Agency-Owned Stock, the materiel will remain recorded in the Asset Balance Section of the NIR.  Assets will remain visible until all on hand quantities are depleted.

      (j) When a due-in exists, the Due-In Record and NIR will remain on file until receipt transactions are received.  Upon receipt, assets will mechanically process to accountable records and simultaneous disposal action will be taken.

      (k) When there are no due-in, Condition L, or Service/Agency-Owned assets recomputation of certain data elements is required to close out requirements and distribution records.  This is necessary because the superseding NSN is not an exact duplicate of the canceled NSN and stocks cannot be consolidated.  However, requirements data can be consolidated in as much as the Services have agreed to accept the superseding NSN as a replacement for the canceled NSN.  Records outlined below will be closed out as indicated.

        1.  NIR - Close out all sections except the Catalog Section.  This section will remain open in order to relate any requisitions received for the canceled NSN to that of the new NSN.

        2.  Due-In File - Closeout.

        3.  Supply Control File - If change in UI is processed, requirements and demand data for the canceled NSN must be converted prior to recomputation and consolidation. 

NOTE:  After consolidation and recomputation of data elements, new levels will be computed and posted to the NIR.

        4.  Supply Management History - No action will be taken on this file.

        5.  Stratification History - Item will be deleted from this file.

        6.  Customer Returns History - Customer returns from the SCF will be transferred to this file and no action is required.

NOTE:  For additional recomputations see subparagraph 248203f(4) (Type of Change Code RA).

  d.  TYPE OF CHANGE CODE NG - New NSN as Result of Logistics Reassignment (Gains).

    (1) Processing Action - 120 days prior to Catalog Publication Effective Date: 

      (a) Create a record in the NIR.  A P will be placed in the first position of the NIR Key Code to indicate that the record is for a new item which has not yet reached its effective date.  A G will be placed automatically in the second position of the NIR Key Code (see appendix A-94) to identify the item as an Add resulting from a gain of management responsibility.  The balance of the new record consists of the following data elements:

        1.  For DPSC-C&T, overlay a constant 10000 in the NIR PGC field.

        2.  Place NIR Key Code DX in the NIR with effective date on the deleted NSN.

        3.  Post NIR Key Code DX in the LRGF for NIR Type LR Code K or L items.

        4.  Overlay of the Manager Review Code field in the NIR with Code N.

        5.  Create a dummy record for the new NSN, reflecting NIR Key Code DZ, and cross-reference to the deleted NSN.  This will be the only instance where an NIR record will reflect Key Code DZ and a cross-reference to another NSN, for the purpose of processing residual transactions.

        6.  If there is a Unit of Issue Change, all records will be converted.  Assets, backorders and due-in assets will be adjusted downward.  Backorders and due-in will not be adjusted to less than one.  Requirements and established levels will be adjusted upwards.  Appropriate gain/loss transactions, Inventory Adjustment Documents, DIC D8K/D9K will be prepared.

        7.  Physical Inventory Cancellation Transactions, DIC ZAR, appendix B-113, will be created for each NSN found to be under inventory.

    (4) On the effective date, assets on hand are decapitalized and all outstanding backorders are transferred.  The distribution records are closed upon completion of decapitalization of assets and transfer of all outstanding backorders provided there are not outstanding due-in.  If there are due-in assets, the Due-In File then will remain open until assets have been received and decapitalized.  When this has been accomplished the Distribution Subsystem will check the DOLA and if the DOLA is greater than one year, the gain file will be purged.

    (5) The DIC ZRR posts a CO (Closeout) in the Catalog Change Code field of the SCR and the records are subsequently closed.

248204 - CORRELATION OF CATALOG CHANGES

  A chart indicating the correlation of catalog changes to files affected and processing timeframes is furnished as appendix C-71.

248205 - PRECEDENCE OF CATALOG CHANGE CODES

  A table indicating the Type of Change Code that will take precedence when more than one Catalog Change Code has been received is furnished in appendix C-169.

