3.  Source:  DoD 4140.22-M, MILSTRAP.  

4.  Explanation:  Classify materiel in terms of readiness for issue and use or to identify action underway to change the status of materiel.  When materiel is determined to be in excess of approved stock levels and/or no longer serviceable, Condition Codes A through H and S will be utilized to reflect materiel condition prior to turn-in to the DRMO.  Also the Supply Condition Code will be entered in pos. 71 of Interservice Supply Support Procedures (ISSP) requisitions.  ISSP requisitions are identified by the appropriate code entry in pos. 40.  Appendix F-148 summarizes assets and dollar values with Supply Condition Codes A through S owned by DLA and other services.

NOTE 1:  Refer to DoD Instruction 4140.27 for serviceability timeframes associated with shelf-life items.  Condition Codes J through P will not be used for materiel turn-ins to the DRMO.  

NOTE 2:  Classify obsolete and excess materiel to its proper condition before consigning to the DRMO.  Do not classify materiel in Supply Condition Code H unless it is truly unserviceable and does not meet repair criteria.
