                   WEAPON SYSTEM ESSENTIALITY CODES (WSECs) 
 
1.  Number of characters:  One 
 
2.  Type of code:  Numeric 
 
3.  Explanation: 
 
  a.  The WSEC is a one position numeric character representing or in-
dicating the degree to which a failure of the item or part will affect 
the ability of the end-item (Weapon System) to perform its intended 
operation.  These codes are entered into the Weapon System Data Base 
(WSDB) via the Weapon Item Data Transaction, DIC WS1, appendix B-144, 
submission, and are determined and assigned IAW MILSTD 1552, paragraph 
5.1.5.18.  The applicable WSEC becomes a data element of the Supply 
Support Request (SSR) and Advice Transaction, DIC CXA, appendix B-214.  
The data element can be changed upon submission of a Provisioning File 
Maintenance Transaction, DIC YDH, appendix B-230. 
 
  b.  A combination of the various WSECs and the Weapon System Group 
Codes (WSGCs), appendix A-44, Part III, determines an end-item's Weapon 
System Indicator Code (WSIC), appendix A-44, Part II.  The Navy is the 
only Military Service which submits an IMEC (see Part III of this 
appendix) ILO of a WSEC.  The WSDB processing will convert the IMEC to 
its WSEC equivalent for the Navy. 
 
4.  Source:  The WSECs are assigned through the Provisioning process, 
upon receipt of a Military Service's determination of an individual 
item's essentiality to a particular end-item/system's overall opera-
bility.  The WSEC is an integral, crucial and vital part of the Weapon 
System Support Item (WSSI), and dictates the degree of intensity to be 
applied to items with various Weapon System applications. 
 
5.  The WSECs are listed and defined as follows:

1           Failure to this part will render the End-item inoperable. 
 
3           Failure to this part will not render the end-item inoper- 
            able. 
 
5           Item does not qualify for the assignment of code 1, but is  
            needed for personnel safety.

6           Item does not qualify for assignment of code 1, but is  
            needed for legal, climatic or other requirements peculiar to  
            the planned operational environment of the end-item.

Blank       Same as code 3 or the appropriate service has not assigned  
            any particular essentiality code to this End-item.

1.  Number of characters:  Two 
 
2.  Type of code:  Alpha 
 
3.  Explanation:  The WSMC is a two position alpha code indicating the  
degree of maintenance for continued operation of the end-item (Weapon 
System). These WSMCs will be determined and assigned by the Military 
Services as extracted from DLAR 4100.6, and will be entered in pos. 25-
26 of the Weapon Item Data Transaction, appendix B-144.  Blanks are 
valid entries for this field.  The WSMCs will be entered and retained 
for each item for each Weapon System Designator Code (WSDC) in the 
Weapon Systems Data Base (WSDB).  Additionally, this code is a data 
element in the Provisioning Supply Support Request (SSR), and Advice 
Transaction, DIC CXA, pos. 69-70, appendix B-214. 
 
4.  Source:  A Military Service Initiated Code that is submitted to the 
Weapon System Support Program (WSSP) via a Weapon Item Data Transaction, 
DIC WS1. 
 
5.  Maintenance codes are assigned to indicate the levels of maintenance 
authorized to USE and REPAIR support items.  The WSMCs are listed and 
defined as follows:
