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                            TRACKING SIGNAL REPORT

1.  PURPOSE  

  To provide information by FSC indicating the number of Family Numbers that are within or outside the tracking limits, by regular or correcting alphas by ICC.  

2.  ORIGIN  

  Prepared  as  a result of tracking signal procedures as depicted in chapter 54.  

3.  FREQUENCY  

  a.  Monthly for VIP only.  

  b.  Quarterly for all items.  

4.  FORMAT  

  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification).  

  b.  Data Organization:  

    (1) Sequence is by FSC.  

    (2) Number of lines per page varies.  

    (3) Double-spaced.  

    (4) Page break is by FSC.  

    (5) Required Totals are by demand value and by VIP for FSC and for the DSC. 

  c.  Caption of Data Elements:  

    (1) ITEM CATEGORY - reflects the FSC, Demand Value Breakout, and VIP items with Totals.  

    (2) NO. OF ITEMS WITHIN TRACKING LIMIT - Number that are within tracking limits.  

    (3) NO. OF ITEMS OUTSIDE T.L. W/REG A - Number of NSNs that are outside the tracking limit with regular alpha applied.  

    (4) NO. OF ITEMS PLUS - Number of NSNs that are out-of-track on the plus side.  

    (5) NO. OF ITEMS MINUS - Number of NSNs that are out-of-track on the minus side.  

    (6) NO. OF ITEMS OUTSIDE T.L. W/COR A - Number of NSNs that are outside the tracking limit with correcting alpha applied.  

    (7) NO. OF ITEMS PLUS - Number of NSNs that are out-of-track on plus side with correcting alpha applied.  

    (8) NO. OF ITEMS MINUS - Number of NSNs that are out-of-track on minus side with correcting alpha applied.  

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION

6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING  

  This report will be used to determine which FSC have forecasts too high or too low in order to evaluate the percent alpha value used and the percent of applicable nonrecurring demand included in the forecast.  Appropriate changes will be implemented based on analyses.  
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
