  Prepared on an as required/requested basis, and available on the WSSP 
application. 
 
4.  FORMAT 
 
  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification). 
 
    (1) MM/DD/YY – Month/Day/Year, this field represents numeric data 
(00/00/00) of the report request. 
 
    (2) Weapon Systems By NSN:  Single NSN (F284B) – This field 
reflects the in-the-clear title of the report. 
 
    (3) S9(X) – Routing Identifier Code, appendix A-137, this field 
reflects the center RIC (S9C, S9E, S9G, etc.) of the site which manages 
the NSN. 
 
  b.  Data Organization: 
 
    (1) Sequence: 
 
      (a) Major:  By center RIC and NSN. 
 
      (b) Minor:  By ascending NSN number. 
 
    (2) Number of lines per page:  Varies. 
 
    (3) Spacing:  Single-spaced. 
 
    (4) Page Break is by:  Data overflow. 
 
    (5) Required Totals:  Total number of weapon systems on the report. 
 
  c.  Captions of Data Elements: 
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    (1) Total – This field reflects the total number of records on the 
report. 
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    (2) NSN – National Stock Number, this field reflects the assigned 
NSN. 
 
    (3) WSDC – Weapon System Designator Code, appendix A-44, part I, 
this field reflects the WSDC(s) for the NSN. 
 
    (4) Description – This field reflects the system name for the WSDC 
in the record/line data. 
 
    (5) RIC – Routing Identifier Code, appendix A-137, this field 
reflects the RIC From address of the submitting activity for the record 
line data submission. 
 
    (6) WSEC – Weapon System Essentiality Code, appendix A-38, part I, 
this field reflects the WSEC for the record data submission. 
 
    (7) Trans Date – Transaction Date, this field reflects the date 
that the transaction recorded in the WSDB, in SAMMS, received by SAMMS, 
etc. 
 
    (8) TOC – Transaction Origination Code, appendix A-22, this field 
reflects the system assigned TOC for the submission record line.
