              WAR RESERVE HISTORY FILE/INQUIRY PRINTOUT

1.  PURPOSE

The inquiries may be obtained either by individual item record or by a file dump of the entire WRHF and may be used as source data for research, analysis, audit, comparisons and/or other statistical report compilations and information as required.

2.  ORIGIN

  This report is prepared as a result of initiation of the DIC ZSD, War Reserve History File/Inquiry Transaction, appendix B-65 with applicable Action Code, appendix A-42 and is processed IAW chapter 59, the War Reserve Program.

3.  FREQUENCY

  This report is prepared on a daily basis whenever an inquiry request for the WRHF printout, appendix F-330, is submitted or at each computation as necessary.
