  Quarterly, a scan of the MCAF is accomplished to identify records where the Date of Last Activity is two or more years old and the Status Indicator is other than C (Closed).





3.  FREQUENCY





  Quarterly.

    (1) MDN - Manufacturing Directive Number on contract.





    (2) CONTRACT NO. - GFM Contract Number, applicable to MDN specified previously.





    (3) CALL NO. - Contract Call/Order Number, if applicable.





    (4) DATE OF LAST ACTIVITY - The MCAF Date of Last Activity.





    (5) REQUISITION CUTOFF DATE - Date past which requisition cannot be processed against this MDN.

    (6) STATUS INDICATOR - Indicates current status of contract.  A = Active,  E = Exempt.

6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING





  a.  For each MDN appearing on this listing, MCA personnel will obtain MCAF records, either by accessing the File(s) online using SAMMSTEL Verb SCCA or by preparing and processing a MCA Inquiry Transaction (DIC ZAU) in accordance with appendix B-197.





  b.  The records will be reviewed and a determination made whether all GFM contract and related actions are complete.  If so, action to close the MCAF record will be taken by MCA personnel.  This will be accom-plished online, utilizing SAMMSTEL Verb SCCA, CLOSE option, IAW DLAH 4745.2, Volume I.  If review reveals contract and related actions are not finalized, closure of the MCAF record will be suspended until required actions have been completed.
