3.  FREQUENCY 

  As required, at month's end.  This listing will be prepared monthly whenever a DSC deems it necessary because of problems encountered locally.  It should also be run monthly when implemented.  Thereafter, quarterly is sufficient.  

4.  FORMAT

    (8) GRAND TOTAL # OF REQUISITIONS - Grand total of all requisitions listed.

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION 

  Two copies to the MSO, DSO.  One copy to each IM Division.  This listing will be destroyed after corrections or cleanup actions have been completed.  

6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING 

  a.  The appendix F-39 portrays all those requisitions on the ARCSF which are overage.  Not all the records listed should be on the ARCSF.  Those that should not be listed must be corrected either by processing a violation correction or by a management action.  

  b.  Part I - Each requisition listed represents an Option Code 1 violation and corrective actions are required.  This part will be used by management or the IM to analyze those records displayed and make the determination to take corrective actions.  Corrective actions are those specified in the various E appendices for the DIC in question.  Normal violation reentry procedures will be used.  

  c.  Part II - Each requisition listed represents an Option Code 4 violation  manager review (DIC ZLL/ZLM) and corrective or directed actions are required.  This part will be used by management and the IM to analyze those records displayed and take action.  Corrective actions are those specified in handling the input of DIC ZLL/ZLM documents for directed or corrective actions.  

  d.  Parts III-VI - These parts list all those requisitions recorded in other than BD and ZB status.  It should be kept in mind that overage records are not necessarily BAD.  It may be discovered after review and analysis that no action should be taken.  For other cases management actions may be required in coordination with other directorates to process aged requisitions, i.e., requisitions suspended for a long time for manager review.  

  e.  At all times, it must be kept in mind that this listings major purpose is to notify the DSO of old records in the ARCSF requiring either corrective action or management action or no action.  It is imperative that the ARCSF be as pure as possible and reflect only those records that it should.  Another use of this listing is the identifi-cation of problems which could be indications of SAMMS system's deficiencies or even local computer operational breakdowns. 
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
