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           PROVISIONING REQUIREMENT LISTING - REPLY TO INQUIRY

1.  PURPOSE

  To provide a listing of the Provisioning Requirements data in the Supply Control File (SCF) applicable to a provisioned item of supply.  This listing may be output as a result of the following:

  a.  In response to a Provisioning Change/Inquiry Transaction, DIC ZR8, processed with Action Code GN.

  b.  To accompany initial provisioning recommended buys output on 

either a Standard Supply Control Study (SSCS), appendix F-167, or a Low Value Procurement Listing, appendix F-168.

2.  ORIGIN

  The listing output as a result of an inquiry and is described in chapter 39.  The listing output as a result of initial provisioning recommended buys is described in chapter 34.

3.  FREQUENCY

  This listing is output daily as a result of either processing a Provisioning Change/Inquiry Transaction, or as a result of establishing a new item in the SCF through the provisioning process.

4.  FORMAT

  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification).

  b.  Data Organization:

    (1) Sequence:

      (a) Major - Family Number.

      (b) Minor - National Item Identification Number (NIIN).

    (2) Single spaced.

    (3) Page break is on change of Federal Supply Class (FSC).

    (4) Required totals are by Family Number.

  c.  Captions of Data Elements:

    (1) FSC - Federal Supply Class (FSC) is a numeric code denoting the supply classification of an item of supply identified under the Federal Cataloging Program  The first two digits of the code identify the Federal Supply Group and the last two digits represent the specific class within the specified group.

    (2) FAMILY NUMBER - A numeric code representing the NIIN of the National Stock Number (NSN) of the single preferred item in a family grouping.

    (3) NIIN OF NSN - National Item Identification Number (NIIN) of the NSN consists of a two-digit National Codification Bureau (NCB) Code and a seven-digit nonsignificant number assigned to the NSN.

    (4) NET RETAIL QTY - Net Retail Quantity is the numeric quantity of materiel required to satisfy initial service support requirements.  This number will consist of five numerics.

    (5) REPL QTY - Replenishment Quantity is the numeric total quantity (exclusive of retail quantity) of items the originator anticipates will be required for replenishment during the first year of operation of the end-item provisioned.  This number will consist of five numerics.

    (6) PROV CTL CODE - Provisioning Control Code is an alpha/numeric 

code assigned by the Military Service responsible for support of an end-item.

    (7) DATE RQST - Date of Request is the numeric two-position calendar year and three-position Julian date on which the Supply Support Request (SSR) was sent from the Military Service to the Integrated Materiel Manager (IMM).

    (8) ITEM SERIAL NR - Item Serial Number (ISN) may be composed of up to six alpha, numeric or alphanumeric characters.  The ISN is assigned by the SSR originator and is used for sequential line item and communication control.

    (9) SPT DATE - The Support Date is the numeric two-position calendar year and three-position Julian date material will be available in the supply system to support requisitions submitted by the user of an end-item.

   (10) CAT ACT CODE - Catalog Activity Code is an alphanumeric code 

assigned to identify the Catalog Activity which submitted a provisioning SSR.

   (11) PURGE DATE - Purge Date is a numeric two-position calendar year and three position Julian date the transaction will be purged from the Provisioning Requirements Trailer File.

   (12) PROV BUY CODE - Provisioning Buy Code is an alpha code Y or N 

indicating whether or not the provisioned requirements represent an 

initial provisioning requirement of an additional provisioning 

requirement.

   (13) TOTAL NIIN OF NSN - A numeric representing the total Net Retail Quantity and the total Replenishment Quantity for the NIIN reflected.

   (14) TOTAL FAMILY - A numeric representing the total Net Retail 

Quantity and the total Replenishment Quantity for the family number 

represented.

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION

  One copy of this listing will be output to the appropriate ORC and may be destroyed after completion of the appropriate reviews.

6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING

  The listing output as a result of an inquiry will be reviewed as required.  The listing accompanying the SSCS or the Low Value Procure-ment Listing will be reviewed in accordance with the procedures outlined in appendix E-307 or E-396  P respectively.
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
