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1.  PURPOSE  

  This table is used to store and maintain those factors which govern 

the acceptance of SPRs by the DSC.  Initial loading and subsequent 

updates are provided by HQ DLA.  The table determines acceptance by the 

following factors:  

  a.  Dollar Value of the SPR in terms of Acquisition Unit Cost.

  b.  Maximum Acceptance Quantity (MAQ), expressed as a multiple of the 

QFD, for:  

    (1) The Submitting Service.  

    (2) Specific Project Codes.  

2.  ORIGIN  

  This listing is prepared as a result of processing appendix B-70, 

Management Policy Table (MPT033), DIC ZTA, as explained in chapters 32 and 58.  

3.  FREQUENCY  

  Daily, upon submission of the Management Policy Table (MPT033), DIC 

ZTA.  

4.  DATA ELEMENTS

  a.  REPORT NO. - F-115.

  b.  DSC - The Defense Supply Center designators.

  c.  ORC - Output Routing Code of requester or initiator.

  d.  REPORT TITLE - SPR MAQ Table.

  e.  PRINT DATE - Date of report preparation.

  f.  PAGE NUMBER - Page Number of report.

  g.  TABLE NUMBER - 033.

  h.  DOLLAR VALUE - The dollar value (using Acquisition Unit Cost) 

beneath which an SPR will be accepted without further MAQ checks.

  i.  MAQ - Minimum Acceptance Quantity, a two position percent factor 

to determine acceptance quantity in SPR.

  j.  SERVICE OR PROJECT CODE - The first four lines are reserved for 

the Military Service MAQ Factors.  The order of sequence for the 

Military Services is as follows:

    ARMY

    NAVY

    AIR FORCE

    MARINES

The remaining lines are for Project Code MAQ Factors.  Sequencing of 

Project Codes will be in alphabetical order.  Up to two hundred Project 

Codes may be stored in this table.

  k.  MAQ FACTORS - The MAQ Factors for a particular Service or Project 

Coded SPR submitted against DVC H, M, or L replenishment demand items as 

recorded in the Supply Control File.

    (1) HIGH - The MAQ Factor for SPRs submitted against DVC H 

replenishment demand items.

    (2) MED - The MAQ Factor for SPRs submitted against DVC M replenishment demand items.

    (3) LOW - The MAQ Factor for SPRs submitted against DVC L replenishment demand items.

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION  

  a.  One copy to DSO.  

  b.  Any report resulting from an add or change action will be filed in 

Table/Date sequence for a period of 12 months and then destroyed.  A 

report generated as a result of an inquiring action can be destroyed
