F-161, SWS, by the Acquisition Cost. (Round to nearest dollar value.)

(4) Rank - The Demand Value ranked in descending dollar value. The
first 1000 NSNs.

(5) Balance Elements - The additional elements will be listed for
each NSN regardless of whether the item was selected on the basis of
one, two or six elements. Blank elements can be expected as can blank
RANKS.

(6) INV VAL - Inventory dollar value of on-hand assets.

(7) RANK - The on-hand assets rank for the first 1000 NSNs.

(8) ON ORDER VAL - On order dollar value of items due-in on awarded
contracts (depot and direct delivery).

(9) RANK - The due-in contract rank for the first 1000 NSNs.

(10) PR VAL - The Purchase Request dollar value of items having
purchase request dues-in (Depot and Direct Delivery).

(11) RANK - The due-in purchase request rank for the first 100 items.

(12) RET/TR VAL - The Returns/Transfer dollar value of items other
dues-in.

(13) RANK - The due-in Other rank for the first 100 NSNs.

(14) B/O Value - The Backorder dollar value of items having depot and
direct delivery backorders.
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(15) RANK - The rank for items having backorders for the first 100
NSNs.

(16) TOTAL - Total columnar dollar value for that sequence. The six
totals based on rank will normally be different.
