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                             OWRMRP CHANGE REPORT

1.  PURPOSE  

  To provide the DSO (ORC 94) with a report of OWRMRP change on an item at the time of the change.  

2.  ORIGIN  

  Prepared as a result of mechanical adjustment to the OWRMRP as depict-ed in chapter 59 or manual input of DIC ZS2, appendix B-181 and DIC ZR5, appendix B-199.  

3.  FREQUENCY  

  a.  Upon input of manually/mechanically proposed DIC ZS2 transaction.  Appendix A-42 Action Codes AJ, AK, AL, AP, AQ, and AR apply.  This is a monthend process.

  b.  Upon manual/mechanical input of a DIC ZR5, appendix B-199, whenever the OWRMRP is  greater than the OWRMR and generates Action Code AM.  

  c.  Internally generated DIC ZS2 with Action Code AO is quarterly.  

  d.  Internally generated DIC ZS2 with Action Codes AS or AT is monthly.  

4.  FORMAT  

  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification).  

  b.  Data Organization:  

    (1) Sequence:  

      (a) Major:  NSN for system generated reports.  

      (b) Minor:  

    (2) Number of lines per page is variable.  

    (3) Double-spaced.  

    (4) Page break is by NSN.  

    (5) Totals by FSC.  

  c.  Caption of Data Elements:

    (1) NSN - National Stock Number of item with a OWRMRP change.  

    (2) ITEM NAME - Name of the item. 

    (3) COMP DT - Computation Date, effective due date of computation, manually annotated by the monitor whenever required.

    (4) UI - Unit of Issue, appendix A-49.

    (5) ORC - The ORC of record.  

    (6) ACQN COST - Acquisition Cost.

    (7) OWRMR QTY - Other War Reserve Materiel Requirement Quantity and the Dollar Value of the quantity.

    (8) OWRMRP QTY - Other War Reserve Materiel Requirement Protectable Quantity and the Dollar Value of the quantity.

    (9) OWRMRB QTY - Other War Reserve Materiel Requirement Balance Quantity and the Dollar Value of the quantity.

      (a) Used whenever the OWRMRP is less than the OWRMR.  

      (b) Whenever the OWRMRP is greater than the OWRMR, a credit indicator will appear behind the quantity is CR.  

   (10) OWRMRP INC QTY - Other War Reserve Materiel Requirement Protectable Increment Quantity and the Dollar Value of the quantity.

   (11) OWRMRP ADJ - Other War Reserve Materiel Requirement Protectable Adjustment Quantity and the Dollar Value of the quantity.

   (12) OWRMRP INC ADJ - Other War Reserve Materiel Requirement Protect-able Increment Adjustment Quantity and the Dollar Value of the quantity.

   (13) ACT CD - Action Code AM (for mechanical DIC ZR5, appendix B-199 

changes).  

   (14) GRP CD - Procurement Grouping Code.  

   (15) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar value of above quantities.  (An 8-position figure representing the maximum value of $99,999,999.00).  

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION  

  Two copies of the system generated report to DSO.  To be destroyed after report has served purpose for which produced.  

6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING  

  Used by War Reserve Monitor in determining required OWRMRP adjustments and making budget estimates.  Also used as audit trail and as a control for protecting the OWRMRP investment.    
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
