  To provide a printout of Inactive Item Review Notifications (IIRN), 

DIC CZR/CZFs, replies processed with a DL Advice Code to delete an NSN 

with a Weapon System application.  This printout will only apply to NSNs 

with valid Weapon System Indicator Code appendix A-44 and Weapon System 

Essentiality Codes of 1, 5, 6, 7, 3, or blank.  The Weapon System 

information is contained in the Supply Control File header and Weapon 

System Master File.

2.  ORIGIN  

  This listing is output each monthend as a result of the process 

described in chapter 50.

3.  FREQUENCY  

  Monthly.  

4.  FORMAT

    (1)  SERVICE - Applicable branch of the military service.

    (4) MED CD - Media and Status Code.

    (5) NSN - National Stock Number of inactive item under review.

    (6) ISC - Item Standardization Code will be 3 or E or blank.

    (7) CCN - Card Control Number indicates number of IIRNs applicable 

to a single NSN.

    (8) AAC - Activity Address Code of the DSC (Material Manager). 

    (9) PREP DATE - Preparation date will be Julian date of 1 December.  

   (10) SIG CD - Signal Code will be A.

   (11) REV CYC - Review Cycle indicator will be 1 through 9.

   (12) PROJ CD - Project Code will be 3T3 for DLA.

   (13) CAT ACT CD - Catalog Activity Code(s).  The first two position 

code will represent the Catalog Activity Code of the SICA.  The 

remaining two position codes will represent the Catalog Activity Codes 

of other registered user(s)/data collaborator(s)/receiver(s).

   (14) ADV CD - Advice Code will be DL (Delete).

   (15) REPLY DATE - Reply Date will be the Julian date the IIRN is 

prepared by the Service/Agency.  

   (16) SED - System Entry Date is the Julian date the item was assigned 

to the federal supply system by DLSC.

   (17) ESS CD - Weapons System Essentiality Code as related to a WSD CD 

are maintained in the WSDB and defined in appendix A-44.  If more than 

one WSD CD applies, the code with the highest essentiality code will be 

reflected.

   (18) WSD CD - Weapons System Designator Code from the WSDB or blank.  

This field will reflect the 3-position WSD CD for the applicable 

Service.  If more than one WSD CD applies for a particular Service the 

WSD CD with the highest ESS CD will be reflected, followed by an 

asterisk (*).
