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                        RESCHEDULED INVENTORIES

1.  PURPOSE

  To provide the Directorate of Supply Operations with a listing of inventories which have been rescheduled for nonaccountable storage activities.

2.  FREQUENCY

  Daily, as existing mechanical inventory controls are replaced by superseding inventory controls.

3.  FORMAT

  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification)

  b.  Data Organization:

    (1) Sequences:

      (a) Major:  Routing Identifier Code (RIC).

      (b) First Intermediate:  National Stock Number (NSN).

      (c) Second Intermediate:  Type of Physical Inventory/Transaction History Code (appendix A-18).

      (d) Minor:  Physical Inventory Cutoff Date.

    (2) Number of lines per page:  Two, one line will identify data pertaining to the original (replaced) inventory and one line will identify the new (superseding) inventory data.

    (3) Single-Spaced.

    (4) Page Break:  On change of RIC and NSN.

    (5) Required Totals:  None.

  c.  Captions of Data Elements:

    (1) NSN - National Stock Number.

    (2) RIC - Routing Identifier Code of the Storage Activity.

    (3) CUTOFF DATE - Physical Inventory Cutoff Date.

    (4) TYPE INV - Type of Physical Inventory/Transaction History Code (appendix A-18).

    (5) ORIGINATING DIC - Document Identifier Code of the transaction which established the inventory.

    (6) UI - Unit of Issue.

4.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION

  One copy to the Inventory Accounting Branch, Directorate of Supply Operations or Applicable Supply Personnel.

5.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING

  The listing will provide visibility of the rescheduled inventories.  Processing personnel will review the report and:

  a.  If the Superseded Inventory (OLD ICMF) has progressed to the point where it is in the distribution activity's computer inventory record, apprise the depot via telephone or TWX of such cancellation in order that their inventory records may also be updated.

  b.  If the superseded inventory has not progressed to the storage activity, no action is required.
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
