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                  TOTAL ASSET VISIBILITY STATUS REPORT





1.  PURPOSE





  To produce a listing showing the status of all requisitions referred to a Service/Agency activity from the Total Asset Visibility (TAV) process during a specific month.  TAV referrals will be reflected by Service/Agency activity Routing Identifier Code (RIC) each month until denied, confirmed, or forced closed.  Totals will be reflected by IPG for each activity RIC as well as total for Service/Agency as described below.





2.  ORIGIN





  This report is produced from a monthend scan of the TAV Asset File.





3.  FREQUENCY





  This report will be produced monthly at monthend.





4.  FORMAT

    (2) Required totals are: Totals Referred, Denied, No Response, Cancelled, Confirmed, Force Closed or Open Activity by IPG, and by Service by IPG.  Also, an average number of days from date of referral to date of confirmation for all referrals shipped from each activity will be provided.  The percent of days open for all referrals and the percent of all referrals Force Closed will be provided by Service Activity RIC and Service.

    (1) ACTIVITY - Three position Routing Identifier Code (RIC) of the TAV holding activity with assets.





    (2) IPG - Issue Priority Group applicable to the requisition.





    (3) SEQ - Number assigned sequentially to each line of data on report.





    (4) NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER - NSN applicable to TAV referral.





    (5) DOCUMENT NUMBER - Document number applicable to TAV referral.





    (6) SUFFIX - Suffix Code of document number if applicable.





    (7) REFERRAL:





      (a) UNITS - Quantity of requisition on backorder referred to the holding activity.





      (b) DATE - Date the backordered requisition is referred by DIC A4_ to the holding activity.





      (c) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of requisition referred to the holding activity.





    (8) DENIAL:





      (a) UNITS - Quantity of the referred requisition denied by the holding activity.





      (b) DATE - Date a Status transaction, DIC AE6, with Status Code CB, is received from the holding activity indicating the referral is denied.





    (9) NON-RESPONSE:


 


      (a) UNITS - Quantity of the referred requisition on which no status has been received or the holding activity has provided Status Code BF.





      (b) DATE - Date a Status transaction, DIC AE6, with Status Code BF, is received from the holding activity indicating the holding activity has no record of the referral, or the date an internally prepared denial is generated as a result of no reply.  





   (10) CANCELLATION:





      (a) UNITS - Quantity of the referred requisition cancelled by the holding activity.





      (b) DATE - Date a Status transaction, DIC AE6, with Status Code BQ, is received from the holding activity indicating the referral is cancelled.

   (11) CONFIRMATION:





      (a) UNITS - Quantity of the referred requisition confirmed shipped by the holding activity.





      (b) DATE - Date the Shipment Status transaction, DIC AS6, is received from the holding activity.





   (12) FORCE-CL0SE:





      (a) UNITS - Quantity of the referred requisition by the holding activity force closed in 60-90 days after receipt of DIC AE6 with Status Code BA when no confirmation is received if it does not qualify for the Materiel Receipt Acknowledgment (MRA) process.  If it does qualify for the MRA process, the quantity of the referred requisition force closed at least 30 days after the Follow-up for Delinquent MRA, DIC DRF, is generated with no MRA received.  (The DIC DRF is generated 45 days for CONUS, 105 days for OCONUS and  135 days for FMS after the Pseudo Shipment Status for Unconfirmed MROs, DIC ASH, is generated.)  And the quantity of the referred requisition force closed with a fabricated confirmation if a MRA is received for a requisition open for 60 to 90 days with no confirmation.





      (b) DATE - Date the Shipment Status transaction, DIC AS6, is mechanically generated as a result of force closure for referred  requisitions that do not qualify for the MRA process or the date the Force Closed Materiel Release Confirmation Confirmation, DIC ARH, is mechanically generated as a result of force closure for those referred requisitons that qualify for the MRA process.





   (13) DAYS OPEN - Number of days between date of referral to date of denial, cancellation, confirmation or Force Closed, or number of days from referral to report date if open.

    (1) REFERRAL: 





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all requisitions on backorder referred to the holding activity or total of all referrals to all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions referred to the holding activity or total for all activities for a particular Service.





    (2) DENIAL:





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all referred requisitions denied by the holding activity or the total of all referrals denied by all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions denied by the holding activity or total denied for all activities for a particular Service.

    (3) NON-RESPONSE:





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all referred requisitions on which no status has been received by the holding activity or the total of all referrals on which no status has been received by all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions for which no status has been received by the holding activity or total with no status for all activities for a particular Service.





    (4) CANCELLATION:





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all referred requisitions cancelled by the holding activity or the total of all referrals cancelled by all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions cancelled by the holding activity or total cancelled for all activities for a particular Service.





    (5) CONFIRMATION:





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all referred requisitions confirmed by the holding activity or the total of all referrals confirmed by all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions confirmed by the holding activity or total confirmed for all activities for a particular Service.





    (6) FORCE CLOSED





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all referred requisitions force closed by the holding activity or the total of all referrals force closed by all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions force closed by the holding activity or total force closed for all activities for a particular Service.





    (8) OPEN 





      (a) UNITS - Total quantity of all referred requisitions on which no response, denial, confirmation, or cancellation of shipment has been received from the holding activity or the total of all referrals on which no response, denial, confirmation, or cancellation of shipment has been received from all activities for a particular Service.





      (b) DOLLAR VALUE - Dollar Value of quantity of all requisitions for which no response, denial, confirmation, or cancellation of shipment has been received from the holding activity or total for which no response, denial, confirmation, or cancellation of shipment has been received from all activities for a particular Service.

    (9) AVERAGE NUMBER OF DAYS TO CONFIRMATION - An average derived by dividing the total number of confirmations into the total number of days to confirmation.





   (10) PER CENT OF DAYS OPEN FOR ALL REFERRALS - The percentage of the days open in categories of all referrals by IPG and Total, for a Service  Activity RIC and all activities for a particular Service.





   (11) PER CENT OF FORCE CLOSED FOR ALL REFERRALS - The percentage of all referrals Force Closed by IPG and Total, for a Service Activity RIC and all activities for a particular Service.
