2.  ORIGIN





  Produced as a result of processing a Management Policy Table update (Table 037), DIC ZTA, appendix B-70.





3.  FREQUENCY





  As required or quarterly only upon execution of a Stock Positioning Item Range Review.





4.  FORMAT





  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification):





    (1) Report Number - F-245.





    (2) DSC - Defense Supply Center designation.





    (3) ORC - Output Routing Code of originator or requester.





    (4)  Report Title - FSC/G Or PGC Exception Table.





    (5) Date - Date of report preparation.





    (6) Page - Page number of report.





    (7) Table Number - 037.





  b.  Data Organization:





    The report will be single line for each FSG, FSC, or PGC record. There will be a page break between FSG, FSC, and PGC.  Records will be sorted by FSG, FSC, and PGC and in ascending numeric sequence.





  c.  Captions of Data Elements:





    (1) FSG/FSC/PGC - The actual FSG, FSC, or PGC which the exception data applies





    (2) PCC - The Physical Characteristic Code applied to the FSG/C or PGC.

    (3) RIC - Routing Identifier Code of the stockage location.  Repeated four times.





    (4) PCT - The percent of the PRDA which applies to the individual RIC.  Repeated four times.





    (5) DELETED - A D indicated that this entry has been deleted from the table.





    (6) OLD-PCC - An entry in this field indicates that a change to the PCC has been processed and the previous PCC is in this field.





5.  DISTRIBUTION





  Distribution to the applicable staff element responsible for management of current stock positioning procedures.





6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING





  a.  This report will be reviewed to assure that the add, change, or delete action intended by input of the transaction processed as desired by the originator, and that staff elements responsible for stock positioning procedures are aware of the changes made.





  b.  The report will be retained for DSC/DLA policy reviews.





7.  RETENTION PERIOD
