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                     AD HOC ONLINE VIOLATION REPORT





1.  PURPOSE





  To provide a collection of data and statistics from the violation control file as a result of inputting variable inquiry transactions.  When the PRNT (Print) option is selected, a full printout of each matched violation record is output with a summary of the inquiry criteria and totals.  With the FIND options, a summary of the inquiry and totals are generated.  The TOTL option will provide a summary of statistics.





2.  ORIGIN





  This report is generated as a result of the violation control file Ad Hoc inquiry process.





3.  FREQUENCY





  As required; each center may put in up to 15 requests per day.
