   (21) MIN QTY - Minimum quantity the vendor will provide.





   (22) MULT QTY - Multiple quantity the vendor will ship; quantity unit pack.





   (23) CONVERSION FACTOR - The conversion factor used to convert the Government unit of issue to vendor unit of issue.
