  The purpose of this report is to provide a printout of the package of 
submissions in suspense and the Validation Reject Code for the rejected 
transaction which caused the package to violate.  In addition to cor-
recting the reject for reentry releasing suspended packages, the monitor 
has visibility for screening the balance of the package for any other 
detected, suspect data requiring correction to input. 
 
2.  ORIGIN 
 
  This printout is prepared as a result of validation/edit processes IAW 
chapter 59, The War Reserve Program. 
 
3.  FREQUENCY 
 
  This report is generated each time a war reserve computation is 
performed, usually each February but may occur more often on an as 
required basis whenever HQ DLA deems/authorizes a new computation to be 
necessary.

These 
errors may be corrected along with the reentry of the reject so that the 
entire clean package is released from suspense correctly and continues 
in the computation processes. 
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
