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           WAR RESERVE ITEMS WITH WEAPON SYSTEMS APPLICATIONS

1.  PURPOSE

  The purpose of this report is to provide the cumulative number of NSNs and dollar values of War Reserve OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP and OWRMRB for all DSC items having Weapon Systems applications as well as War Reserve requirements.  These cumulative totals will be by Services and by totals for each cumulative month from D+1 through D+6 for each DSC’s Admini-strative Allocations.

2.  ORIGIN

  This report is prepared each time a War Reserve computation is performed.

3.  FREQUENCY

  This report is prepared each time a computation is performed, usually each February, but may occur more frequently on an as required basis whenever authorized by HQ DLA.

4.  FORMAT

  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification).

  b.  Data Organization:

    (1) Sequence:

      (a) Major:  By cumulative monthly OWRMR, Applied OWRMRP, and OWRMRB with WSICs.

      (b) Minor:  By Services' numbers of different NSNs and their dollar values.

    (2) Spacing:  Single between number of NSNs and dollar values, and double between Services and totals.

    (3) Number of lines per page varies.

    (4) Page Break:  As required.

    (5) Required Totals are:

      (a) By cumulative month, by Service.

      (b) By number of different NSNs.

      (c) By OWRMR, applied OWRMRP, and OWRMRB.

  c.  Captions of Data Elements:

      (b) D+1 - OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP, OWRMRB - The D+1 month cumulative Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements, the Applied Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Protectable, and the Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Balance for the system DSC.

      (c) D+2 - OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP, OWRMRB - The D+2 month cumulative Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements, the Applied Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Protectable, and the Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Balance for the system DSC.

      (d) D+3 - OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP, OWRMRB - The D+3 month cumulative Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements, the Applied Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Protectable, and the Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Balance for the system DSC.

      (e) D+4 - OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP, OWRMRB - The D+4 month cumulative Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements, the Applied Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Protectable, and the Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Balance for the system DSC.

      (f) D+5 - OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP, OWRMRB - The D+5 month cumulative Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements, the Applied Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Protectable, and the Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Balance for the system DSC.

      (g) D+6 - OWRMR, APPL OWRMRP, OWRMRB - The D+6 month cumulative Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements, the Applied Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Protectable, and the Other War Reserve Materiel Requirements Balance for the system DSC.
