                NOTICE OF FREEZE ACTION EXCEEDING 30 DAYS





1.  PURPOSE  





  To provide processing personnel with a printout from the National Inventory Record (NIR) File identifying those freeze actions (appendix A-73) which have been in force for 30 days or more.  It is intended that identification of those freeze actions exceeding 30 days in duration will preclude the existence of such actions continuing indefinitely in instances when release action was not taken.  





2.  ORIGIN  





  This notice is produced automatically at monthend when the NIR, Asset Balance Section, contains Freeze Codes which have been in force for 30 days or more.  





3.  FREQUENCY  





  Monthly; monthend.
