    (2) GROUP NUMBER - Group 4-6 to correspond with due-in assets reflected on lines 50-52, section III, appendix F-167.  





    (3) PRF RIC - RIC of the Preferred Storage Depots contained in the Storage Mission Pattern assigned to the head of family NSN.  





    (4) DOCUMENT NUMBER - The applicable contract, PR, or MILSTRIP document number materiel is due-in on.  





    (5) LINE NUMBER - Purchase Request and contract line item number.  





    (6) CAC - Contract Administration Code - A three position code which identifies whether the contract is being administered locally (DSC), by DCMD, or by a Contract Administration Service other than DCMD (plant cognizance representative of military services).  This code will also identify the DCMD or CAS which has the administrative responsibility.  





    (7) ALT NIIN - National Item Identification Number for family member items. 





    (8) CC - Condition Code.  





    (9) OP - Ownership and Purpose Code.  





   (10) SHIP TO - RIC of depot receiving materiel (Preferred, Prime, or Temporary Storage Site).  





   (11) GCSD - GAC of Shipping Depot.  





   (12) TYP DIC - Type Due-In Code.  





   (13) EDD - Estimated Delivery Date (or date due-in; one position year, three position Julian day) that receipt of materiel is expected.  Corresponds to contractual delivery date established on firm award documents.  





   (14) OVERDUE - That quantity of due-in assets for which the delivery date has expired.  





   (15) CURRENT MONTH - That quantity of due-in assets scheduled for delivery during the month in which the report is being prepared.  





   (16) 1st SUB through 4th SUB - That quantity of due-in assets for shipment during the first through fourth subsequent months from the month in which the report is being prepared.  





   (17) 5th PLUS - That quantity of due-in assets scheduled for shipment from the fifth subsequent month from the month in which the report is being prepared through the end of the delivery schedule period.  





   (18) TOTAL - The total quantity of all previously displayed incremented deliveries by document number and total.  





   (19) TOTALS - Depot/Group - Totals will be reflected by depot within each group; then a total for each Group.

   (20) TOTAL SYSTEM STOCK DUE-IN - The total amount of stock due for all groups by delivery period and total.
