    (5) RETNS TRNS D/I - Returns and Transfers Due-In Factor applicable to AG 22, excluding any AG 11 identified Type Due-In Codes TD_/TP_ Logistics Reassignment (LR) assets which are applied in AGs 28 and 31 for computational purposes.
