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1.  PURPOSE 

  a.  To provide a monthly listing of actions taken against International Logistics Program (ILP) requisitions for review and for reporting to HQ DLA under RCS DLA(AR)919(0).
  b.  This report reflects a summary and/or status (as applicable) of DSC actions taken against all ILP requisitions received or on record at the DSC during the report period.  A requisition may be counted in more than one category but only as such action applies to the balance of split actions.  For example:  an ILP requisition received during the period which had a partial issue with the balance on backorder would be reflected in the received and on backorder categories of the report.  The final requisition action is reflected in that category where the last split action takes place.  Any summary of all actions as individual lines would tend to cause an erroneous inflation of actual requisitions of lines requisitions being processed.  

2.  ORIGIN 

  This report is mechanically prepared during the monthend process utilizing Requisition History File data for each DSC.  An additional version of this report is generated for Defense Supply Center Columbus (DSCC) which represents a consolidation of totals for Defense Electron-ics Supply Center (DESC) and Defense Supply Center Columbus (DSCC).

3.  FREQUENCY 

  Monthly.  

4.  FORMAT

  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification).

  b.  Data Organization.

    (1) Sequence:

      (a) Major:  Number (of lines).

      (b) Minor:  $ (dollar value of lines).

    (2) Number of lines per page:  Variable.

    (3) Required Totals:  Quarterly-To-Date Totals and Year-To-Date Totals for ILP category lines 2, 5, and 7.

  c.  Captions of Data Elements:

    (1) REPORT STATISTICS - All ILP requisitions identified by B, D, K, P, or T in the first position of the document number.  System totals are further subdivided into totals for Army (B), Air Force (D), Navy (P), and Other (K, T) which include the Marine Corps and DLA ILP requisi-tions.  Dollar value totals have been rounded up to the nearest dollar.

    (2) A line in each category represents 100 percent of the requisi-tion.  The dollar value is included in the category which takes precedence when the document is subdivided by suffix.  The sequence of precedence for line 3 (ILP Lines Backordered/Delayed) is BB, BZ, BV, BD.  Any difference in quantity is not relevant in this report.  The requisi-tion will be reported in line 4 (ILP Lines Issued) when the final segment is in Status Code BA.  Unconfirmed DIC D7D/D7E post-post issues can also be included.

    (3) ILP Lines Open - BOP.  ILP requisitions on hand at the beginning of the reporting period.

      (a) FMS (Non-CLSA).  Those FMS requisitions with other than U or V in pos. 6 of the document number field.  Aging (in days) begins with the date the requisition was received at the DSC.  However, if a requisition is rejected back to the customer for additional data, aging begins when the requisition is accepted for continued supply action.  The aging period under this category for FMS Non-CLSA are:

        1.  1-30 days.  

        2.  31-180 days.  

        3.  Over 180 days.

      (b) FMS CLSA.  Those FMS requisitions with U or V in pos. 6 of document number field.

      (c) MAP Grant Aid.  Those ILP requisitions with Y in pos. 45.  The aging periods under the FMS CLSA and MAP Grant Aid categories are:

        4. Over 90 days.

    (4) ILP Lines Received.  ILP requisitions received during the report period broken out be the following categories:

          b.  YEAR-TO-DATE-TOTALS.  This line represents a cumulative requisition count for each respective category by month and FY year.  The cumulative count will begin anew with the start of each fiscal year.  This total count will also be output for category lines 5 and 7.

  The DSC ILP monitor will review this report.  When the report is requested by HQ DLA, a narrative statement with appropriate comments will be provided to support the statistical data furnished.  Reports will identify reasons for significant changes and trends from the previous period's report when applicable.