248206 - UPDATING DEFENSE AUTOMATIC ADDRESSING SYSTEM

  Under the DLIS, DLSC will provide update data to the DAAS for the DSC.

248207 - UPDATING GOVERNMENT FURNISHED MATERIEL FILES

  a.  There are three files relating to Government Furnished Materiel (GFM) that will receive catalog changes.  These files are the Program Data Reference File and SAMMS Size Tariff File which will be updated on the effective date of the catalog change, and the GFM Cross-Reference File which will be updated daily.

  b.  There are three data elements on the Program Data Reference File that will be updated:  Units of Issue, Unit Price, and Item Name.

  c.  Data elements to be updated on the SAMMS Size Tariff File are the NSN, Replacing (Related) NSN, and Item Names.

  d.  Data elements to be updated on the GFM Cross-Reference File are the NSN and Replacing (Related) NSN.

  e.  These actions will not be accomplished by DIC ZRY transactions as in other files but will have as the source for the catalog changes the information that was contained in those DIC ZRY transactions.

  f.  The NSN will be changed by transactions containing Catalog Change Codes DD, DL, DM, DP, DQ, RA, RB, RL, or RM.  The Replacement (Related) NSN will be contained in transactions containing Catalog Change Codes DL, RA, RB, and RL.

  g.  The applicable file records will be deleted upon receipt of a transaction containing Catalog Change Codes DD, DM, DP, DQ, DW, or RM.  The applicable NSN will be changed to the Replacing (Related) NSN by transactions containing Catalog Change Codes DL, RA, RB, or RL.  Units of Issue, Unit Prices, and Item Names will be changed by transactions containing Catalog Change Code CC.

SECTION III - THE UNIT OF ISSUE IN MATERIEL MANAGEMENT

248301 - DEFINITIONS

  a.  End-User - That individual or organizational element authorized to use items of supply.  This is normally the terminal point in the logistics system at which action is initiated to obtain materiel required for the accomplishment of an assigned mission or task.

  b.  Nondefinitive Unit of Issue - A type of UI designation that does not indicate an exact quantity of volume, measurement, weight, or count, e.g., UIs such as Drum, Roll, Can, Box, Length.

  c.  Phrase Code K - A Catalog Management Data Notification (CMDN) Phrase Code that indicates an item has been assigned a nondefinitive UI, and specifies the content of that nondefinitive UI by a quantitative expression in terms of a Unit of Measurement.  A Phrase Code K entry must supplement each nondefinitive UI assigned.

  d.  Quantitative Expression - Whenever it is necessary to assign a nondefinitive UI designation to an item of supply, an expression in quantitative terms (length, weight, volume, count, e.g., 14 ft., 25 lbs., 5 gl., 2 dz.), will be developed and furnished the supported Service through the CMDN processes by application of Phrase Code K.

  e.  Unit of Issue - The term which denotes the physical measurement, the count, or when neither is applicable, the container or shape of an item for purposes of requisitioning by, and issue to, the end-user, and is that element of management data to which the Unit Price is ascribed.

  f.  Unit of Measure - The term which denotes a recognizable physical measurement (length, volume, weight) or count of an item, e.g., foot, gallon, pound, each, dozen, gross.

248302 - BACKGROUND

  a.  The three year long moratorium on UI changes imposed by ASD(I&L) was lifted within DLA on 16 November 1970.  At that time, the criteria and policies outlined in DoDI 4140.36, the UI in Materiel Management, were fully implemented by DLAR 4140.59, 17 Dec 1970.

  b.  The new UI policies prescribe actions to remedy and correct logistic problems which were considered to be directly attributable to UI assignment/changes.  The basic concept is that the practicability and the use of a UI is contingent upon an intelligent preevaluation and determination of the most appropriate UI when an item enters the DoD supply system, with an organized process for making UI Changes thereafter.

  c.  The UI has been established as an element of Materiel Management data of sufficient importance throughout DoD to warrant specific attention and control by all Materiel Managers.

  d.  Each item of supply must be assigned the most appropriate UI designation initially, and the integrity of the original assignment will be maintained through continued control and surveillance.

  e.  All proposed changes to an established UI must be fully justified and coordinated with all recorded Service Retail managers of the item.

  f.  A previous universal field complaint was the lack of information to express in quantitative terms the contents of nondefinitive UIs such as Box, Package, Drum, Roll.  The new criteria requires development of a Quantitative Expression to apprise requisitioning activities of the precise quantities included therein.  For example, the UI DRUM will be supplemented by a Quantitative Expression, e.g., 50 GL (gallons).  The Quantitative Expression will be identified by application of Phrase Code K through the CMDN process.  

  g.  The UI criteria authorizes usage of only 69 UI terms/designations versus the 181 formerly authorized.  Many UIs were eliminated while others were consolidated.  For example, UIs of Case, Carton, Tray, and Crate are no longer authorized, but were consolidated under the umbrella designation Box.  UI terms/designations authorized for assignment to items of supply are contained in appendix A-49.  Terms/designations are 

listed in two sequences:  Terms Referenced to Designations and Designations Referenced to Terms.  In addition to the terms/ designations, appendix A-49 provides a definition for each UI and includes application and qualifying guidelines for their assignment, and identifies with an asterisk (*) nondefinitive UIs requiring the assignment of a Quantitative Expression.  The authorized Unit of Measurement terms and designations to be used in conjunction with Quantitative Expressions are also listed in appendix A-49.

248303 - RESPONSIBILITIES

  a.  DTO will:

    (1) Review all new items of supply entering the DLA Supply System which are assigned nondefinitive UIs.  DTO will determine the validity and appropriateness of the UI prior to introduction of the item into the system.

    (2) Forward recommended changes resulting from above review to the Materiel Support Branch, MSO, DSO, for final approval and coordination.

    (3) Provide technical support and assistance as requested by DSO during UI reviews.

    (4) Research and develop quantitative contents for nondefinitive UIs to permit input by DSO of Phrase Code K data (Quantitative Expression).

    (5) Review proposed UI changes for adjustment of QUP, as appropriate.

  b.  The DSO (Materiel Support Branch, MSO) will:

    (1) Be the focal point at the DSC for all matters pertaining to the UI program.

    (2) Approve all proposed UI changes and will be the final authority in such matters.

    (3) Coordinate all proposed UI changes with appropriate DSC elements prior to initiating final coordination with recorded Service Retail Managers.

    (4) Originate/Review all DLIS Segment H or R worksheets (DLA Form 1337 or 1336) for UI changes, coordinating with other DSC elements as required.  Assure that the DLA Form contains an  accurate UI Quantitative Expression in Unit of Measurement terms to clarify the contents of nondefinitive UIs, and a revised UP.

  c.  The Comptroller (Standard Pricing Activity, Budget Division) will:

    (1) Upon receipt of DLA Form 1337 or 1336 from the DSO coordinator, perform price reviews to determine whether or not the UI changes require simultaneous price changes.

    (2) Return the DLA Form to the DSO coordinator after entering the appropriate data in the UP fields.

248304 - POLICY

  a.  The DoD 4100.39-M, Appendix 3-E-2.48, is the source of the terms and corresponding codes, which are authorized for use in the assignment of the UI to an item of supply and the development of a Quantitative Expression, when appropriate.  DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-49, will be maintained in a current status to provide ready reference to UI terms/ designations/definitions authorized in DoD 4100.39-M, Appendix 3-E-2.48.

  b.  The UI term/designation assigned to an item of supply will be determined primarily on the basis of practicability and usefulness to the materiel application, requisitioning, and accounting function of the end-user.  There will be only one UI assigned to an item of supply within the DoD at any one time.

  c.  All items of supply entering the DLA Supply System under the provisions of DoD 4140.26-M, DLAR 4235.3, and DLAR 4140.34 will be subjected to a review to determine validity of the UI.

  d.  The UI assigned to an item upon entering the DoD Supply System shall not be changed by the responsible materiel manager without adequate justification and only after coordination with all recorded Service Retail Managers.  When a UI change is approved, the conversion factor, UP changes (when applicable) and QUP shall be disseminated concurrently with the UI change action to permit records adjustment throughout the DoD Supply System on a universal effective date.

  e.  Whenever it is necessary to assign a nondefinitive UI term/designation to an item of supply, a quantitative expression, e.g., volume, linear measure, weight, count, of its contents shall be made readily available in appropriate reference and format, e.g., Management Data List (MDL), to all end-users on or before the effective date.  This will be accomplished by application of Phrase Code K data through the CMDN process.  Under DLIS, DLSC will pass MDL data to end-users.

248305 - UNIT OF ISSUE ASSIGNMENT CRITERIA AND GUIDELINES

  a.  Criteria 1 - Unit of Measure.  Inasmuch as the Unit of Measure (U/M) denotes a universally recognizable physical measurement (length, volume, weight), e.g., foot, gallon, pound, or count (each, dozen, gross) of an item, it is in terms most commonly used and understood throughout the DoD Logistics System.  To adopt the U/M as the UI is the most satisfactory assignment from the standpoint of the end-user.  This factor shall be afforded first priority in the UI assignment process.

  b.  Criteria 2 - End Item Application.  Although related to Criteria 1 above, this criteria is directed primarily to HOW THE ITEM IS USED in a specific maintenance or repair operation, or HOW THE ITEM IS CONSUMED, if referring to general-use commodities.  For example, certain bearings, oil rings, are normally installed in matched pairs or multiples to ensure future performance and reliability of the end item undergoing repair or modification.  The UI assignment shall accommodate this multiple maintenance application and be expressed in a corresponding count of the item.  If it is determined that the item is an integral part of a set or kit, the UI shall be assigned in the smallest quantitative value possible, preferably a U/M.

  c.  Criteria 3 - Packaged for Issue.  Whenever an item of supply, e.g., paint, chemical, gas, is characterized by a specific packaging requirement because of its physical or chemical behavior, the type and size of containers become an element of item identification for cataloging purposes and are reflected throughout the Federal Catalog System.  Different sizes and container shapes for the same item are each assigned a different NSN.  A Packaged for Issue entry in the Federal Catalog Item Identification Record shall be used as a criteria for the assignment of an identical UI.

  d.  Criteria 4 - Unit Standard Price.  The unit standard price becomes a criteria for assigning the UI when the cost of an individual item is less than one cent.  Unit standard price is not expressed in the DoD Supply System in mills.  Therefore, sufficient quantity of an item should be contained in a unit package to equal a value of at least one cent.  The UI thus assigned should denote the quantity in the minimum unit package established.

  e.  Criteria 5 - Interchangeability and Substitutability (I&S).  All items included in a homogeneous group for item reduction and standardization code determinations are distinguished by similar characteristics of form, fit, and function, permitting I&S decisions.  Therefore, upon entry into the supply system, each new item susceptible to later standardization coding and I&S determinations shall be assigned a UI identical to other items possessing the same technical and physical characteristics and consistent with requirements prescribed under preceding Criteria 1 through 4, as appropriate.

  f.  Criteria 6 - Commercial Packaging Practices.  Commercial/Industry packaging specialists normally consider size, fragility, deterioration, cost, and projected QUANTITY PER CUSTOMER BUY in developing the commer-cial unit package, and the unit pack specifications for each item.  If industry has standardized on a quantity per unit package, certain economic advantages usually accrue at the wholesale procurement and distribution levels if the end-user can accommodate and utilize the established commercial unit package.  Commercial packaging, particularly when multiple items are contained therein, shall be considered a secondary criteria for assignment of the UI.

248306 - PROCEDURES

  a.  The Materiel Support Branch, MSO, DSO, will appoint a UI Coor-dinator to serve as the DSC contact with the Services for coordinating the approval of proposed UI changes.  The DSO coordinator will also serve as consultant/contact point with DTO, Inventory Managers, and Classification personnel on matters involving UI changes, and will review, control, approve, and/or prepare all requests for changes pertaining thereto.  The DSO Coordinator will be the final approving authority for all UI changes made by the DSC, and will be provided clerical/management/technical support, as required, to accomplish this assignment.

  b.  The DTO will review the UI for all new items of supply entering the DLA Supply Systems with nondefinitive UIs prior to introduction into computer records.  Items entering the system through Item Management Coding, Provisioning, CIC P and V are subject to initial review.

    (1) A Supply Support Request submitted by a Service (Provisioning) contains a U/M designation.  The U/M will normally be adopted as the initial UI.  If a UI discrepancy does arise, and there are no current DoD Materiel Managers recorded (users), the discrepancy will be resolved directly through Provisioning channels before input.  The formal coor-dination outlined in subparagraph 248303a(3) is not applicable since computer input establishes the initial assignment within DoD.  If a DoD Materiel Manager is registered with DLSC, formal UI coordination through the DSO coordinator is required.

    (2) Supply Support and Catalog Requests CIC P and V received from the Services will be reviewed for appropriateness of the UI.  If a change to the submitted UI is required, and there are no current DoD Materiel Managers recorded with DLSC, the proposed UI change will be coordinated directly with the SSRs submitter.  The formal coordination specified in paragraph 248303a(3) is not applicable since computer input of the SSR establishes the initial UI assignment within DoD.  If a DoD Materiel Manager is registered with DLSC, formal UI coordination through the DSO Coordinator is required.

    (3) Upon receipt of an Item Management Coding (IMC) action from a Service for an item not already centrally managed by the DSC, the UI, if nondefinitive, indicated on the IMC referral will be reviewed to ensure compliance with UI assignment criteria.  Any proposed change to the UI requires formal collaboration through the DSO Coordinator since the submitted UI has previously been established within that Service.  These IMC referrals will generally involve classification of items from Service management to DSC integrated management.

      The review of IMC Transactions and the coordination of any proposed UI change must be accomplished expeditiously to meet Item Management Classification timeframes established by DoD 4140.26-M.

    (4) During normal day-to-day procurement, identification, engineer-ing, and cataloging reviews, items will be exposed that indicate a change should be made to an established DSC UI.  The new UI criteria and guidelines, commodity experience, specifications, and item identifica-tion will be used in determining the appropriateness of the proposed UI change.  All recommended changes must comply with the policy outlined in subparagraph 248304b.

    (5) All proposed changes to previously established DSC UI must be referred to the DSO Coordinator for review and collaboration with the recorded Service Retail Managers.  These referrals must be accompanied by the following documentation to enable the DSO Coordinator to effectively review the proposal, determine the USERS involved, and forward for Service review/ approval based upon supporting justification developed and furnished by DTO technicians.

      (a) NIIN/PSCN Interrogation Search Replies (appendix F-311).

      (b) A UI Conversion Ratio (indicate when one-for-one).

      (c) A Quantitative Expression to clarify the contents of nondefinitive UIs (when applicable).

      (d) A concise statement of pertinent facts justifying the proposed change.

      (e) The Quantity Unit Pack applicable to the proposed UI.

      (f) Copy of DD Form 146 (Item Identification), when available.

  c.  Inventory Managers, Inventory Management Division, DSO, during normal day-to-day management reviews, will acquire information or expose items that require a UI  change.  Inventory Managers are not authorized to input any UI change into the DLIS.  All proposed UI changes must be fully coordinated with the DSO UI Coordinator (Materiel Support Branch) for review/approval of proposed action, and collaboration of the proposed change with the Services.  The Inventory Managers will furnish the following documentation for each UI proposal forwarded to the DSO Coordinator:

    (1) NIIN/PSCN Interrogation Search Replies (appendix F-311).

    (2) National Inventory Record (Report No. F-109).

    (3) A concise statement of pertinent facts justifying the proposed change.

    (4) Related supporting data required for UI changes (request assistance from DTO in developing these data):

      (a) UI conversion ratio to permit the development of a UI conversion factor.

      (b) A Quantitative Expression to clarify the contents of nondefinitive UIs (when applicable).

      (c) The Quantity Unit Pack applicable to the new UI.

  d.  The DSO UI Coordinator assigned within the MSO will review and approve all UI changes proposals referred by DTO or Inventory Managers and will collaborate, in advance, all changes with recorded Service Retail Managers.

  e.  Particular attention will be given to the definitions of approved UI terms (appendix A-49) in the applications of the terms to new items and changes of terms for currently managed items.  The restrictive wordings of some definitions (particularly those reflecting Use Only When: and Do Not Use IF:) must be tempered by the policy (subparagraph 248304b) and the Unit of Issue Assignment Criteria and Guidelines (paragraph 248305).  Regarding the latter, the listed  sequence bears no direct relationship to the priority of these criteria for final selec-tion; a UNIT OF MEASURE is the most satisfactory to assign, but only if it complies with the policy and meets all other tests of most appro-priate term.  Accordingly, the policy is predominant in all consider-ations:  The criteria, guidelines, and definitions are aids for complying with the policy.

  f.  The criteria for UI assignments emphasize utilization of physical measurement units.  However, due to end item application, packaging (because of physical or chemical behavior), characteristics of form/fit/function (interchangeability and substitutability), and commercial packaging practices, nondefinitive UIs changes must be accompanied by a Quantitative Expression to clarify their contents.

  g.  The DSO UI coordinator will:

    (1) Review all UI changes proposed by DTO and Inventory Managers for existing items IAW the policy, criteria, and guidelines outlined in this section.  Be positive the most appropriate UI is being proposed.  If the justification/supporting data is inadequate to make a comprehensive review of the recommended change, the proposal will be returned to the originator for additional data.

    (2) All tentatively approved UI changes must be collaborated with/ and concurrence obtained from all DoD Materiel Manager USERS registered with DLSC.

      (a) Applicable DLSC Item Status entries (users) are identified as any DoD activity with Level of Authority (LOA) 06, 6A, 09, 26, 7D, 8D, 5D, 5G, 5H, 23, 22, or 67.  Activities with a federal cataloging interest only in an item are excluded from collaboration.

      (b) Assignment of UI terms and designations to dual-managed items (e.g., an item managed by both a DSC and a Service) will be by mutual agreement.

      (c) UI change proposals will be forwarded to the designated UI contact point of the involved Service(s) for review/concurrence.  The following minimum essential data will be included with each transmittal:

        1.  NSN.

        2.  Item Name/Description.

        3.  Present UI.

        4.  If the above is a nondefinitive UI, furnish the Quantitative Expression.

        5.  Proposed UI.

        6.  If the proposed UI is nondefinitive, furnish the Quantitative Expression.

        7.  Present Unit Price.

        8.  Proposed Unit Price.

        9.  UI Conversion Factor applicable to the change.

       10.  Users.

       11.  Previous UI changes made for this item during the past 12 months.

       12.  Justification for proposed UI change.

       13.  Quantity Unit Pack for the proposed UI.

    (3) Suspend a copy of each proposed UI change transmittal submitted to Service Retail Managers.  If approval/comments are not received within 15 working days, followup correspondence will be initiated.

      Forward to HQ DLA, ATTN:  DLA-OPL those conflicts that arise on UI assignments between the DSC and the Service(s) focal points and upon which agreement cannot be reached.  The DSC will provide appropriate supporting and background data to DLA-OPL to permit negotiation.  DLA-OPL will contact appropriate Service Supply Headquarters to obtain a mutually agreeable UI assignment.

    (4) When approval for a proposed UI change has been received from all involved Services, a DLA Form 1337 or 1336 will be initiated/ released to update the DLIS Segment H to result in the generation of CMDN data by DLSC.

      Ensure the DLA Form 1337 or 1336 contains, in addition to other required entries, the following:

      (a) A Quantitative Expression for nondefinitive UIs.  The Quantitative Expression entry will include a decimal locator (when applicable), quantity value, and a U/M.  Ensure that Phrase Code K is entered on the form.

      (b) A UI Conversion Factor to indicate the ratio of the current UI to the new UI.  A one-for-one ratio is required when applicable.

    (5) Review/resolve all UIs for DLA Form 1337 or 1336 actions that are computer rejected (DLSC Input Error Listing, appendix F-300 applies).

    (6) Serve as the DSC focal point for all matters pertaining to the UI program.  Referrals from DTO and DSO personnel will be accompanied by sufficient background and supporting data to permit an intelligent evaluation of the problem/change proposal.

  h.  Classification personnel, Materiel Support Branch, MSO, DSO, when processing Classification Reason Codes (CRCs) (F-84 Lists), and controlled IMC violations (F-122 Listing), will pay particular attention to the following IMC Classification or VRCs involving UIs.

    (1) CRC OF nondefinitive UI.  This code indicates the UI contained in the IMC Transaction is nondefinitive and IMC processing has been suspended in the computer pending the input of a Quantitative Expression.  A transaction with DIC YC3 and CRC OF will be also provided as products of the automated process attached underlining the involved line item entry.  The DSO request will precede the actual receipt of the technical data package from the losing activity and generally will require DTO contact with the submitting activity to obtain these data.  Retain the transaction with DIC YC3 until DTO provides the Quantitative Expression data.

      (a) Initiate followup action with DTO when reply has not been received within 10 working days.

      (b) Upon receipt of Quantitative Expression data from DTO, enter the information in the DIC YC3 transaction.  Forward the transaction to the DSO UI Coordinator for review and input.  The input of this missing entry will reactivate IMC processing of the item.

    (2) VRC AN, UI contained in IMC transaction is invalid, blank, or unmatched.  This violation will be output on a Controlled Violation Listing (F-122) for IMC prepared by the DSC, i.e., DIC CVJ.

248307 - GENERAL

  a. The DoD UI Study revealed that excessive and incorrect UI changes were being made and such changes were a major factor towards confusion and inaccurate practices, and were responsible for the generation of long supply and potential excess at the End-User level.  Think small UIs.  For example, if industry elects to change commercial packaging of oil filters from a single item to a box of 12 each, and the end item applications requires single usage, the most appropriate UI would still be EACH.  However, in other instances, where the end-user can accom-modate and utilize the Commercial Unit Package, it would be appropriate to establish the Commercial Unit Package as the UI, modified by a Quantitative Expression when applicable.

  b.  Care will be exercised to avoid making UI changes that effect the item supply concept of an NSN.  For example, if NSN A, UI EA, represents a hose with an effective length of 50 inches, the National Item Identification for that NSN contains this technical differentiating characteristic.  If conditions develop that the hose is no longer procurable except as bulk hose, the UI cannot be changed to Foot since NSN A represents a hose 50 inches long.  It would be necessary to establish a new item identification/NSN for the bulk hose and phase the effective length hose out of the system by applicable Phrase Code action.

  c.  The DSCs will assume full and final authority to effect UI assignments/changes IAW provisions of this section. Conflicts with the Services will be handled IAW paragraph 248306g(3)(a).

SECTION IV - UNIT PRICE REVISIONS

248401 - GENERAL

  The Office of the Comptroller is responsible for initiating price revisions per DLAM 7000.2.  However, if the IM has knowledge of UP discrepancy or error which may have an adverse effect on sales value, budgets, and stratification, contact will be made with the Office of the Comptroller.

248402 - PROCEDURES

  a.  The Inventory Management Specialist (IMS) will ordinarily be aware only of changes required because of customer complaint; and those having a serious and adverse impact on the Defense Stock Fund.

  b.  When the IMS is aware of a price requiring revision, he will call the Office of the Comptroller explaining the circumstances and the urgency of the price change.  A memorandum will not be required because of the supplementary data that may be required and which may not be known to the IMS.  The IMS will take no action to incorporate the revised UP into any mechanized records.
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
